IAttli April 28 Reports of the devastation
caused by the burstiftg of the reservoIr Iloury
yesterday have liven received from Hnlnal hourly
this evening Tho losof life Is far beyond tho
first estimates

About 110 deaths are now Inoun to have
been caused by the flood and thin list may
grow nIn the confusion nnd ruin It has ben
impossible account for scores of persons
are missing Tho search for dead holes Is still
In progress Thirty or more of tho were
burled today

Tho villages anti peas mt farms In the path of
the flood are strewn with tho wrecks of build-
Ings and aro covered with heavy layersof mud
More titan 200 families are homeless and desti-

tute
