Althongh ¥Me Was FProbably Drowned In
the Haritan the Heareherns Are Looking
for Min Mody Only on Land Hecaune the
Clnlrvoyants Sald It Was Raried Under
a Weight-Armed with Showeln and
Plokn ‘They Benrch All Possible Places -
Cluens From Cards and Tea Grounds,

Iuspired by two clalrvovanta, 400 clitizens of
Perth Ambey, armed with shovels and plekas,
apent yesterday In digging holes In the earth,
overturning plles of refuse, pulling apart heaps
of brick and atone, and tearing up floors in dis-
used and untenanted bulldings in & soarch for
Josoph Stumps’s body, In utter disregard of ap-
parently obivious clues tothe fate of the missing
man,

Not merely the ignorant part of the population
engnged in this search, Representntive men of
the villngn, men of judgment and common
pense, succumbed to the contagion and hys-
terically pursued the course vaguely indicated
by the trance mediume, even going to the ex-
tent of denouncing the cooler heads who at-
tempted to polnt out to them thoe folly of thele
behavior,

Thers is every reason to beolleve that Mr.
Etumps was drowned in the Harlian Itiver Inst
Wednosday evening, For thres months ho lind
been s sufferer from gangrene of the foot, and
the wenkness resulting from his suffering, ndded
to the burden of his seventy years, had mado
him an invalid. Since the warm weather lie had
been golng about cut of doors a littlo with the
aid of a cane, hut his walks had been short, His
doector had told him that as long as his appetite
Leld out he wounld get along well; but if his ap-
petite failed, the gangrene would spread and
kill him. Lately be had not been able to eat
much, and this preyed upon his minl,

Albout 1:00 on Wednesday nfternoon ie guit-
ted his house, Before golng ho carefully took
from Lis pocliet s1l his money, and even his
knife, leaving them in his room, & fact which
guve riso to the theory that he hind emmmitted
suicide. From his house he went westto the
railroad track. Several persons saw lilm na le
limped palufully along, and he was scen by some
workmun turning oif at the carve of the Long
lranch Rallroad track, A ouarter of » mile
further nlong, not far from the track, stands a
Lig barn, used tramps a8 a hesdqunrters,
The oll  man fure his  Iliness used 1o
go there nnd give nickels to the tramps, uf whom
there were always i score or more in the place,

ile nlways took an juterest in chatting with
them, On Wednesday he stopped there for a
few moments, and some of the l.rnmrn any that
they spoke to him, but he seemed disinclined to
tulk, Not far away. on the other sido of the
track, Is Sandy Polnt, which jntsout into the
Rarttan  River. Watson's nbandoned brick
fnotory, wherse Mr. Btumps nsed to work, is near
the point, and the old man was in the hablit
of walking down there and sitting on the

nck. This time he stopped at the okl factory,
and then went slowly on. 1t was after 0 o'clock
when Charles Martin, who was fishing on the
dock, saw him and spoke to him. but got no an-
swer, Ten minutes iater Martin went nway,
leaving the old man there. From that thine
there I8 no trace of him. Twenty yvards off the
point ls a tidal whirlpool strong enough to suck
i man's yvdown., Hodles have been drpwn
into that pool and never recovered, Before the
clairvoyants came into the case the genernl be-
lief was that Mr, Stumps had elther fallen or
Jumped from the dock and that hin body wins at
the bottom of the Deep Hole, o8 it is valicd.

rPILOT BOAT R, K.

FOX AGROUND,

Floated Agnin Without Serious Damage—
Crew Taken O by Life Haverns,

Pilot boat No, 8, the Richard K. Fox, having
aboard two pilots and a crew of six men, includ-
{ng the boat keeper, Elias Butler, grounded on
the Rocknwny Shonla, half way between the bell
buoy and the observatory at Coney Island, at
about 6 o'clock on Saturday night. There was a
dense fog at the time and the accident was due
to that and to the treacherous tide that was run-
ning. Pilot Duvid Nicolay, who Is the principal
owner of the Fox, was at the wheel nt the time,
and he told s reporter Inst night that between
tide and fog the boat had been thrown off her
course,
For erilx hours the Fox scraped her bottom
ogainst the shoals, the hold gradually filling
with water. At midnight the pllots and crew,
corinin that she was golng to tounder, left her
in the bouts which had been sent out from the
life-snving station on Coney Island. All hands
were rescued, even the slip's cat, which one of
the sallors took along.
The Fox left Staploton, Staten Island, st noon
on Saturday, to crulsesouthward. Pllot Nicolay
and Pllot James Van Pelt and the erew and
boat keeper were aboard. Pllota Jolin H.
Bliooks nnd John J, Caorrie, who are connected
with the Fux, were not on board, the former
boing on the station boat and the latter at his
homt on Long Island.
The Fox went around by the Coney Island
c¢hiannel, and then headed directly southenst,
I'lie wind was very light. and progresa was sluw
through the fog. When the boat wns about o
mile to windward of the bell buoy It was dif=
covered that the heavy tide had drifted her
about six knots out of her course. The boat
went stralght on the shonls, There was no con-
fuslon on board, and the men got coully to work
to get tier off sgaln. Sho was stuck fast, how-
ever,
A few moments after the boat struck the fog
Legan to clear, and as it was stlll light her pre-
dicnment coulid be enslly seen from the Coney
Island lite-savimg station. No sigonls of dis-
tress wore ruised, sl gven the cannon abonrd
wns not fired, nevertheloss the lifo-saving crew
rowed ot to the boat and asked If tliere was
nﬂ‘:'tlmm they coulid do. :
S We're flling,” sald Pilot Nieolay, **and you
might reinaln niongside for a time,™
Thn crew aecordingly rowed up to the Fox,
and the men went on bonrd,  Pilots Nicolay and
Van elt refused toleave the boat nontil midoight
selien they abandoned all hope of Aoating her otf
of the shoals, there being st that time nearly six
foist of water In her hold, All hnnds then got in
the life-snving hoat, nnd, with the Fox's yawl In
tow, rowed to the life-saving station, wlére they
were made com{oriahble for the night,
Elinrtly after 7 o'clock yesterday
Bontkeeper Hutlerand three of the Fox's crew
started o the yawl for Staten Island, They hnd
muaide about Linlf of the treip, when they were
pleked up by the tng Argus, Capt. Vandeguard,
of the shore Inspection service.

As It
hnppened, when the bay camne tearing down
toward the river, there were lnll n
seore of men, women, and  children on
the pler watching the bont elub erews at prac-
tioe. Bo Intent were they that the horeo, with
the wagon rattling behind, got quite near before
those on the pler know it %

The first on the pler to seo the runaway cried
out and made a dash to get out of the way.
Some got clear away and others scurried to the
sides of the pler and huddled close to the string-
vieces, The pler In not very wide, but the run-
away went through tho avenne left for him
without Injuring any one and kept on toward
the end. ’

There, closa totle end stringplece, wore two
Httle s&lrll\. Theresa Met'oy, 6 years old, nnd hor
sister Lenn, D yenrs old, 'l'im}'lmd not hind time
to get out of the way, ard. with the ronnwny
coming stralght townrd thein and almost upon
them, they were too frightened to seck n pluce

Meeting no obstruction, the runnway jumped
the stringpleee, and, with the wagon still fust to
Lim, struck tha water with n tremendous
eplash. The peaple on the pler hid expectal (o
nitts Lhe MoCoy sisters struck down nnd knocked
futo the river, and they shouted for joy when
they =aw the lLorse over withouot touching
the ehlldren.
