Home of thess boats have
gln=e bean ahinpod to Venice, and thers are how
regulnr eloctric passenier boata plylng the Grand
canal. Jolin Jncob Astor haa several slactrio
hoats, notably the eruising launch Progreso,
and the smallor Cocyra. The Progreso s the
{argest electrio boat in Amorlca, She Is forty-
sl feet long, and can develop a apeed of twelve
miles an hour, It is understoed that Mr. Astor
contemplates buildingn still larger electrio boat.

NOTES ON SCIENCK AND INDUSTRY,

After numorons exporiments upon alloys of

A unique kind of ";l‘um.l pile” s deseribed as
having been resorted 1o in one of the Lead City
gold mines. 1t is composed of timbers about
the size of rallroad toes, which are uswl in sup-
porting the walls und roufs of the drifis and
tunnals of the mines. A narrow wauge raliroad
brings the logs, which lave been sawed flat on
two sldes, 1o a point on the mountain slope
about six hundred fect ahove the valley, nnd
they wre then thrown into s wooden
chute mbout four feet wide and two feel
dose the Inside surface being kept smooth
and sllppery by A riunll stream of water.
The point consldercd In that If the logs were

of iron and steel change the molecularstructure
and produce rupture of those metals, Somo of
the most experienced metallurgists are of the
ovinlon that s fracture caused by repeated
strains 18 the resultof a change In the structure,
and particularly that fibrous wrought lron is
tranaformed into granular under continuous
shocks, while others regard such an opinion as
entirely erroneous, Numerous experiments in-
stituted by so rmuul an operator ns Had-
chinger of Munich, in which bare of iron and
steel wers submit to repeated shocks, lead
him to the concluslon that strains of iron and
steel repeated frequently, milllons of times,
bring about nochange of structure. Referencels
also mude to certaln exporiments by which a
bar of wrouglht iron was made Lo =how in two
fractures only afew inches apart two distinet
sources of fracture, the one sharply crystalline,
theother Abroundependent simply uponwhether
breaking furce was a sharp blow or a slowly ap-
plied load, Another suthority points out that
crystalline anpearance on the fracture is caused
by the manner of breaking; that is, transversely
broken fMbres nﬁow mnu]n crystalline faces,
but, when pullad apart longitudinally, the vnme
Iron will show n flbrous structure. Agsin the
iron in s bar may be crystalline at one point and
fibrous ut another.

A singnlar fact Is recorded In the Moniteur
Industriel, namely, that on the shores of Brit-
tany, botween St Malo aud Ht. Luusire, in the
wieinity of the St Enogat station, ut s plrce
called Port Blane, the tides have lately dis-
plared n considerable amount of sand, say to &
depth of some nine to thirtesn Teel. Avcoms
panying this remarkabls phenomencn s the
fact that foresta kpowa to have been burled for
periods covering some elghteen or Lwenty cen-
turies have pow been brought to light, and a
wast forest has, It appenrs, o discovered in
process of transformation Into coal; ferns and
the trunks and barks of trees wre to be soen in
an advanced state of decommporition, being al-
ready beyond the peat formation, showing, in
fact, the flms and fakes which are found in
conl, and, while some of the trunks are sixteen
feet in length sud otill very distinet, they are
becoming rapldly truusformed.

In Lils new process of obtalning products {rom
tar Stringfellow of London clalms to lnsure the

More people speak English than any other
Innigunge now In use In the civilised warld, nnd
the inerense In the use of English is so rapid
that it miay ultimately outstripnll tl, - Enropean
Iangunges collectively, At the beginming of the
proscut contury Freneh stood v the head of
Innigunges in geoeral use, Then 20 per cent, of
the prople of Europe and America spoke
Froneh., Then followed, In the order named:
Russian, 10 per cent.; (ierman, 1K per cent.;
Spanish, 10 per cont.; English, 12 per cent., nnd
Itullnn, # per cont,  French was the lungunge of
treation, of fashilon, of {nternational vorrespon-
dence, and, to a conslderable extent, of com-
moerce, At tho beginning of the prosent econ.
