MARKET AND 178 SCENES,

All the Denlers Make Money nnd Frequent.
Iy One Forse Hae n Doren Owners In an
Afternoon-*Juek the Skinner” nnd Mis
Prosperity -Narney Campbell's Methods,

Brooklyn's open-alr horse market has one
distinetive charneterlstic: Every one wlio goes
thero to buy or soll oF awad secrs 1o come awny
with more money than he Jind at the stark
From two to four hinndred men make s buslness
of attending this market twice a week, raln or
aline, winter or ktmmer, and they all seom to
tnke money In thele doalings, There aro very
fow “'lnmbn," and the only apswor Lo the ques-
tlon how all can minke money nt the same time
roems to Le that from woek to week the oid
horses that are passed around, oach perhoavs &
dozen Uimes s day, and the new ones thnt arrive
frequently, grow In value ne fodder and time
add to thelr eharme.

Evory lurss thint comes to the market hns
wine kort of & elinemi, 1le moy be old nnd erlp-
pledd, Le anny be bality or fractlous, he mny Le
B, e may be dtterly worthless, but nevers
thieless B hina G chiaem for some of the rongh-
and-ready donless who frequent  the  place.

This pecullnr murket in Hrooklyn meets now-
adays (o the well-known Ridgewoud basvball
park, thoe scene of so many Sundny encounters
recently In Ganelie football, and for mwany years
the nlnee where scares of athivtiostrusgles hove
been fought toth tstaetion or dissatisfaction
of thousiuda, The market used to bo held on
Hnlssy strect, nenr Dromdway, where onhce s
year Barnum's cireus pitelies (ts tents, bt the
uelghibors compluined o the oity aothoritivs,
and Inst yeur the market bad o wove oo, 1o
Hidgowood 1P'ark  the  dealers  found an
admirable place. It was fenced In, and re-
freslimont thoat is juseparable from a horse
tride was  provided within  the wnclosure,
Thers nre uo rulea or rulers connected
with this macket. It just eprang up, snd by
¢ M ctinsent on Mondays sl Thurs-
dnys. There is nothine like it In Now York,
and its devotecs come from miles around. They
begtin to arcive befors noon and they stay until
durk, Then men, horses, ond wigons disappear,
strnguling over the lots. There bave been hon-
dreds of wordy wnrs during the day, scores of
rounds of deinks, aud when the work is done
the horses thit belonged to some one when they
were bronglit there usually belong to some one
elee, nnd 1o one seems pourer us tho resuit of
the doy's trading.

One of tho apparent requirements of this
horsp market 15 that every wan wlio enters it
miast drive in with o wild whoop, 1le pays his
ten cents entrance fee at the gate, gathiors up
hils reins high inone hand, hits Lis nag o whinek,
ant! emits o Comanche yell as e sails in. Ho
dushies this wiy and that through the crowd of
vehieles and wen, avoiding by the nurrowest of
margins collision nfter colliston, and seattering
spectators in rush after rosh to escupe being
run over. Finally Le winds up with s quick
stop clear over st the other side of the
enclosure, and, having shown what bis lhorse
cnan do in the way of o deamatie entry, jumps
cut and is rendy for business, Ocounlonnily Lils

Interesting Olwervations to e Made Now-
udaye ln the Clty Parks,

Althongh somoe of the shyer wood birds are
yet wantlng, the bird orchesten I8 now rich and
varied. The varlety of bird notes is bewildering
in suburbon groumds that nfford o snfe rotrent
for wilil ereatures, und in the woodlands and
thickets of Central Park, which are cven safer
than subirban woodlands, It isa protty notion
that the birds salute the rlsing sun with matine,
But the truth {8 that the bird erclicstra opens
long befure sunrlse, and s as full and strong
At any thoo of duay, save, perhnps, at the
hottest moun, as In the early mornlng
hours. Certninly there |s a vast activity among
thie birda from u rensonable human breaks
fust hour up to 11 o'elock, and betweon 4 and
0 of bright afternoons the music s uninter-
rupted. Hobln, wroen, spareow, grackle, little
Insect-cating warblors, yellow, brown, and
Llack, the tireless high-hole woodpecker, the
bluebird, nnd just now the Daltingre orlole,
elng high or low, twitter, fute, and ery.
