The clilzans of Brooklyn ars once more up In
arms against the trolley, This time It Ia not
because the cars go too fast, bus because they
&0 oo slow, and a potition Is preparing reguest.
ing the compaties to order their motormen to
maks a little more speed. It Is belleved that
evorybody wonld bo satisfled if the ears would
only go at the limit of speed permitted by law,
elght miles an hour, They do not do this, how.
ever, and prople are mean enough to say that
the companleés mre running thelr cars st the
painfully alow rate of thres und four miles an
hour simply out of spite, That the publie are
al present bolng put to great inconvenlence on
scconnt of the slowness of the cars, and that
even the old horse carn wonkl e & welcome
relief from the present stateof affalrs, therecan
be no doubt,

The slow going of the cars Is only one of the
many complaints the people have to make
agalnst the trolley. They liave had much to
put up with since the Aldermen gave permin.
slon to the corporations to weave a wire cobwelb
over lin streets. When 1he question of trolley
lines tn repluce the hurse cars first chme up,
Brouklynites Lnlled the suggestion with wlee,
They wanted all the rapid trausit they could
ety il the few Lickers who developed were
rpeedily squelched by the enthusiastic ones,
After three montls sl poassed and the streets
bl been g wtal trafe, even the Lorse car
teafMe, come almost to wstandstill on the streets
where the trolley was to be put in, the people
begnil to wonder whether they were getting
such n good thiloe niternll, It gol =o that s man,
starting fromn bis home for the bridge in the
moruing, never kew just Luw long It was golng
bo tinke il to et thivie,

But, wlthougl 1o people grumbled, they still
wuntiod the trolley, sinl the work went on antll
all the new triks Lndd been lald, the poles put
ugh mnd thie wires strang.

CNow Bl the enthusiastie ones, " we will

Bt eney dbdo’t Tor somo tme, whereat they
wore very much suvpeised, The trolley people
hd Become so o wrapiped v thie work of build.

muke nny better speed than the horse cars.

Graduslly trolley cirs were put on the other
Hoes, wnd o bntches of o bundred thie railrond
people solil thelr long-suMering horses to other
companies to suffer more, ‘I'he enthusiastic ones
were delighted over It wll and =sald: * Well, we
Lind to walt for i, but now we've got it nnd (U's
all right.”

Thnt's the history of the trolley system in
Hrooklyn up to the time of the fieet tatal neel-
dunt, As the motormen became more experi-
ciiced they also becniue more reckloss, syl
Erooklynites begun to understunid that there
were discomforts connected with even o brll-
Unnt an improvement us their trolley road. It
was luts of fun for the motormen to switeh the
lever around suddenly whien sturting the car,
and then to watch the people insule gra~p wil
Iy in the air in an endeiver (o get huld of sole-
thing to Lelp them mwalutain their equillbeium,
Au tor the women nug children nmm:r the pus-
sengers, they would bo thirown around like diee
inn box, il It was always u welvoms *elief for
them when the car reachied their destinntion,
Gradually the many Hetle discomtorts which |
troliey cars force on one Leemne known, wud |
the enthusinsts waren't quite stire whether they
Nked it 5o much after all.

An the days went by things secmed 1o get
wourse and worse,  Instend of scuring the lifo
vut of ple the trolley begun to crush it out,
and all Brooklyn threw up its innds and called
& hnlt, A law wios pisscid o cotpel the wotor-
men to keep within the speed of eight miles an
)ln_uur. but little attentlon was paid to the Inw,

Le clty was getting rapld transit, wod what
mnttered 1L an oceusional citizen got burt so
long ns m-nrlr.- were nhile to get rapidly to and
from the Bridge snd ferries ¢

It certaluly was lots of fun traveiling on
Brooklyn trilley curn for a time, providing, of
course, one was possessed of plenty of nerve, 1L
wue particularly funuy when the ear you jinp-
poned o be on woulld fuce for . erossing so as to
®ot over it before the car of the othier coiupany
could got there.  Awd if your eoar matoaged to
kel past Lhe other by o hsir's bresdoli you
conldn’t belp but feel that the motorman hnd
done uogreat deed, while o smash-up sort of
il you feel sorry for the poor fellow, 1t was
all very fine, but most peroplo didot ke i, aod
umong the most vehement Kickers were thiose
who hied been most enthinsiastie over the trolley
i thie flest place, By wntd by people began to
give the trolley the most awful names. They
callud it "duggernoul,” The cartounists o rew
pletures of prolley cors golng nt lightning speed
with a grinning death as the motormian, nnd
clilldren under the whesls: while rhymesiers
gt ont doggerel to accompany aceldent
BLovies in the pewsjuipurs,

