In a leading article the other day THe SUX
galled attention to an essny in the current
pumber of the Forum by Dr. Borrisor,
Clerk of the House of Commons at Ottawn,
pntitled ** Why Canadians Do Not Favor
Annexation.” AsDr. Bovrixor speaks of
e in a style rather churncteristic of the
Ottawa official, I nesdl not sbrink from
pbeerving thint he Is one of that class, and
that his estimate of Canadian opinfon is
formed from that view, A friend of mine
at a private party at Ottawa having dis-
closed his Annexationist sentiments, an
officlal who was present, horrified at hls
blaaphemy, told him that wers it not for
the reatraint of socinl confidence he should
feel it hin duty to denounce him. * Come
flown," replied my friend, ' into the street;
pollect the bigrest crowd you can,and I will
poon relieve you of the restraint of social
sonfidence."

The pressurs of the MeoKINLEY tariff,
svhich set on foot the reeent movement in
favor of annexation, or, as its friends prefor
to eall it, continental wunion, lins been
'relnxed, and a recoil from American connee-
tion has heen produced by the financial
grisis and the railroad disturbance at Chi-
eago. Yet the Secretary of the Continental
Unlon Association reporta a continual

tream of applications for his Hterature,
oy come {n, he says, sometimes at the rate
of forty a day. With themn come strong
aasurances of the prevalence of the senti-
ment in the rural districts, though its public
utterance I8 repressed by politieal fear,
There is, therefore, no reason why Ameri-
‘cans who are [riendly to continental union
should permit their interest in the guestion
to be abated or thelr hopafniness to beextin-
guishied by the assertions of Dr. Bourixot.
Dr. Borrisor says of a writer on the side
of continental union that the Canadinn
Jpeople pny no heed to his opinion. They
show their indifference in & eurions way by
absorbing largn editions of his hook,

Dr. Bovrixot, as THE SUN has remarked,
dwells on the political argnment alone, leav-
ing out of sight the economlieal argument,
Nor does hesay a word about the advantages
of a united continent, or the relief which Can-
ada would obtnin by exemption from n sepn-
rate and extremely expensive government.
His political argunment he makes out by
treating as normal and inherent all the
political evils and abuses in the United
Btates, while he assumes that the institu-
tions of Canada perfectly fulfll their ideal.

His great pointis the superiority of what
he calls responsible government: that is,
of a Minfstry having seats in the represent-
ative Assembly, and depending for existence
on its vote. Thiasyntem hasits advantages,
and might have obviated the confusion in
Congress during the last session. Butits
result in the European communities which
have adopted it, is n fntal instability of gov-
ernment. In France no Government lives a
twelvemonth. Germany hasstill something
of the stability of monarchy. Englind has
still something of the stability of aristocra-
cy. Cannda, as recent disclosures Lave un-
happily shown the world, has the stability
of corruption. Much of the evil of the
Ameriean system might be prevented if mo-
tions for money grants or the imposition of
taxes could be placed under a control nnalo-
gous to that maintained over them by the
British Parlinment, where they can be made
only on the recommendation of the Crown.

The infrequency of elections in Cannda ia
another of Dr. BOURINOT'S points, A Cana-
dian Parlinment, he says, lusts five years.
But it is Hable to dissolution any day at the
will of the Minister, who uses the prerogn-
tive when he wants to snateh averdict, For
nearly the lust twelvemonth the country
has been practically in the throes of a gen-
ernl election, while the Government has
been dodging with the prerogative of disso-
lutlon. The last dissolution of Parlinment
wus on the pretext that negotiantions for
reciprocity wore on foot with the United
Btates, aud that a populsr mandate for
them was needed. My, BLAINE ut once
published o letter denying that any nego-
tiations whatever were on foot, 'The Gov-
erament wnas then fain to concoct a
story of a plot to hand over Cunudn to
the United States, and make it ®he ground
of an appeal to loyalty. A printer, who bl
stolen from the printing office in which Le
wis employed proof sheets to be used by
the Government for the fabrication of this
story, wua puid with a place in the Depart-
ment of Justive. I do not know whether
Dr, Boukiyor would recognize in this an
instance of the influence of political party in
sppointments to the civil service, which he
su strongly condedins in the cuse of the
United States, The political vices and evils
with which on both sides of the line we have
%o contend, hinve s desper seat than any mere
defects in the machiues, the action of which,
wnder the system of party, is pretty much
the same in both communities,

After all, American institutions have
stood the straln of & treraendous eivil war.

