Eam, n notorious scamp, who is wanted for
various erimoes In many other cities, The his-
tory of Mrs, Mallinrd's robbery as told by the
pelice 1= an follows:

Lnst summer Mra. Maillard spent several
weeks at Saratoga, nml, while thers, mnde the
acquaintance of two young women named Lil.
llan Jerome and Lillian Harris, They wore
handsome, vivacions girls, who dressed woll,
and Mrs, Moillard and they becama guite inti-
mate. At the closs of her sty in Sarntoga, M.
Malilard invited ber now friends to visit her in
this clty. 'They promised to do =o, but did not
miake Lle visit votil about s week berfore the
robhery occurred,

During thelr visit Mra. Malllard exhibited her
jewelry, of which she had a large and valuable
store. The young women went into ecstasies
over the gems, and unhesitatingly told Mrs,
Malllard that they envied her lot.

One evenlog soon alterward a good.looking
man with brown hair and moustache called to
see Mrs, Maillard., He appeared to be about 33
years old and was consplonously well dressed.
His card bore the inseription, ** Mr. Samuel Cas-
iney." Hewas astranger to Mes, Moillard,

“Lam from Cleveland,” he sabd, in introduae-
ing umself, " where | have a very dear fricud
named Miss Eva Birdsall. She knew that [ was
coming to New York aond made mo promise to
visit you."

Mes. Mailiard, who knows Miss Hirdsall well,
at once assured the stranger that he swns wol-
come. IHestayed until mbout 1030 v'elock, wnd
on golng away, engaged Limeelf to take M,
Maillard to i theatre ot the followitig Satueday
night.

When the night came Mrs, Matllard's new
friend did not show ap until sfter H o'clork.
Business, Lo said, had detnined him, He waa
profuse in his excuses, and, by way of making
amends, tooXx Mrs Malllard out to n restan-
ratit, where they had an elaborate dinner, Af-
terward they toak a short walk, and fually got
back to Mre. Malllarl's house at about 1 A, M.

Ie assisted her up the stoop, and was appir-
ently turning to depart when be sudideniy
groaned and stageered ek against the door
as if he weresbout to falnt. When he could
speak hie said e was in great pain, aud asked it
Lie conld go inside and He on @ sofs for o few
minutes

Mrs. Malllar readily assented, but when in-
sitte lier friend’s condition grew worse, Mrs,
Maitlnrd Lad pillows, warm cloths, and brandy
brunght to him, and presently, when he seen
to hive falien walecp, retir to her room,
About daylight she nwoke and, thinking of her
friend. went down to see bow hie wus, The pae-
lor was deserted.

Mrs, Maillard, believing that the man had re-
coversil mand gooe home, was sbonl to retire
agnin when she noticed that things about the
reom had been disturbed. A husty search then
revealed to lher the fact that she Lad been
robbed. Saommoning her servants, she made an
inventory of her ornaments and found that the
following articles woere missing:

One dismond heart pin, oue diamond sun-
barst, one marguise dinmond ringetwo solitaire
diamond rings, one pair of dismond earrings,
one emerald and diamond ring, one ruby anud
diamond ring, one turquolse ring, one pearl pin,
and one vear| and diamond bar pin,

As s00n as possible the next day Mrs. Maillard
reported the Nbbel‘!;il'- Pollen Headguartera,

Detective Sergeants Heard, Sheldon, and Hanly
were assigned to the case, Weeks elapsed belore
they could obtaln any clue of the thlef.

they got trace of Mrs. Maillard’'s two young
women acguaintances and located them at Y58

The police have nothing against
theni, but they believe that the women wded
Caston in the robbery Ly giving him gecessary
information about Mrs. Maillard,

Chancellor Henry M. MacCracken of the Unl-
versity of the City of New York annonnes Inst
night that an anonymois besefactor had pre-
sented to that Institutlon a new central bulld.
Ing tn ba erected at University Helghts, The
only conditions made by tho glver are that his
name shall remnaln a secret, and that the build-
ing ahall conform to certain requirements.

Itis to compeehend tha library ,commence.
ment hall, and administration officesn.  The
piana must admit of s possible future conver-
slon of the museum and commencement hinll
into rooms to bo used for library purposes, with
accommodation ultimately for a mlililon vol-
umes,

The commencetnent hall must provide sents
for not less than 1,000 persons, The museum I8
to have 100,000 cable feet of avallable space.
The administration rooms are to be sufMclent to
accommodate the faculty mectings and tho va.
rious college offices, present and prospective.

Thea bullding w!ll stand between the 1lall of
Languages, already bullt, and the proposed Hall
of Phllosophy. which will be a reproduction of
the Hall of Languages. The intervenlng apace
comprises more than sixteen city lots,

The severely classic style of the bulldings
nlready erected will be adhored to, Nodefinite
cost for the structare Lias been fixed. The donor
merely agreca to meet the expense for such a
building na has been determined upon. The
gift Is the greatest that has ever been recelved
by the university.

The university first entertalned the proposal to
remove its work in arts and sclence up town four
yenrs ago. The plan was outlined (o the Clian-
cellor's repart of that year, The present site

was secured in the spring of 1882, The
first buildings were erccted  Jast sum-
mer, and college work was begun there
on Oet. 1, 1804, Seven buildings have

been provided, only one of which, the old
mansion, was upon the grounds n year ago. The
Hall of Languages and the Havemeyer Labo-
ratary are costly bulldings which belong to the
finnl plan. The old mansion has been converted
into n gpacions dormitory. A new gymoasiom
lins been built, priucipally of wood. Ononeside
of it Is the Olilo Athletic Field.

The complete plan of University Heights
shows the entire north side of the quadrangle
devoled to dormitories, the entire south side to
naturnl selences, while the west side comprises
the central bullding, with the Hall of Languages
on the south and the Hall of 'hilosophy to the
north; the east side of the grounds will remain
as now set apart for the gymoasium and the
student society building=,

“The position of the pew lbrary,” said
Chaneellor Maet racken last nighe, ** will be un-
equnlled for picturesqueness by any library in
the world, It locks westward upon the scene
of the battle of Fort Washington: beyond, the
Humlson s o view. with the Palisades in the
Lackground; In the front is Inwood, with the
new Harlem Ship Canal 200 feet below, To the
North is Spuyten Duyvil, The new spesdway is
in plain siglit, and 10 the thousandas of New
Yorkers, who will soon frequent that drive. no
bullding will be more impressive than the Uni-
vardty Library.
