1o wan neked to ray what Lie thought might
prevent the thle of prosperity, evidently now
just eetting  In, from renching It greatest
teight, and In his reply bhe ssid thls on the
pilver guestion:

“The present allver agliation might eheck
the prelod of prosperity which it seoms |8 about
setting in forns, 1 spenk advisedly, after re-
fiotion and feellng that [ may be eritleised for
whnt 1 say, Butit s the troth, and what does
it motter whether [ say it now or Inter ?

“Without entering Into the merits of the difM-
enlt and intricate guestions luvolved In a discus.
plon of the sllver plines or crnze, 1 wouald say
that =0 long ns there is no intexnational agreo-
moent between the great Governments of the
world =the commercinl nations—an attempt on
the part of the United States to return to free
coinage of sllver would e fatal to our business
prosperity.

“* The United States {n largely a borrowing
natlon. A now conntry, undevelnped, in neces-
sarily n borrower of the older nations, and that
must positively be taken Into consideration
when we lightly speak of changing the form of
our financial basis,

11 Is out of the question that wo by onrselves
v create n #llver Lasls to be accepted Ly the
balsnce of the world, willy niliy. We are an
tntegral part of the general commercial world
extendling over every continent, and what wo
propase or what {s proposed by those who favor
sliver s only feasible on the supposion that the
whole commercial world agrees with us to ne-
eept o bl-metalllo standarnd.

“What we borrow we must recelve from
abroad, and the forelgn caplwnlista will mot in-
vest in our milliona of securities if they are to
b pald back for thelr ndvances in silver when
they can buy the bullion of that motal at &40
cents on the dollar. They simply will not do |k,
and it {s an absard folly to imagine that we can
compel them to do so.

*“1 bave sald that we are necessarlly ons part
uf the general commercial world, and whether
wo like It or not, we must harmonize with the
other parts of that world, far outnumbering us,
and if we do not, we alonp must bear tho conse-
quences, We can only hope to maiotaln our
prosperity by maintaining with them a cordial
and honorable entente.

**This to mo Is the slmplest phase of the silver
guestion, It I8 the ensiest way of considering
what we should and ghould not 4o, Thoe way is
very plain and clear, Weare in no position to
stand alvof nor to restors confldence in our busi-
ness [nstitntlons except by ngrealng aa woe hava n
the pnst as tocur financial basis In the marts

of tlie warld, whore we meet all that Is in com-
retition with us and whers all will positively
refuse to necept our proposed silver basis.

The Archbishop also referred to the Iabor
trotuhles ns the second element which may
check prosperity’s advance, and sald:

* | belleve there {8 a general disposition pre-
valling in all parts of the country to give labor
reasonalie wnges ns soon as the Industriol situ-
ation will permit, Bnt capital demands sbso-
lute satety In doing this and soms return.

*Above all things 1 Lellove we should keep
our eyes upon the general condition of the coun-
try.and not that of a specific cinas. Thers were
many elements leading to the late depression, in
regarid to which we may na well be candld,

“Mue wns the populistie, semi-soclalistic legis-

Iatlon which was_ enforeed or threatened
In many States. It seemed in the eyes
of many ne  if  capital wna the en-
wmy of  the whole  conntry and the

result was that eapital dlsappesred from onr
miist and the whaole conntry was fiet.  For five
oF Lan youars 1o come wo must endeavor 1o coax
eapltal baek, atd it Is the only safe polley for us
1o pursne,

GOT POISON FOR BREANDY,

Did Prederick A, Smith Give Robert Wil
son the Dendly Drink by Mistuke?

Robert Wilson, n painter, 20 years old, dfed at
3 o'clock yesterday afternoon sy 247 Twoenty-
first streat, Brooklyn, where he lived with his
widowed mother and three sisters, under elr-
cumstances which at once cansed Coroner Kene
and Police Captain Early to take cognizanee of
tho case,

Death resulted from a dose of corrosive sub-
limnate, which had been glven to him Ly another
painter, Frederick A. Smith, 36 years old, of
273 Fifth avenue, but whether through mis-
take, ns he avers, or maliciously, as the family
of the deceased alloge, remalns to bedetermined,

Wilson and Smith were emuployed by J. M.
Baker, a painter nod decorater at 250 Fifth ave-
nue, and on Saturday morning, May 18, they
were sent Ly him to do some work on a house In
Second street, near Sizth avenue,

About 11 o'clock, while Wilson was on a lad-
der palnting the celllng, Smith called his at-
tention to a pint flask, such ns s asually used
for whiskuey, and remarked ;

“ 1 Just got this in the closet, and thero s some
of the best brandy in it at the same time hand-
ing the flosk to him and Inviting him to take n
drink.

