MAYRE JII'sA8 FISH CHOLERA,

An Unknown Disease Fast Killlng the Finh
in Canmectlout Ponds and Lakes,

Hanrronn, June 8. Fish in many ponds and
Inkes in Connocticut are dying rapldly from an
unknown disease, Threo places that show the
worst ravages are PVamenscha Pond in Middle
town, the beautiful Bantam Lake, Litehfivld,
and Shuttle Mendow Lake, New Kritain,

Unusual movemants on the part of fish In
theso ponds were noticed two weeks ago, They
swarmed together and foundered alout innn
anxious fashilon. 1o a few days it was noticed
they were chianging color, Thelr fine grew yel-
lowish and white, their seales deied and foll oif,
and In other ways they showed unmistakable
wigna of sufferlng from rome distemper or
sgoourge. ‘I'henan oceastonnl fish was sect float-
{hg o1 the water and here and there n dead tlsh
was found on tho shore. Last week the mur-
tality assumed alarming proportions.  Hodles of
flsh lino the shores of Hantam Liake and Pa-
meinchn Pond by the tushel basketful, and from
shuttle Meaduw Lake, the source of New Brit-
ain's water supply, dead Nah have beun thken

away by the enrtlopd,

It wns thought at first that the mortality
among the fish might be accounted for on the
supposition that some one had thrown polson
such as lime in the water, but a thorough in-
vestigation in at least two onses disproved this
theory, An analysis showed no slgns of polson
ous matter in the water, and still the fish wors
dying by the hundreda. Then aunique theory
was hroached by Joel Hommond, the lzank
Walton of Litchfivld county

Suld to He llra:l-‘llle-l:-_nl‘ Who Marched
in n Becorntinn Day Parade,

Cortland, N. Y., elalma the honor of having
among its residents the oldest veteran of the
civil war. e is Israel Hicksrd, n veteran of
Company (+, Seventy-sixth Regiment, Now
York State Volunteers, npd lie fought as n pri-
vate all throueh the war, which begin when ha
wis 60 yeurs old. On Decoration Duy, despite
the heat, he turned out for thoe Cortland parade
nnd marched with as Arm s step ns the best of
his fellow veterann. It I8 probable that he wns
the oldest marcher in any memorinl day parnda
of this year in the country.

On the lsst day of Lhe yeur 1800 Ineael Richara
wid born Inon town in northern Muassachiusetts,
and in 1802 his father wok him to Truxton, Cort.
land county, a section of the country then
almost A wilderness, inwhich bears and panthers
abounded. The elder Rickiard owned the only
team of horses for milos around, and on one of
these borses it wns Isracl's proud distinetion
when he atwained the age of G yearw to ride to
tiie mill carrying bags of cort.  The boy's early
e was made up of & great deal of work and
very little play. with hardly any time sven for
schonling. e beeame a furmer, and removod to
Cortland whenuwyoung man, settling down thers
with the intention of living out his life on his
farm. For many years he lived quiectly with no
disturbing elemuent in the ulluiu'l. routine of exlet-
ence until the rebiellion bBroke out, At an age
when maost men are beginning to look toward
rest s the rrvutunt af all things to be deslred
Me, Wiekard cavght the martial fever and
atiurted for the front,  He was, in aplte of his
KXty yenrs, ns stralghtas nn arcow and moch
more nglle and powerful than the average man
of Linlt his age.

THis fiest work wis to tuke charge of & wagon
tendn, his long familineity with horses having
mierked bl s suitable for this duty, Hot he
wisn't sntisted with it When his company
went ta the front and the smell of powder
renched his postrils he mude his way to honad-
guariers, and secured an audience with bls come
manding oMeer,
