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The President’s Proclamation
Gives Warning.

Wasniyoros, June 12, —President Cleveland
to-night lesued a proclamntlon to the cltlzens of
the country, sdmonishing them to observe the
peutrality laws between the United States and
Bpain, This action is based npon tho nrgent re
quest of tlie Spanish Minlster that some official
steps be takon to prevent American citisens
fron asslsting the belligerents in Caba, The
Bpanish Minister had n long conference with
pecrotary of State Olney on this subject to-day.
The object of the proclamation Is to place the
United States Government in & friendly atel-
fude towand Bpain, and guard agalnst any clalm
for damiages that may hereafter bo instituted
against the United Sustes Government for vio-
latlon of the friendly relatioos clause of the
treaty existing between the two natlons.,

It lins been chargod recontly that a filibustor-
ing expedition started for Cuba with arms and
munitions for the Insurgents. The Spanish
Minister notitled the SBecretary of State, and
wrged Immediate actlon to prevent ald and com-
fort belng furnished to the belllgerents, Asn
precautionnry measure, the Secretary of the
Navy ordered the Raleigh to proceed to Key
West, Flo,, with instructions to patrol the const
ard see that no filibustering expeditions leave
this country.

The nction of the Prealdent is generally re-
gurded as timely and proper, and It in a formal
potico Lo the world that the United States is not
in sympathy with any fillbustering movement
that may bo contemplated by the frlends of the
belligerents who reslde along the south Atiantlc
const, Itis evident from what has cccarred In
thin past that there are many sympathizers with
the belligerents In this country, but under the
existing treaty with Spain this Government can
not sanctlon any act of Its citizens that violates
the friendly rolations existing between the two
Governments,

The nction of the Florlda customs officer In
detalning the Spanish crufser Infanta Issbella
under the quarantine regulations Is regarded by
tho Spanish authorit'es as an Indication of hos-
tiilty toward the Spanish Government.

The President’s proclamation follows:

*“Whereas, The laland of Cuba Is now the seat
of serious clvil disturbances, noccompanied by
armed reslstance to the authority of the estab-
lished Governmant of Spain, a power with which
the United States aro and desire to remain on
terms of pessce and amity; and

“Whereas, The laws of the United States
prohibit their citizens as well as all others be-
ing within and subject to thelr jurisdiction,
from taking part in such disturbances adverse-
1y to such eatablished (Government, by nocept-
ing or exercising commlissions for warlike ser-
viee agninst I, by enlistment or procuring
others to enlist for such service, by fiting out
ornrming or procuring to be fitted outand
armod ships of war for such service, by aug-
moenting the forco of any ship of war ongagueil
in sucli service and arriving In & portof the
United States, und by setting on foot or pro-
vidiug or preparing tho means for military on-
terprises to be carried on from the United States
sgalnst tho territory of such Government.

" Now, therefore, in rocognition of the laws
aforesaid. and In discharge of the obligations of
the United States toward a friendly power, and
83 & measuro of precaution, and 1o the end that
citizens of the United States and all others
within |ts Jurisdiotion may be deterred from
subjecting themselves to legal forfeitares and
penalties,

"I, iraver Cleveland, Prealdent of the United
Blates of America, do heroby admonish all such
citizens aud other persons to abetain from every
violation of the laws herelubefore referred to,
and do hereby warn them that all vidlations of
such laws will be rigorously prosecuted; and I
do hereby enjoln upon all officers of the United
Elntes charged with the execution of sald lawas
the utmost diligence in preventing violations
thereof and In bringiog to trial and punishment
any offenders against the same,

my hand and caused the seal of the United
Blates Lo be aMzed,
