ering from New York, Doston, P'hilndelplia,
auldl & dozen other elties to the magnificent
eourns. All, or nearly all, came with the expec-
wation of witnessing the triumph of the great
publie idol, Domino, the property of Messrs, J.
R oand F. P. Keene. In no former year had such
adecided favorite been slated for any of the
great ences of the senson, The result of the con-
text was a great surprise, Domino eollapaing ut-
terly three farlongs from home and belng no
better *'ian fourth at the finiah, while victory
perclied upon the colors of the Erle Stable, their
four-yenr-old, Lnzszarane, by Spendthrift, ont of
gpinaway, winning most declsively, with the
Oneck Stable’s Blr Walter second and the
Blemton Stable's Song and Dance third,

DEAT RILENORE AT THE FINIRA,

There was scarcely a ripple of appinuse when
the outalder dashed to the front on the home-
streteh, and few, wxcept those who profited by
tlis vietory, crowded about the finlahing polnt
aud cheered horse and jockey on thelr retarn to
the weighing stand. To be plain, the race for
the twelfth Suburban Handloap will loog be re-
mombersd by those who saw It, and by the par-
ticipants, the Jockey Club having concluded to
tnvestignte the running of the horse Latzarone.
A most searching Inquiry will be made by the
stewards to sstablish the gullt, if there be any,
fn the handling of the horse,

The following was received last eveniog from
Amistant Secretary F. O'Hanlon of the Jockey
Club:

“The stewards of the Coney Island Jockey
Club meeting summoned Messrs. Beard and
Dnohue, owner and trainer of the horse Laz-
garnne, before them (mmediately after the last
race toexplaln the running of the horse in hia
previous races as comparsd with to-day's race,
Jockey Murphy, who rode him in his previous
oes, not being present, declslon In the matter
was reserved until his atatement can be ob-
tained.”

THE RECOND OF TAR VICTOR.

Lazzarone Is a half brother to Mr. Croker's
Montauk, the colt with which the ex-chisftaim
of Tammany hopes to win the English Derby of
1864, He was bred In Kentnoky, and was sold
a4 athree-year-old for $8,500 by H. Eugene Lelgh
of La Belle stud to J. R, Beard of Brooklyn. J.
N, Beard ls & brother of Francls Beard, the
herseman whose high stepperas have won favor
at the New York and Brookiyn horss shows for
some years, and whose differences with the
swell Lorss show of Brooklyn last year, through
the a!leged roughing of eurb chalns and ralsing
of shoes to bring a horse up to & certain stand-
ard in helght, were published at the time. Mr,
Iloard was also the promoter of the pony race
mesting at Parkway Iast year, when scandala
were numerous,

When Mr. Beard bought Larzarone he turmed
him over to Willlnm Denohue, the ex.jogkey,
now tho owner of Roche, Our Jack, and other
fuir handicap borses, to train, and it waa by him
tuat the chestnut horse was preparad for the
Hrooklyn Handicap in the spring. Te wass
rank outsider In the betting, was strongly sup-
ported by his owner, both to wina aod for a place,
and Isasc Murphy, the colored Archer of the
tort, was brought from Kentucky espocially to
pliot the horse on the opening day of the
Hrooklyn Jockey Club's meeting. The readers
of Tie Sux were told at the time how the four-
year-old, after trailing hia fleld for half a mile,
amazed the onlookers by a flight of speed that
woa startling In the extreme.

damage to the armor. The seeond shot, with s
veloolty of 2,000 fect per sscond, was deslgned
to perforate the plate, but It only managed to
