verdure and up rectangular streets the
cottages of Molt Haven must have commanded
a fair outlook upon green fields with trees and
shrubs and country houses and beyond the
Sound vexed Indee of commerce but pure
and autlfnl cottages are among tile few
In Now York that hove not fallen Into shabbl
flees or squalor This city Is most Inhospitable
toward any style of architecture that does not
fully comport with Its intensely urban character

Mott haven cottages are white many gabled
with vineclad porches Inviting hammocks
green terraces and white fences The grounds
abut them aro ample and well sot with great

Their BuilKCM hurt by tho hiss Ia the
Price of Crude Petroleum

Ever since tile rise In the price of crude pe ¬

troleum and consequently of Its products ped-
dlers of tho products have had a bard time to
earl a living Tho rise In price of the products-
was not quite In proportion to tho rise In crude
oil but the Increase Is enough tmaterially
lessen tile conaumptol Some persons burn
fewer lap somo ulstltuted gas for
oil Tile gas companies attempted to run out
the oil nnd gasoline stoves oy giving away IIstoves to thoso that would use them fal
especially of coal oil have been greatly reduced
and the peddlers charge that the Standard Oil
Company under the cover of a different name
peddles 01 at retail In somo cities

The 01 peddlers profits are not large at
best and can prosper only by largo sales He
has also to contend with a license tee and when
he operates In two or three suburban villages
ho usually las to pay a fee In each One village
demanded S25 of oil peddlers but finally came
down to S3 Tile average fee Is considerably
higher than tho latter figure Some peddlers
have discontinued the sale of special brands of
coal oil because the wholesale price Is so high
that the retailer must ask a price quite beyond
most customers In fact If the price of crude
oil Is to continue as It now I coal oil us 1domestic Illuminator Is likely to disappear
wherever moderately gas or electrlo light
Is obtainable Meanwhile store dealers and
others are cutting under the oil peddlcrx with
Intent to make the supplying of coal oil and
gusollne to customers a sort of h > business und
