He is of Bahamian descent, In
nine canss out of ten, and the vrocess of bulld-
tue n substantind “* rubble " stone houss sut of
yhe coral reck of the (sland (s no seeret 1o him,
Yot e profers a houso of boards, Tho rock is
winder his feet, the bushiels of shells lyIng about
Yuen intocapital Time, and sand is plenty; but
v soon as o Balamian bocomes w resident of
the Floridn keya he forsakes the mors Insting
yunterind e Lias been accustomed to, and bullds
Y ouwe of wood, The beach furtiishes tinibers
41y plenty. but itsupplies nomaterial thin enoogh
0 be used for shenthing, and there ts no lamber
wurd or sawmill within a bundred miles, Nails
are slao necessary, and no nails are to be had nn
the isiand, ‘The only recourse I8 to wait for a
i windd and calim sen; and sail down to Key
West nlter tho articles needed, This is n fami-
liar process to the residents of all the Florlda
Jieys, but partlenlarly to the residents of these
keys lying to the westward, From a key to the
enstward of Key West the people can send 1o
the island metropolls for what they want by one
of the trading schooners that pass occasionally ;
%ut from any island to the westward there la no
v but to holst sall and go, 1t Is the same
thing if they are in need of Iamp oll, or pins. or
rinoking tobmceo, or any other staple, All sup.
plies come from Key West,

The people of this reglon llve Ina 1ttle world
of their own, and to them Koy Went {8 the
contre of the world, They look upon its electric
MHigglits anil street cars and it tall brick Custom
House as marvels of the age. Evorything they
by comes from Key West., When they scol-
dentally learn that there are othar towns In the
eountry, they have the Amerlenn privilege of
sending off a mail order for angthing they
wast; but they must first send the letter to Key
West to be maled, and then thelr goods must
come by way of Key West, The Importance of
Key West to the whole region can hardly be
appreciated by a Northern person., Even tle
peopls of Blscayne Bay, up the eastern coastof
the penlosula, only eighty miles below Lnke
Wortl, have todepend entirely upon Key Weat
for their supplies. They cannot coms out into
the greator world except by way of Key West;

anl when they go home agnin it musy
be by way of Key West, The chain of
Florida keys reaches from  Diry  Tortugns
ol the west to Biscayne Bay on the east,

Notable Rine Law Caven In Tenneasen that
Mave HMilrred Up the Siats-CUonvieted
Men Might Have Eseaped with o Small
Fiae, Bt Weat to Privon for Consclence
Hake The Judge's Ontapoken Kympathy,

Elght leading vitizens of the town of Grays-
ville, Tevn., prosporous merchiants and farmers,
men of acknowledped probity, are at this tims
warking withthe chain gang of common crims
fnals on the public highways, suffering the ut-
mont indignity the Htsie's penal laws can (ne
fiict, and all for conmcicnee sake, ‘Trie, they
were properly convieted ander the Inws of
Tennessoe, anid tie Suproma Court of tha tito
hins upheld the constraetion of the ‘aw under
whieh the convietions wers bad nad the punishe
ment ntlicted. But it is also true, ns the Juldge
wlio trled and wentencedl the unfortunotes
frankly stated ot the teinl, that the pinin intent
of the law was apparently not to punish sucl
peonls. The statute involved is Angrantly and
openiy violated insome partn of Lthe State, in
the large clties and elsewhere. aml It sevins
clear that the old blue Inw wan invoked in thinse
cascn by religlous Intolerance and bigotiry.
