The long
extent of shore Hne, which was of Hitle use to
Abratiam Van Duzer in 1505, wiks the means of
making himonsof the richest men on Staten
Island severnl years lnter.

When Abrabnm Van Durer purchased the
Ryers honse Lo bullt an wddition to the nortly
entd of the structure, and the hotse remnlied
for nbwut L0 years as hmproved by the Hest
Van Duzer. It faced the east, A hinll fftoen
feet wide ran throtugh the centre. ‘T'wo Inrge
parlors opened on one slide of the hall and adin-
ing and Uving room opened on the other, The
Kitehon was ns the sonth end of the house in a
ane-stoes sdditlon, Enough sleeplig rooms were
10 the second story to mnke ln all nine rooma,

What the house lscked in the number of
rooms was more than made up in their spacions-
ness.  Orlginally, the entire outslde of the house
wis coversd withs square, hand.cut shingles; but
in recent years a portion of the shingled ex-
terlor was replaced by clapboards.
