Unless prosent, Indleations are misleadiog,
the soccallod stake system, which was so exe
tensively adopted by trotting associntions at the
beglnning of the year, Is going to prove s dise
sppolntment to both horse owners and track
munngers bofore the elose of the campalgn, and
e prospects now are Lhat next season will ses
nogeneral peturn to the olil plan of purme races,
with entried eloslug only n week or two before
the date of the meeting, Experienca in proving
thnt thie practies of elosing the entty books alg
or ofght months boforehand s not only undualy
exponsive to owners, but productive of one-
wlded contests ns well,

Under the old plan the entries usually closed
whout two weeks prior to the oponing of the
mecting and the horses were classified accord-
ing to thele records ay they stood at that tima,
e fhet horaca were for the most part thus
Lrought together in the fast classen, insuring
spirited facing, while owners had s chance to
try tholr cwn hordes as woll as got » line on
the company they would have toatart sgalnst
Letore purting with thelr entrances foos.
