Michigan State prison have many more favors
tnan tlioMi of almost any other penitentiary la
Out Inltid States and It Is the belief of the
management of the Institution that for
this reason thcro are louver outbreaks of
lawlessness thou nro found elsewhere
Among the favors granted to then here
is that of keeping and curing for birds
1hern aro fully 000 feathered songsters In-
Michigans principal penal intltmlon all
owned anti cared for by the onvlotn arid as
Mum UH da light approaches on bright mornings
their sweet notes are heard in striking contrast
to the natural feelings of their owners

Many of tIle most hardened criminals who
front their general appearance and history
would not be expected to euro for anything of a
retlnlne nature tenderly euro for and cures
their little ucLa

More than threequarters of the cells In tho
Prison contain ono or more canaries and they
lore also found In various shops throughout the
Institution During the day the cages are hung
outside the cells to give the bird light anti air
hut as soon as tile convict returns from work at
