No o, Yesterduy After n Month's Iliness,

Fonkepn River, N. 1, Aug. 28— Ex-Police
Justice Patrick Gavan Dully of New York city
died at the Lafayette House in this place at ten
minutes past 2 o'clock this morsiog, ns was
