Br. Jonw's, N.F., Bept. 91—~Ths third nighty
after the Faloon left me off the Petawak |
(lacter I camped near the head of Olriks Bay, |
In Tuglefleld Guli, to huot deer, We Lnd en- |
eountered but little fos, and the Yoyage north-
ward to Inglefleld Gulf in & whalebont had now
been ardunus. A short stop was made at the
Bird Cliffe of Eaunders [sland to shoot.

We reached Olriks Bay jost In time to escape
a furlous southeaster of three days' doration,
which kept my hunters imprisoned under the
shoiter of rocks unable to get Lack to camp.
The whaleboat had to be nearly filled with
stones to prevent iits being blown away. We
reanclied Anniversary Lodge [Peary's Leadgnare
ters at the head of Bewdoin Hay, Inglefield
Gulf] on Sept 0, with five hundred pounds of
veniscn, birds, aod hare. Bowdoln FPay was &
chaos of jeebergs aml Iarge paas of ce
cemented by heavy young lce. The boat waslufs
seviral miles from the Lodge. Evidently the
senson wonld be very short. There was no tline
to b+ last In obtalning my winter's supnly of
meat and getting it to the Lodge before navign-
thon closed,

1bad intended immediate!y vpon my returm
tntake Mr. Loe and the patives with rie to J{an.
gnrdluiscoan hautiog, bul bis jonely, anxious
vigii during my absence had left Lee in no cane
ditlon to go or to be leftalone again, Mate
Henson left with the party of natives twenty
honrs after curarrival and returned on Sept, 10
with six daer and severa! hare. On the tollow.
Ing day with Les T went to Karaak [nearths
ectrance to Howdoln Bay], whenee 1 took
my other whaleboat and all the able-podied
oative men in the ssttlement to Cape Cleveland
hunting walriis, The natives, with a boat | Lad
leaned them, had already killed twenty, and the
animals wers becoming somewhat shy, but I
harpoined and secured seven befors the rapidly
forniing voung low comuvelled a retreat.

The young iee ard the head wind delayed our |
return untl] Sept. 27, when one boat load of !
meat was landesd at Anniversary Lodge. A seo=
ond load was Innded on Bept, 30, Theae twodays '
and one while | was at Cape Cleveiand were the
only days during the season when the whale-
boat conld remch the Lodgs without belne
dragged over the lce, On Oot, 1 the bay was |
frozen over for the winter.

. THE ICE OA¥ CACTES TONT,

Beptember was cold nnd storiuy. Thewlnter's
meat supply for ourselves and the dogs being '
asured, my enches of proviclons on the lee cup
next detnanded our attention. Two days after
the lnst load of walrus bhal boen secured, Mr,
Lee, with Matt Henson and the native Hoktah, |
left the Lodge to dig oul these caches and ree
bulld thum for the winter,

Four days Inter thoy returned and reported
thelr foabliity to find the cachea owlng to un-{
extraordinary depth of new snow on the ice
cap. This wae very scrious newa, and after the |
dogs had been thoroughiy rested and fed ll
slarted mysell for the ice cap with Henson and
one Esklimo. As we reaclied the vicinity of ¢
firat cache it began snowing, rendering lmme
dinte search impossible, The Eakimo, fearful
of a storm, slipped awsr nnobrerved and started |
haok for the Lodge, whioh he reached four dayey
Inter, weak from hunger and half frozen, Hene
pon mud | were imprisoued In s tent for slx days,
whun the storm cossml,

Standing st the ot aoes of the tent, the Ao |
cumulation of uew suow was level with my eyes |
The sctual snowfall on & level was thires and &
half feet, Twodays wero spent b an exhaasts
Ive but vain search fur the caclies, all burfed,
{revcovernble, lost i the snuw, | felt like n man
shipwrecked and enst away on a desert shore
with only the elothes on his back. I mnst be
it mgain at the very bottom, with the previous
wseascn’s work Dleited vut entirely. Nearly all
my biscult and milk, all the compresssd pea
souy, al every ouode of two fundetnental [lems
of un arctie sledge’s squipment, rationa of peme
mican and aleohol, Inall a ton and a half, were
gone, The chances wors ten to one agalnst wos
complisliing anything nnder such an enormous
handicap,

Returning to the Lodge on Oct 20,1 found
the entire land burled ns 1 had never seen I8
befure, The following diays wers gloomy ones
st the Lodee, ‘U'he Bow of glving Gp that fop
which we were thure never oceureod 1o us, bab
the guostion how o accomplish otir ohject res
