I beg leave to réfer you to
section 100 of the Election law, sa amended by
chapter K10, Laws of 1805, I guote: *Onsof the
ballot elerks shall then deliver to the voler ons
officinl ballot, or & set of oMecial ballots, folamd
in the proper mauner for voting,'

“Although the Election law, as T read It, doss
not designate the person who anall fold the bal-
1ot before it reaches the slector, T think that the
duty of folding It. by Inference from the lan-
gunge quoted and ita context, devolves upon tha
ballot elerk only. The manner of folding It is
pointed nnt'slulnir in the words following those
above quoted, that in, the ballot ahall be folded
*first cronawine, by bringing the bottom of wach
ballot upto the perforated line, and then foid-
ing both sides to the centre, or loward the cen.
tre, 10 stich manner that when folded the face
of each ballot shall be concealed ana the
printed number on the stub and the endorse.
ment on the baok of the ballot shall be visible,
ko the stub can be removed without removing
any other part of the ballot and without ex.
yoﬂng uny part of the tace of the ballot below

hie stub, and so that. when folded, the ballot
sball not be more than four inches wide,"

“There In no doubt that the law in thuas
minutely describ!ng the operstion intends uni.
formity of siyle In folding ail ballots, and it
seems to me that snch Intent can best be carried
out by the buliot clerk.

“ The mllot, apon being folded by the ballot
clerk, In dellvered by him to the elector, who (as

rlcr-d by mectlon 104 of the Election law),
‘shall forthwith retire alone to one of the vot-
Ing booths, and, without undoe delay, unfold
and mark hin Wnllor as herenfrer described.’

“Having prepared his ballot ss directed In

PLACES FOR BARNEN'S HENCHMEN,

The Reanon for t Removal of 101 Em.
ployeen in the Siate Capitol,

ALRAXY, Oct. 3, -The dismissal of 101 em-
ployees of the State Department of Publie
Bulldiogs yesterday Is not credited to Superin-
tendent Easton, although it had to be done by
his order. The man who is lwing anathema-
tized {s state Committeeman William Harnes,
Jr.. the boss of the Albany county Hepublican
machine. Whether justly ur not, hie Is credited
with the whole move, which is declared to bhave
been made as a last desperate resort to better
the Hepublican sltuation in Albany county and
Improve his own political fortunes, The state-
ment glven out yesterday that only thirteen
Republicans were discharged is withdrawn to-
day, and one substituted in which over forty
R-wﬂbltcml are sald to bave had their heads
cut off.

The outery agninst the decapitation does not
come from Demygerats,but from Repubiloan lead.
ars. whose lleulenants were removed. They de-
clare that the men discharged came from roun-
tles outside of Albany county, many from Onon-
daga, Monroe, and the western counties. They
nlso assert Lhat thess were not removed beea
of lack of funds, but simply 1o o mui for a
Iarge number of hungry ublicans In Albany,
whom Mr. rnes wants to get inline for the
loeal election. In proof of that they point to s
number of new men about the Capitol put on to-
day in this department whose funds were so
nearly exhausted. Somo indignant Republican
officials from other counties talk of ap| ngto
Thomas (', Platt. o many of the discharged
orderlies and other empioyees sought the exrcu-
tive chamber to find out why they ware dropped
that Private Secretary Cole was obliged to ap-
point an hour at which all should come, and
when they arriv e told them all together
:Eal he was sorry, bt bad no power Lo reinstate

It was intended when Secretary of State Pal-
mer, Comptroller Hoberts, and Attorney-General
Hancock threw the Argus Company's bid aut
and awarded the contract to Milhoilaod that
Weed, Parson® & Co. would do the printing.

to lnterfers and try to stop I, sa [ did In the
casn of the similar meeting two years ago. |
yielded to this Insistance, inasmuch an I had
written to many, and orally stated to many
more, and It had been published and was pubs
lely known, that [ was not a eandidate for
Mayor; and I see now that | had no right to in-
terfere.

Your hope was that duriog the course of
events, and eapecially as a resnlt of the mect-
iog, the prospect or the certainty that | would
also receive the united nomination of adivided
political party would become manifest. If that
had come to pass 1 would have felt constrained
by amense of duty to run for Mayor, and would
have realgned my present office with great re-
luctance, as its work Is congenlal to me and
presents opportunities for dolng sood, while
from both edaeation and long hablt 1 am un-
sulted to political strife, as my personal ac-
aunintances well know., But it did not so come
about, and therefore 1 shnll not run for Mayor,

THE ILIGHT-DRAUGHT GUNBOATS,

Two of Them to Be Lannched at Newpors
News on Oc 19,

Wasmyaraow, Oot. 3.—~Two of the three new
guubouts bullding for the navy at Newpars
Newn will be Iaunched on Oct. 10, and the third
will fullow two weeks Iater, Thess vesnels are
of about one t d tons displ t with
nepeed of 11 knots, and are Intended sclely for
duty {o the sliallow waters of Chinese rivers and
the bays and inlets of the South Atlantio sta-
tion, They are unlike any other war ships afloat,
and are eapecinlly designed with reference te
service in tropical climates. Their batteries are
comparatively light, but the secondary battery
is rather powerful for ships of their tonnags,
and (s so arranged as to be onally worked under
all conditions, The radders have protection not
gruerally mccorded the steering apparatus of
naval ahips, and If carried away bv snags or
rovks a second can be ensily attached. The
names of Lthe two oew veskels will be the Helens
and Wilmington, the lattor after the Delawars
city und the tormer after the capital of Mon.
tans  The third vessel will be chiristened the
Nashville, and [« ditTerent somewhbat In design
from her two sisters. All three ships will ba
vompleted and ready forservice early nest year,
