The Only Chance.

The ounly chance of broadening the gen-
eral excise laws, or of securing special excise
regulations, if such are desired by n major-
ity of the voters of this town, lies in the
election of & Democratic Leginlature, No
matter what illusions in this regard Mr.
LAuTERBAcH and his friends may chier-
ish, or may seek to produce in others. the
groat mass of the Republican party will be
found solidly opposed to widening the priv-
iloges of the saloons or consulting the con-
venience of their customers. Platform
declarations are seldom too sineére; bnt
the excise plank which tho Hon. WARXNER
MiLLER forced upon the Republican State
Convention is thoroughly sincere. Regard-
ed by most of the Hepublican leaders here
as an imprudence, it has at least the merit
of being a warning to all persons who be-
lleve in more liberal excise laws, against
voting for Hepublican Senators and Assem-
blymen. Republican candidates for the
Senate and the Assembly in distriets in this
city and some other cities may pledge them-
selves to vote for local option and what not,
hut in case of their election and the election
of a Republican Legislature, they would
amount to nothiong at Albany. They would
be swamped by their Republican colleagues.

The election of a Democratic (iovernor as

i weii as oi & Democratic Legisiature mny le

a condition precedent to such excise legisla-
tion as is desired by large numbers of both
parties in thiscity, We don't advise any-
body to expect such legislation immediately,
It will nor be attained without a long,
steady effort, It is likely enough that it
will not be attained at all.  There is no
sense in blinking at the facts. Mooy rueal
Democrats hold, with most of the rural
Republicans, that the present excise laws
are liberal enough ; andas far as the remedy
called local option is concerned. there ure
Democrats who, while belleving in an easier
general excise law, believe that such a law
should continue to be general, and should
not be split into particular and varying
degrees of license for different communities.
The fact remains that the only hope of a
change rests with the Democrats.

The difficulties in the way of 8 new ex-
cise law being so considerable, and the pros-
pects of securing such a law being neces-
sarily not immediate, the task to which all
the voters in this town who are in favor of
legalizing the sale of Hguor during certain
hours on Sunday should address themsal ves,
isto put into power in the City Hall an ad-
ministration which will enfores the existing
law with discretion and without depending
upon spies and informers.

Without reference to State or national
politics, the result of the local election this
full will be either to strengthen or to wenken
the only Democratic organization here,
which has & great number of votes and be-
lieves in a rational aud decent enforcement,
without spectacular effects or injustice or
spying, of the existing Excise law until a
better one shall be enacted. The minor so-
ealled Democratic organizations are incapa-
ble of anything more than a grab at the
spoils.  The faction of Republicans which is
incommand of the city campnign thia year,
professes liberal oplnlons as to excise mat-
ters, but the incongrnity of such opinions
with the Republican platform is palpable,

While the officers to be elected next
month will have, of course, nothing to do
with the excise gquestion, yet the election
will have an ultimate effect upon that ques-
tion, as it will either increase or diminish
the diffieulty of brnging back to power in
1898 the only local Democrstic organiza-
tion that is at once mighty in numbers and
liberal in opinion. From Republicans,
whether of the PLATT or of the STRONG
braod, there will be absolutely nothing to
be had in the way of relief from a vexatious,
fussy, and hysterieal method of enforcing
the Excise law. Mr. PLATT is playing ui-
tional politles; Mayor STroxG I8 not in
polities at all.  The vgrious little knots and
coteries of reformers and spoils hunters enn-
not be depended upon or held rogether.

Explanations of ealloused old wheelmen,
the theories of doetors, and the hypotheses
of solentists still have left the bicycle face
n seven-day wonder. If the opinion of an
all-round eyeling enthusiast and tealned oh
server of wheelmen goes for anythlog, all
the complex and pretantions argnments
hitherto put forth have bean far at sen: and
the true cause of the aMiction has heen
huried beneath n mass of verbose [gnorance.

