backed up by a sm1 army of porters and
turned every soul out Men and women were
put out on the on that cold night and
such suffering I never saw In my life We did
what we could to make the women comfortable-
In box cars In the rlroa yards and In born
while we men streets all night In
the morning we begged for fo and managed
to get enough tmake a decent beak
fast Some of women were helped out In the
matter of clothing by the townspeople end a
couple of physicians prescribed for them gratis
Then the men toured the streets all day singing
and dancing and taking up collections and In
this way they raised enough to send the sickest-
of the women back to New York On bnnday a
lot of us held a meeting and concluded to walk
home We saw the sick men safe In the poor-
house and then we started out We lost each
other en route and there are about fifty on tne
way here now
