Thonsands of Men, Waomen, and Children
Pour Tute I, and (he Nireguiing Moss
While Tmprisoned There Affords Rare
Spartto the Manging Platform Noggers,

It anything wers needed to eall attention to
those baud aualities of the new Hrooklyn termi.
nal of the bridge which had escaped the attens
tlon of exmaperated passengors, IL wia s break-
down of the bridge cable which occnrred during
the rush hours yesterday mornlng. Taenty
thousand people fought their way through the
awinging doors Into the depot, and once Inside
became n part of the atruggling, swearlig,
fehting mob of men, women, and children.

The wiuegers, as the platform men and polire
maen are facetionsly called by humorous Brook.
Iyniten, were In Lhelr glory, and they knooked
and banged the unfortunate eitizens arvund as
though they were so many ninepine. Occas
slonally they formed a fiying wedge, and with
roars of Inughter went saillog into & tighty
packed mass of psople wno couldn’t move if
they wanted to. The oatenaible object of sl
this was to form o passage. but it usually re.
sulted only In shrieks of agony from the peaple
who bad to withstand the atieck. HSometimes
there wars worden in front, but that never made
the alightest difference. These koepers of the
peace have about as wmuch regard for & woman
as they have for a muan, which is none at all, and
aoybody who happened to be in thelr way bad
to suffer.

The ticket nellors, whose ocecnpation bas in the
past nlways deprived them of the fun attaching
to a breakdown, had an inning yesterday, too.
In thelr capacious oMoes they sold ticketa when
the platforins and stalrcases were so packed
with peonle that no one could move backward
or forward, and the ticket clioppers varied the
monotony of their lives by letting ull people
who could squeeze up to their boxes pass
through to join the crowd on the stalrs and
platform and help make the blockade a little
more secure, The management of the bridge was
neversowell shown befure. All the petty oMolals,
choppers, platform men, pollcemon, gripmen,
and conductors were monarclis of the particular

spots where thiey hnppened to be, and each one
guve different orders, so that the Jam and mix-
up becnmme worse and worse every niloute.

It wasa undonbtedly the worst Llockade the
bridge his nad in years, and whille it served to
bring out strongly the Tlnrmg faults of the new
terminal station, it will not, in all probability,
have uny good resnlts, as the Commissioners
sewtn 1o De already satisfied with the milsalinpen,
barn-like structore they have palmed off on the
proplie.

Had the break occurred one hour earlier thin
ftdid it is hard to tell what might have hap-
penied, The worst of the rosh hours wias over