Finally, there was i mass meeting, and a -
dred Lhiousnnd sfgnatures were afixed 1ou poti-
ton, which eventunlly, found Its way (o the
Bonrd of Aldermen, Tt protested ngainst the
erritie rpeterd of the tralley cars, anid then the
.ﬂl'l]!'flt!l‘ll pot together and poassed resolutions.
Then the tolley “magnntes,” so oullid, were
Indieted, and the Aldermen ordered the coom poe
vl not to oxeeed aspesd of elght miles nn hour
unider penalty of gore vesalutlons, and the
Brooklynites ot what they bl been howling
fur for wonths,  ul even now they are not sut-
Phed, The enrs are too slow, they say. They
don’t want them to crawl along, but would [ke
an vight-mlle-nn-hour ﬁiwrd s regular thing,

MAYOR STRONG VETOES 1IT,

The HIil increasing the Powers of the
Cllet of FPollce In Killed,

AuBaxy, Moy 17.—Mayor Strong to-dny re-
turned to the clerk of the Assembly, under date
of May 168, his disapproeval of Assemblyman
Alnswarth’s bill increasing the powers of the
Chiefof 'olice of New York city and muking
bim responsible for the discipline of the dejart-
ment, "The Mayor gives the following rensons
for not accepting the bill;

*The present law, formally constituting the
Board of 'olice the head of the olive Depurt -
ment, and holding that Board responsible for tha
condition and administration of thatdepartment,
commits to it (sections 260 and 272 of the Con-
salidation act) the power of disciplining the
members of the pollee fores by dismissnl, fine,
suspension, or reprimnnd of fts dellnguents,
Among the members of that foree and sobe.
ordinnte tothe Police Hoard, is the Chief of

falicr, This bl so amends the two above
citedl seetions of the Consolidalion wet ns to
deprive the responstble hend of the Police De.
partment of this salutary power, smd delivers it,
withour reserve, into the hands of 1t subeordin-
ate, the Chilet of Police,

* Noappeal to the polfes §s provided for, and
the Chiet of olive’s Judgment 1s lu every case
fual,  He calls what court Lie pledses, as tmany
courts s he plenses, may accouse whom e
plenses, suppress what scecusations he plenses,
dinmiss whuin he plenses, review or totally pe-
Ject every sentence or dismissal recommended
to i by & court of his creation, and if unv
court displenses him, e moy (nstantly dissolve
It anud erente another court more smenable tu
hils persounl wisli.

In bis letter of disapproval the Mayor says
that hir reason for dissoproving the bill is that
the Hmitation fmposed by the charter of the
city of Brooklyn uwpon the amount that the
Board of Estimate Is suthoriged to provide in
thn budget for city and county uurlmnrn will not
this yesur permit of any lnerease of the salaries
of the police or fire foree of Lhe clty.

| THE THIRTY-DAY BILLS.

IT IS SUPPOSED THAT THERY ANRE
AROUT 300 OF THEM.

Hame Are In the Wands of Mayors of Clties
und Home Have Not Besn Migned by the
| K1 Gover - Twe Important
Hills Awnlting the Governor's Migantnrs
that Are Not Likely to Hecoms Lawe,

ALRARY, May 17— The numbor of thirty-day
bills left on Giov. Morton's hantds by the Leglala-
ture of 1805 (s In the nelghbarhood of A00. No
one can tell yet just what the exnot number s
on account of the fact that some of them nre
natray nbout the State In the hands of Majyors
and other common people, to whom the new
Constitution glves certaln powera In the diree-
tion of reviewing leginlation, These powers are
very great after adjonrnment, most lawyers
holding that adisapproved Bl when recelved
from local authoritles canbot go to the Giov.
ernor withont belng  pnssed nnew, Before
the md Jonrnment these powers of roview il not
amount to much, (nly asingls exeeption exists
tn the rule that bLills were promptly repossed
when they camg bock here with the disapproval
of the local autlioritivs, That was when Speaker
Fish undertook to throw s bouguet of leglslntive
endorsement to Mayor Strong In recognition of
his mpproval of the Hi-partlsan 'olico bill
ngainst the Parkhurstinn protest. He took the
floor for the purpose of thus defeating the St
Johw's Park bill, but it was a very cheap ofer-
ing on the altar of gratitude to the Mayor. No
one of the majority was interested In the bill, ns
it affected the districts of Senator MeMahon
and Assemblyman Finn,

Another reason why the exact number of
thirty-day bills cannot be given is thut yomo
which the Senate passed yesterday have not yet
recelved the signature of the presiding ofMicer of
that august tody, Lient-tiov, Saxton took to
the woos yesterday with a number of Senntors,
and the bille referred 1o nwalt his return. It is
ealculated in the Executive vhamber that the
tnunl Hst of thirty.day bills will be ready for
the public next Wednesday. Gow, Morton went
to Ellersle this afternoon, and will come back
rendy for the consideration of this stacked-up
legisintion, He is not confrontea with as many
cords of 1t as usunl, the great length of tho ses-