Dr. BOURINOT seems t) assume that his
leglalative system is free from the dunger of
deadlock. Butif there is & Liberal mnjor-
fty in the Commons after the next election,
it will be confronted with an overwhelming
Tory mnjority in the Benate, and the danger
of deadlock will arise,

That our provincial and municipal poli-
tics are not wffected by Dominion polities
s to me & surprising sssertion.  Dr. Bougt-
¥OT has just heard tho Tory Financs Minis-
ser say in the House of Commons that
“the inlquities of Liberal Govermments in
various provinces are the most disgraceful
political developments in any eountry under
the sun."

The Urited States, at all events, have the
power of mmendment.  Canadn I8 bounpd
down by an luperinl act of Parlisment, in-
terpreted by a tribunal on the other side of
the Atlantic. IHer peopls would probably
to-morrow vote down the nomines Seunte if
they had free hands. But their hands are
not free, Nor dovs CUanadna choose her own
Governor-General, who, according to Dr.
BovnmiNor, is an important factor in her
Constitution. She can wsearcely e said,
then, Lo bo more demooratic thun the Unived
Brates,

Belog an Englishman, which Dr. Bount-

/

®ot In not, 1 look upon the question not
only from a Cannadian, but from an English
point of view, and nothing seems to me
mora clear than that the real interest of
England points to the reunion of the Eng-
lishspeaking race upon this continent in
bearty amity with thelr common mother
conntry, with whom there would thence-
forth be no possibility of a quarrel. Colo-
uinl dependencies, as Lord BEACONSFIELD
himself sald, in his hour of confldential
frankness, are millastones around the neck
of Great Britain, They contribnute nothing
to her armaments; they do not obey her
Inws, not even her eopyright and mnarringe
lnws: they Iay protective duties on her
goods, In ecane of war, being beyond her
power of protection and Inenpable of pro-
tecting themselves, they woulii be death
teaps for her arms and her honor. 1 hnve
lived enongh among Hritlsh statesimen to
know that some of the best and moat patriotic
among theio have been of this opinfon.

The Seasion and the Record,

The last Legislature to be elected under
the former npportionment, now superseded
by the new Constitution, and the first in
twelve yenars to be in accord politically with
a Republican Governor of New York, ad-
jonrned on Thnrsday. On Dec. 81, 1888, the
term of ALoxzo B. CorNELL, Republican,
came to an end ; on Jan, 1, 18085, the term of
Levt P, MorToN, Republiean, began. Dur-
ing the dozen years intervening, the Repub-
licans at times held the Legislature, and at
other timea the Democrata enjoyed that ad-
vantage; but against the former there was
always tho barrier of n Democratic Gov-
ernor. Not since 1882 until the present year
have the lepublicans had actual eontrol of
the legislation in Albany.

The recortd they have made speaks rather
for itse!f than for them. It is poor. The
tix riate, which was 2,18 lost year un-
der n Demoeratic Governor and with a
Democratic State Senate, s 8.24 this year,
with Republicavs In full control. These
are the inevitable sarmarks of Republican
supremacy nt Albany :

The Greater New York project hns been
defented,

The promise of & new Excise Inw has been
broken.

The radical improvement demanded in
the former election Inw has not been made.

New burdens in the forms of incressed
expenditure for public servants, and for use-
less and  dangerous comminsions, have been
imposed upon the people of this eity.

There have been scandalons recrimins-
tions between Republicans, mutual charges
of corruption and wrongdoeing, resulting in
profitless investigations., Democratic offi-
cials heretofore elected by the people or ap-
pointed by their representatives have been
turned out wantonly, and in somo cases
without even the warrant of law, In five
of the big cities of the State, New York,
Brooklyn, Buffalo, Syracuse, and Albany,
serions foctional differences have been
aroused and aggravated by the course of
Republieans in the Legislature. There are
now two discordant groups of Republicans
inevery one of thess five cities, a menace to
Republican success in November,

Such, in substance, {8 the record of one
hundred and thirty-six days of legislative
session in Albany with the Republicans in
full control.

Fifty Senators and one hundred and fifty
Asgemblymen, under the district divisions
established by the amended Constitution,
will be chosen this year.

A Bancinary of Commerce.