Wilson, while still standing on the lndder,
took the flask in his hand, apd, removing the
cork, took o swallow of the llqnid without

smelling [t. He instantly dropped the bottlo
aud nlnst fell off the ludder,

Although e had only taken n very small slp
of the stuff, he exporienced o severs burnin
sensation, and at ouce renlized that he hu‘f
tnken some poleon,

the cloaet, nnd then set to work to treat tho
victim Limself, glving him some of the oll used

to mix with thoe piint. Wilson contin-

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DEATH OF JOHN A. MORRIS.
THE END CAME AT HIR TEXAS
RANCH ILASYT EVENING.

Dintingnished an n Tarfman and Capltalist,
Me Leaves a Fortmae Estimated at He.
tween 520,000,000 and 830,000,000 -
Hin Wife and Nons on the Way te
Mis Bedulde When Mo Passed Away.

John A, Marrls, widely known through his
connection with the turf and as the owner of
Morris P'ark in Westehester county, this State,
died nt his ranch near Koreville, Tex., at 8
o'clock Inst evening.

Ho was 68 years old, TTis wife, and hia elid-
est son, Alfred Tonnen, left New York on Pri-
day, but eannot reach the ranch before Tues-
duy. Mr. Morria's other son, David Hennen,
left this city yesterdny, taking with him Dr,
Helmutl,

Mr. Morris was stricken on Friday morning
with apoplexy, slnce which time he remained
unconsoious nntil bis death,

A skotch of the life of Mr. John A, Morris
was printed in Tie Sux of yestorday. No man
in this conntry took o liveller interest in racing
upto tho passage of the amendments of the
Constitution lnst fall than ho did,

Ha built the Morrls Vark eourse in West-
chestor county at an  outlay of more than
$2.000,000, starting out with the intention of
mnking it the foremost racing property of the
world,

o saw nothing but a glorious future for rac-
Ing, sl ns he said at the time thoe work was
begun he had nll the money he wanted and he
wotld be satisfied If the property pald the inter-
est on tho money Invesimi,

Money was not spared In any detall of con-
atruction, and the drulnnge systemn glone cost
mors than $150,000, The club house yns made
the most ule[tnllt of Ita Kind in thisor any other
vountry, and the track sod stables were as uear

rfection ns possibie,

The hill with which so many horseman fouml
fanlt was his particular hobby, and he declared
thint to horse swiss workl puttineg tn the stid that
conlil not m-ﬁntlule it and that it was the sirest
means of finding weak and fagdty shoulders,

Mra, Morris took slmost 4 much peido in
the Morris 'ark rourse ns did her husband, and
porsonally selected the rugs, furniture, mmd
drapings of the elegant roonis.

The $140,000 orehestrion, which was plaeed in
the dining and ball roows, I8 the tinest fnstru-
mr.-m ul its kiud, apd Mr, Morrls was very proud

of it.

He cameo to the grounds nlmost daily while
the club houso and mammoth grand stand
in tne course of ercction, aml whon
first  meeting  was  hebl  at  the
new track which wias numed Morrls Park, and
which was couduvcted undor the nate of the
New York Jovkey Club, the projector of the
enterprise was a very hinppy man,

Me. Morris was very fond of yachting In n
quiot way. He owned the Cors, and was never
w0 happy a8 when he had balf adosen congeninl
companions on board,

The vessel was hullt for comfort, and, while
many of the New York boats could nur!yl;wt her
for speed, fow of Lhem wero more homellke.

In the winter the Corn was usunally in come-
mission at New Orloans, while in the summoer
she was always in rondiness off Throgg's Nerk
to carry her owner to Bay lthlge, when the
races wern at Gravesend or Sheepshead Hay, or
o Atlantle Highlands, when the Motwmouth
Park track was open,

The desd turfruan and eapliallst was full of
racing reminiscences, and told many interest-
ing tnles of the campalgn innugurated by his
father and Richard Teu lirceck upon the Eug-
lish turf,

A favorite rtory was of his shontineg to Tan-
keraley, the rider of Prioress (none of the great
Eoglish handicaps, to * Pull her." The mare
wus heavy headed, nud would not run ber best
unless the jockey took n good hold of hoer,

In the excitement of the finish with Kl Hokim
Bess, Tankersley, an Ametican boy,
d the mure’s at the same time,
Young Morrls, then 18 yeara old, startled the
Rﬂu&lhmun&' ahuuung 1o Tonkersley ns ey
mn the last furlong to ** Pall her, puil her!"

The race was ntriple dead heat, and Mr, Mor-
rin always rolishial telling how Fordban won
the run-off with bis father's more,

Mr. Morris was the most pooular of men, e
wis a phllosoplier nnd accented whatever the
fates had fo store for hins, Mo was extremely
charitable and distributed yearly thousands of
dollars In the most unostentations manner,

He liked to ses hin sonrlet jeckor in front st
the finlsh of & great race, but he was always
rewly to acknowledge the merits of somu other
masn's horse,