There has beeti n hlind tendeney to mnake
A disease out of what is merely a normal
physical Impulse, and to explore the birain
In search of that which belongs only to the
etomnch,  People nppear to forget that
wheelmen nre ordinary mortals who live by
enting and drinking, and that the exercias
of wheeling Is o prime promater of thiret;
that tha quantity of non-aquarian liquid
one needs or desives under ordinary elrenm-
atances I8 greatly inereasad in bleveling; and
that the chiances of getting anything de-
nirable to drink on Sundaya, when coyeling
s most indulged in, have been mighty poor
and uneertain herenbonts. ITn & word, the
reforin movement is directly or lndirectly
responsible for the bieyole face in New York.

Until this year no such look of worriment
and dire perploxity was seen upon the faces of
wheelmen ; they knew that their persistent
eraving for the draught that restores could
at all times be promptly allayed, and the
necensity for taking with them a supply was
never conceived. Nowadays one must, st
bent, figure ahead and schedule himpelf in
order even to surmise where ho will get his
naxt drink, for even then there is nocertainty
of snceess, and the sore experience ol ope
Sunday, together with a dread anticipation
of similar calamities on Sundays to come,
gives wheelmen an everabiding look of dis-
tress. Women eyelists, of course, seldom
drink anything stronger than soda water,
hence they have little sense of the depriva-
tion imposed on men, and they are free from
the bleyele face. Bot if, as has been threat-
ened, the soda witer fountaina are to be
closed on Sundays, ‘twill not be long before
our fair riders, on st Ieast one day in the
week, will assume an expression equally as
piteous as that of the men.

Has England Sent an Ultimatunm to
the Porte?

Complete and quick has been the collapse
of the attempt to hold Armenians responsi-
ble for disturbances in which hundreds of
their coreligionists were alaughtered while
only three Turks were killed. The truth
could not be hidden from the diplomatic
representatives of the great powers at Con-
stantinople, and what they think of the
riots of Monday and Tuesday of last week, is
plain from the collective note which, on
Oct. 7, they forwarded to the Porte. In this
document they demand that the arrest of
Armenians shall cease; that the innocent
persons who have been imprisoned shall be
released, and that the recent massnere in the
Sultan’s eapital shall be made the subject
of a rigorous inguiry. A report is also ea-
blad from Berlin that the British Ambassn-
dor has informed the new Grand Vizier,
KiaMit, Pasha, that unless by Thuarsday of
this week a definite reply is given to the de-
mand of the powers for drastic reform in
the administration of Armenia, a British
fleet will anchor before Constantinople,

There is nothing improbable iu this re-
port, when one recalls the declaration made
some months ago by Lord ROsSERERY, and
the firm tone of Lord SALISBURY '8 reference
to the duty which Fngland is bound by
the Berlin treaty to discharge, It is now
known that but a short time before the
downfall of the Liberal Government Lord
RosenErY notified the Porte that, unless
the required gunrantees for the protection
of the Armenians were couceded in a desig-
nated time, Britlsh war ships would occupy
two of the most important seaports of Tur-
key. The ports, the selzure of which was
contemplated, arve understood to have been
Smyrna  and Salonica. Then came the
change of ministry in Eogland, and the
triumph at the ballot box of the Conserva-
tives, to whom was imputed at Constanti-

nople n willingness to connive st a
continuance of Turkish misrule, The
truth was, however, that the treaty of

Berlin hnd been tolernted by the English
people solely by reason of the provision that
England individually wonld guarantee the
enforcement of such administrative reforms
ns would assure the safety of the Sulran's
Christinn subjecta In Anatolia, When, at
the end of sixteen years, the worthlessness
of thut gunrantee was muide patent to the
world by the Armenian atroelties, almost
all Englishmen, without regard to party af-
fillatlons, were shocked into a candld recog-
nition of their past remissness and into an
honest intention of atonement. Mr. GLAD-
STONE undoubtedly spoke for the great mass
of his countrymen when he snil that Lord
SaLtsprrY wonld have the nation behind
him in compelling the Sultan to fultil his
repeatedly broken promises,