Mr. EDWARD ATKINSON, in an interesting
address delivered before the American Peace
Bociety at Boston on Thursday evening,
dwelt upon **the possibility of making the
Hawnailan or Sandwich Islands the sanctu-
ary of the great commerce of the Pacific
Ocean.” He said that he had recommended
this ldea to the suthorities at Washington.

Wae should think that the project of an
ocean sanctunry might perhaps appeal to
the present Adminiscration, and that it
might be willing to have Hnwail consecratad
to this purpose, especially if she would take
IALIVORALANI as high priestess, set up the
throne again, and, above all, renounce ail
ambitions and desires to cast in her lot with
the American Unlon.

Mr. ATRINs0N thinks that the Rusn-
Bacor treaty of 1818, by which a very lim-
ited foree of war vessels was allowed on the
Great Lakes, is a precedent for the policy he
now propuses for the Sandwich Islinds, and
that Japan could help us in bringing the
plan to pass:

*What greater triumph cotld now be attained by
the new power whilch has suddenly come to the front
in the for Eust theu for Japan to unite with the Untied
Bintes In Justifying the name of the Pacific Ocean ?
What stands in the way of & compact smung the great
cunmerclal natlons? The United States and Jupauy,
Joiped with the Britlsh emplre, tho German omplre,
France, Russin, and Italy, may establlal the condi-
tious which [ have presented to you. Argument (snot
nesded tnosuch a cause, The very suggestion carries
1ts full force: 1t would only be weakeucd by further
dlscussoon,”

We are not wholly disposed to dispute
this last nssertion. We have no doubt, also,
that o proposal to make a commercinl sunc-
tunry of IHawaii, instesd of joining her to
the United States, would be welcomed with
boisterous  enthusinsm by England and
Gormany, whose antipathy to the law of
the stronger awd devotion to pence prinei-
ples nre so well known.  They might justly
protest. spadnst extending sapetuary privi-
leges toSamoa and Tonga, but with these ex-
ceptions, havingalready urabbed about every-
thing else there is avallable in the Paclfle,
they would consent to the antonomy of
Hawall, In place of its voluntary adhesion
to the North Ameriean Unlon,

We think, however, that Hawall herself
will be quite ussafe within the shelter of
thnt Union ns in the isolated sanctunry
which Mr. ATRIN:0S proposes.  All the pro-
tection she needs she has already craved at
onr hands: and when she receives it, sho will
have an nmple guarantes of peace,

The Sitnation in

Britain.

The successive victories gained by the
Unionists in recent by-elections 1n England
seem to justify the confidence with which
they look forward to the next general con-
test at the polls, They also explain why the
Liberals cling to office with desperation, al-
thowgh they have no hope of ecarrying
throngh the upper Houseany of the measures
that igurad i the Neweastle progranime,

Thut the Ministers ure skirmishing for
delay in the hope that something nuspicions
muy turn up, s manifest from their post-
ponement of a decisive vote on the Loeal
Vuto bill, which must® have brought them
within a hair's breadth of defeat, and from
the introduction of the one mun, one
vote bill, which they do not expect to pass.
“Sines the Government have no mind for
work,” wns Mr, BALFOUR's comment on the
wiove just mentioned, * let us play™! Dotk
purtivs are willing epongh to while away
|lh|- titne until Parlisnent has pussed the
budget by which Sir WiLtiax Hagcov st

hos aguly proved himself a successful

financler. The ways and means once ar
ranged, however, the Liberals will ba un-
able long to defer a dissolution, and they
will go to the country, nominally perhnps
still under Lord RosEpERY, but really un-
der the guidance of Sir WiLLiam Harcornrt,
who alone of Mr. GLADSTONR'S former lieu-
ténants has gained any distinction since the
retirement of their chiel.

What chance have the Liberals of retain-
ing at the next general election even the
nartow majority of about a dozen which
they now possens?! They have kept fnith
with tha Welehmen by iIntroduecing and
pushing a bill for the disestablishment and
disendowment of the Anglican Church in
Whales. We may probahly assume, there-
fore, that they will lose no seats in the
principality. Nor have they any reacon to
dread any serloua losses in Seotland; itisin
England that the numbers of the Gladston:
fans are almost certain to be signally cnt
down. If the nearly uniform trond of recent
by-olections affords a triustworthy basis for
forecast, they may expect to be ousted from
seores of the peats which in 1802 they ear-
ried by very small majorities. Inthat event
the Unionists will return to power with the
same great preponderance whiech they ae.
quired In the general election held in the
midsummer of 1586,