We should have, therefore, no canse for
surprise should we hear to-morrow that the
fleet of British war ships now stationed at
Lemnos had passed the Dardanelles and
teained Its guns upon Constantinople, 1t
is possible, however, that the consequences
of such & movement would far transcend Its
immediate object, which s to extort the
Sultan's nssent to the proposal of the pow-
ers.  The danger is that the revolt of the
infurinted Softas and other fanatieal el
ments of the Mobammedan  population
would bring about the murder of Annin
Hastin aud his prineipal mlvisers, and the
disnppenranee of every seniblance of legiti-
mate nuthority.  In the presenee of anarchy
it would become the duty of the powers to
occupy Constantinople, and, onee in posses
slon of the imperial cley, it is unlikely thot
they would give it baek to the Turk.

It i provided by the new Con-
stitution of the State that any amendment
to it must first be passed by the Senate and
Amembly, miust then be passed a second
time by the Tegislatnre elscted at the ennu-
Ing general Senatorlal election, and must
finally be submitted for ratification to a
direct vota of the people. Now, in April
Inst, n concurrent resolution was ndopted by
the Bennte and Ausenibly steiking the word
“male” from section 1 of Artiele 11, of the
Constitution, 1t is this resolition that
must ngain be passed, amd that by the Leg-
islnture to e chosenn next month, In the
event of it passage then, the Legislature
will make provision for the submission of
the queation to the people at some sisbes
quent electlon,

The importance of prompt uetion, to both
suffragists and anti-wnffeaglots, for the pur-
powe of influencing all eandidates for the
Sennte and the Assembly is obvious. The
women upon both sides of the suffrage ques-
tion must bestir themselves.

Whils we have heard of no bustle of
preparation among the women for the No-
vember election, we learn of the existence
of n clroular ** To the electors of the State of
New York," which has been drnum up hy a
committee of the Women's' Anti- Suffrage
Loague, organized about a year ago. In
this clrcular women are urged to do their
part Insecuring the election to the Legisla-
ture of men known to be opposed to the im-
position npon women of the " nnwelcome and
unsultable responsibility of the ballot."" In
the membership of this league there aren
goodly number of women of soclal promi-
nence, the names of whom were printed in
Tue Svx atthe time of its organization;
and It ix evident from the language of the
clreular here spoken of that they have not
been discouraged by the vote in the last
Logislaturs, but will make another effort
to defeat the proposed amendment,

We are sure that it will not be long be-
fore the voice of the suffragista will be
heard, and it may prove to shelr advantage
if they manifest a good louwd voiee during
the campaign.

A SBclentific Committes on Miraclen,

It Is » curions story about the deeds of the
*miracle worker," FRANCIS SCHLATTER, in
Denver that waa printed the other day in
THE SUN as sent to us by our observant
correspondent there. The correspondent
told of many cases, not easily explained, of
persons suffering from various maladies,
who seemed to be cured, or were greatly
relisved at once. by clasping the hand of
SCHLATTER or by touching it. Crowids of
afflicted people stand in line daily, seeking
his help, and many of them have told their
singular experiences while under his
“power." Mr. SCHLATTER 18 soon to leave
Denver for an eastward tour, and, after
staying for a while in Chicago. will come to
this city. We shall be pleased to observe
his deeds here.

There was held in New York city last
week, at the Gospel Tabernacle, n conven-
tion of the “ Christia: Alliance,” at which
many men and women, who once suffersd
under grievous affictions, told how they
bad been cured by fuith after physicinns
had failed to give relief. One woman testi-
fied that she had thus been cured of dropsy,
another of eancer, and another of insanity ;
while men gave testimony of the same kind.
An old soldier who had been deaf, declared
that he had got back his hearing as soon as
he *“ took his ears to the Lord ™

The week befor= last & National Faith
Cure Convention was held in Jersey City,
Here there was a lot of .testimony from
people who belicved that they had been
healed of their infirmities through faith.
Perhaps the most interesting case was that
of Pastor Haxcox, who narrated his own
experience. le was at one time a sufferer
from peuralgia of the heart, brought upon
him by his potations, and he must have
been a hard drinker, for he confessed that it
had been his ** habit to take three or four
brandies before breakfast ™™ While suffer-
ing from the neuralgin he gorv faith, and
through his faith he was cured. So he
carnestly testified in the presence of a large
badly of believers.