There In not, of conrae, the slightest chance
that the threatened shrinkage of Gladston-
ian strength can be in any degreamade good
by gnins on the part of their Trish allies
Not ngain in our time are we likely to sce
the Nationalists win 55 of the 103 seats
nllotted to Ireland, as they did under Mr,
PARXELL in 1885 and 1880, The constitu
enclea wrenched from them by the Union.
Ists in 1802 can searcely be recov-
ered; it i+ more probable that a
few others will be eaptured by the land-
lord party., More dangerous, however,
than the common enemy ia the apparently
{rreparable schism in the Nationalist ranks,
Mr. Jonx E, Renmoxn mnd his eight Par-
nellite colleagues are confident of obtaining
pome accessions to their faction, snd nobody
believes that any of their present seats can
be taken from them by the McCarthyites,
even should the latter bo undivided by the
quarrel between Mr. Dinros and Mr,
HEALY, Altogether the prospect of the
Glndstonian-McCarthyite coalition seems a
dnrk one, and the attempt to brighten it by
organizing a campalgn agnlost the House
of Lords has apparently miscarried.

Who Is the Original Third-Term

Man?

In two recent proclamations from the
White House, Mr. CLEVELAND bas offered
his gervices to the people as the figurehead
of a causs vaguely deseribed by him as that
of “sound money and a safe currency."
For severnl weeks it hos seemed likely that
these manifestoea had a direct, if subterra-
nean, connection with certain cantinus yet
systematic efforts to test public opinion on
the question of a third term.

The observant and ingenions correspond-
ent in New York of the Philadelphia Press
hins been trying to trace this connection, by
following up to their probable source the
Iittle rivulets of third-term sentiment which
now trickle across the editorinl pages of
some of the Cuckoo newspapers of tlie mors
reckless sort. The task is worth the trouble.
Nothing that Increases our knowledge of
the psychology of cuckoolsm is without
value ns material for the political history of
these times,

In the first place, the Preas's correspondent
acquits Col. DAX LAMONT of any part or
interest. in the third-term nonsense, A
man *who has hnd very intimate relntions
with Mr. CLEVELAND'S Administration,"
and who has been approaching some of the
editors in western New York on the subject
of a third term for Mr. CLEVELAYD, adinits
that the mutter has been mentioned to
LayoxT. That astute person * replied in-
stantly that it wns useless to attempt to
rekindle third-term sentiment. Mr, CLEVE-
LAXD, in his opinion, would not listen to
such a suggestion. If there seemed to be
any serious growth of the third-term plan,
Mr., CLEVELAND would take, in Lis own
way, steps to put an end to ir."

Now, while it is undoubtedly true thnt
Col, Layoxt woulild talk that way, at the
present stuge of the gume, if he were at the
very bottom of a third-term movement, we
do not believe thoat this very adroit and
sensible politiciaa is revolving any such
idea, even in the Innermost machinery of
hisable mind. Mr. CLEVELAND as a stutes-
man s in s peenlinr sense the creation of
Col. Dax LavostTs genius.  When Mr,
CLEVELAND has  followed the Colonel's
advice in politienl matters, be has generally
profited by Lis docility.  When lhe has
chosen to go lvalone, he has frequently come
to grief.  Nearly everybody understands
this except Mr. CLEVELAND himself; aud no-
body understamds it better than  Col.
Lasoxt. His own future fame as the
creator and manager of an historical person-
nye of broad dimensions s vow Involved in
the task of getting his large friend success-
fully through the next twenty-two months
without any irremedigble brenk, and then
Inndivg him Intact in diguifled retirement.
Col. LAMONT has no conceivable motive for
assisting to wind up Mr., CLEVELAND'S
public  career with an inglorious nnd
ridleulons attempt to erab an honor which
WasHINGTON refused, aud which his been
within the reach of no President since
Wasiminaros, It would be as if o sculptor
should deliberately smash bis own master-
plece when it was nearly completed and al-
wost ready for exhibition,

Clearly, it is not Dax Lavoxrt, And vet
somebody is now industriously at work
sowing ln fertile Cuckoosoll the seed - thought
that the finaucial emergency and the pris.
ervation of onr credit in Furope may justify
a departure next year from the no-third-
term principle and compel the nomination
of the Hon. GROVER CLEVELAND as the only
American statesman able to Landle the
emergency and keep us right in the credit
books of the European bankers!