At the meeting of the Medico-Legal So-
clety in this eity last wonth, there were dis-
cussions upon the subject of hypnotism, in
which both physicians and lawyers took
part; and some interesting statements were
made concerning the exercise of the * hyp-
notic infuence ' in cases of divease and the
results thereof.

Now it peems to us, as we rend of the
deeds of the Denver mirsele worker, and
of the experiences of the New York and
New .Jersey faith curists, and of the mys-
teries of hypnotism, that the best science of
the age might properly be asked to take ac-
count of them, Investigate them, and make
report upon them., We propose, therefore,
that as soon as Mr. SCHLATTER of Denver
shnll come to this city, and shall begin
to perform his deeds, a halfl doren or
n dozen of vur most respected and
trustworthy men of science shall organize a
" Beientifie Committes upon Miracles,” and
shall make n full and searching investiga-
tion of the deeds that may be done here by
Mr, SCHLATTER. Every member of the com-
mittee ought to be a man of open mind,
wholly free from prejudiee, and brave
enough to report in exact accordance with
the evidence. If they find miracle or mystery
outside of soience, let the fuct be made
known by them.

We can think of noman in the country
or in the world better fitted by bis nature,
his experience, and his scientific knowledge
for the Presidency of the committes here
o0 zgvsted thian the liun Anbrew D WHITE,
at one time President of Cornell University,
more recontly Minister of the United States
at Bt. Petersburg, and the nuthor of that
notable book, " The Warfare of Selence.”
Mr WHITE woulll surely see to it that falr
play wos given to Mr. BOHLATTER, who s
regarded in Denver and in other places as &
man of supernstural powers, and who, more-
over, I8 singular in that he charges nothing
for the exercise of them,

The Contaminated Oystor,

A seare Hke thap which depressed the New
Haven oyster teade o few years ago has led
to the invasion of the privacy of the British
oyster and to s searohing investigation of
his habits. He was acoused of spreading ty-
pholl fever by devouring the mierobes float-
ing from contiguons sewers. Profs, HERD
MAN nnd HOYOE, his examiners, wera able to
nssure the Hritish Association, ahortly be
fore It partook of a feast of Colchester na-
tives offered to it, that, though not free
from taint, the oyster's charaeter is much
better than it i§ commonly belioved.

They have observedd the oyiter uuder try
lug circumnstances ; they deprived him of his
natpral diet of protophyte snd protoros and
fed him on sugar, on ostmesl, and on flour,
whaerenipon he plned away and died. They
put him In stagnsnt water and found he
comld not lve in it then they tried sewage,
L which be could stand up to s certain dogree

L
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of Mlln. mmuﬂlm lhd to
that containiog typhold matter; nor did Le
serfonsly object to s certaln gquantity of
peptoniged broth. The ernclal test, how-
ever, that of mont interest to the obseryerm
and most oreditable to the oyster, was hin
behavior in the presence of micro-organisma.

Thongh evil communieations corrupt
oysters, in the nelghbarbood of the mouth
of a deain he will take In as many as
17,000 microbes, but does not receive them
Into Bin true Inwardoess If he oan help it.

Give him plenty of air and salt
water to wash himself out with and he will
shed all microbes, Tha Frenich oyster farm-
¢ru nlready have ' basins of disgorgement,”
where the oyster is encouraged to clean him-
welf out. *If it is possible thus to elennse
sunpected oyaters,'’ the Professors say, ** by
a simple mode of treatment whieh will ren-
der them innocuous, a grest boon will have
been conferred npon both the oyster trade
and the oyster-consuming public."” A boon
to Britishers perhaps; to the Amerioan con-
sumer hin oyster must be, like CE8AR'S
wife, not so much as suspeoted.