If it is not Col. LAMONT, whoisit? We
cannot say that the correspondent of the
Fhiitudelphin Press has fully suswersd this
question, The result of his investigniions
up to date seems to be that the fountain
head of third-term sentiment is in " a small
group In the New York Reform Club," e
names no natoes, There is some plausibitity
in this iden, for much that hns been s
chievousin Mr.CLEVELAS IS political leader-
ship eame from that quarter, Not o litetle that
hos been disastrous to Demovreacs los orig-
innted in n sadl group o e New Yirk
Reform Clul, If any circle or syndicate of
powerful thinkers is eapabile of evolviag (ha
idea that the future of Americun fnstitutions
depends upon the continned presence of Mr,
CLEVFLAND jo the Excentive Muansion, this
“small groupinvhe New York Reform Clul™
s up tothe joh. But every circle bas o con-
Lre, every group u nucleus,  Supposing that
the small group In the Reform Club s, o
fact, working third-term sentiment for the
benefit of Mr. CLEVELAND'S  unnppessed
ambition, who is working the small group ?

The American Girl.

Mra, KATE TANNATT Woon's defence of
the American gitl against the charge that
she Is weak, sllly, and frivolous was only
necessary for the instruction of those who
do not use their own discernment, but fol-
low the judgment of cheap and vulgar or
fgnorant eritics,

The girls of the society of fashion, of
whom she spoke more particularly in her
address before the Professional Women's
Taague, are now remarkable for thelr vigor
and both their serions and plensure-secking
activity, They are accomplished horse-
women, are eager in ontdoor sports, sensi-
ble in their drecy, votired In their manners,
and their interests are Inrger and broader
than ever in the past.  Whatever else may
be their defects they nre least of all open to
the nccusation of feebleness and frivolity.

It all the men with whom they nrso-
ciate  had  advanced  equally  in their
moral and  intelloetual development,

it would be fortunate fer the race; but the
women have gone ahead faster than the
men. They are usunlly the superlors in
cnltivation, both socinl and mental. They
have brighter minds,

As it is, this improvement of the femi-
nine part of that society shows lteelf in
the new generation, The increass In
the stature and in the physical endur-
ance and intellectual  vigor of hoth
young men and young women, has been
notable since the range of feminine activi-
ties, Interests, and ambitions has been ex-
tended, or during the lnst twenty-five years.
Those girls described as wenk and frivo-
lous have n better inheritance of vigor of
both mind and body than their moth-
erds  received.  The young men in
the colleges are mors stalwart than
their fathers, usually overtopping them in
stature, and having brighter and keener
intellects.  We are ralsing up a lot of doe-
tors, lnwyers, and mon of seience who will
give new Instre to this country. They will
also earry into all departments of business
enterprise a beiter equipment of education.
These young men can be trusted to push
forwnrd American civilization, But, as we
have said, their progress hns not been as
notable ns thatof the girls. The day when it
was fashionable for a woman to be a wenk
dependent has p 1. Frivolons indoor occu-
pations and timid withdrawal from contact
with outside life and its interests have been
replaced by vigorous activity in all the
nffairs of society, and in the ambition to
become the comrades of men in their broad-
er occttpations, The young women are wait-
ing, ready to share political responsibilities.
They are horrified po longer by the sugges-
tion that they should be admitted to the
suffrage. The orgnnization of women which
struggled to obtain the suffrage from the
Constitutiona! Convention was largely com-
posed of representatives of the socicty espe-
cinlly nccused of frivolity,

Generally the American girl has improved
in strength and become less frivolous. The
hardest and the cleverest students in the
publie schools nre girls, They are entering
freely into every employment that does not
demand rude musenlar power and rugged
endurance. They are better able to take
enre of themselves than formerly. They
ara  getting over nonsensical notions
that dwarfing restrictions are essential to
feminine attractions. They are not afrald
that they can know too much or do too
much, Meantimethey nre improving in their
louks and increasing in their charm and
their desirability as companions and com-
rades, and men are finding it out.

The Ameriean girl needs no defence
agninst accusations like those refuted by
Mrs. Woob, and least of all at this time,
when her advancement in every field is so
conspicuous and so indisputable,

Hoener has generally conformed to the law
as he understands it, and thongh the law as
