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When?

The most striking characteristio of the
CLEVELAND Administration has risen Into
great prominence during the last elghteen
months of the President’s term. The me-
cret of the extraordinary sensationalism
with which Mr. CLEVELAND succeeds in In-
vesting the more conspicuons parformances
of the Executive, llea in firat creating »
erisls, with which as a background the
statesman who extricates us shall sppear as
a providential deliverer; and it {s upon this
principle, probably, that the alarms and hu-
miliations brought upon us through the
White House's foreign policy have bsen per-
mitted to mccumulate to the point where,
belng no longer tolerable, a change will re-
venl the President as a true champion of
Americanism and a hero.

Buch a coming hero haa been heralded
loudly by varlons cuckoos; but he is not
yot here. Perhaps the situation is not
deemed ripe for his appearance. The
national irritation at our Government's
cold indifference to the struggle in Cuba,
and to the Impudent aggressions of Eng-
land uapon the republican peoples further
rsouth, has not yet become severe enough.
The nense of relief at the beginning of an-
other policy could ns yet hardly be so strong
and deep as to inspire gratitude for the
statesman who should inaugumate it, and
readiness to forget the disgust and dissat-
{afaction of the past.

When is this new cuckoo ideal of Mr.
CLEVELAKD to appear, and begin to take
up the great work for which preparation
bhas been made with such relentless con-
tempt for American interests and the
teachings of JAMES MONROE ?

A Buaggestion to the Chamber of

Commenrce,

The Chamber of Commerce is reported to
be on the lookout for a site for the erection
of a new and more commadious building for
its use. This ambition for more Imposing
quarters has been excited in it, doubtless,
by the example of other Iarge institutions
in %s neighborhood, the Clearing House
Assoclation, for instance, in putting up
structures corresponding in megnificence
to their dignity and importance.

Such a site as the Chamber of Commerce
wants would be very costly, for it deaires to
be close to the financial centre of Wall
streat, where already the price of land has
risen to bundreds of dollars a square foot,
and s atill steadily advanciog in value.
Nowhere else in the world is land more
costly than in that restricted district, com-
prising, all told, a fow acres only. It is not
likely that the required site can be bought
for leas than a milllon dollars, and even
at that price its superficial area will
be comparatively small. Accordingly, the
building upon it will have to be lofty in
order tg satinfy the Chamber’'s standard of
grandeur, and to make it comport with the
magnificent structures about it. Such a
buailding would cost at least half & million
more, and probably an even greater sum.
But the members of the institution, one
thousand in number, include many of the
richest men in New York, and the Cham.
ber has, perhaps, not unreasonable hopes
that the necessary funds would be pro-
vided by wvoluntary contributions from
among them. Inasmuch as it feels that its
signity requires that it should oceupy the
building solely, it would obtain no income
Jrom the renting of any part of the premises,
aud as its gross income from the anounl
fues of its memibers, only 820 each, is com-
garatively small, prudence indicates that it
#ould not put up the new home until it
#in pay the cost. The Chamber of Com-
merce ought not to get into debt for the
tnere sake of having a more showy habits-
tion. No complaint is made of its present
guarters, so far as we know, on the ground
of their insufficiency for its special needs an
a Chamber of Commerce strictly. They
seem to be ample for that purpose.

The Chamber of Commerce, however, has
now enlarged the fleld of itsnctivities greatly,
Basides attending to the interests of the
commerce of New York. it has assumed the
direction of the politics of New York. It
has become a political hall, and, doubtless,
the consequent necessity of providing more
space for the accommodation of its new and
extensive political muchinery has led to the
conception of this project for larger and
more imposing quarters. It would havea
bullding commensurate in material mag-
nifloonce with the importance which it feels
belongs to it as now both & great commer
cial uod a powerful political organization,

The guestion arises, therefore, if it is
sither necessary or desirable that the Cham-
ber of Commerce, thus developed, shonld
confine itself to the neighborhood of Wall
atreet in the selection of fts proposed new
site. [t could make its money go [urther
elsewhere in town, and nlso seoure a situa-
tion which would be nearer the centre of
political life. Inevitably the political side
of the Chamber will engross far more of
fts attention than the ecommercinl. Al
ready such has been the ease. The meet-
ings of the institution previonsly to its entry
into the political fleld were almost invari-
ably of little interest to the members, whoss
attendance on them was small, It was eml-
nently respectable, but it was slow, Mem-
bership in it was desired simply as a badge
of distinetion in the commercial or merean-
tile world. Ouly the attractions of the np-
nusl dinners brought out the members in
Inrge foree, The fow who attended the reg-
ular meetings took only n languld interest
in the perfunctory proceedings, Evervthing
was eut wud deied by the Secretary, and
very dry it wis

50 soon os the Chamber of Commeree be
came & politieal machine this was all
changed., Iodilference gave place to esger
fnterest, The meetings began to be erowded.
Oratory wiss cultivated among the members,
aod the Chamber resounded with spplause
of eloquent speechies, The dry routine of
commerce was forgotten in the intense ab-
sorption with the game of polities, in which
some of the members neguired remarknble
expertiess withh  great  eapidity They
Jearned to make clever deals, to pull wires,
and all the other details and intcleacles of
hs wnlw 91. political mansgement. More

over, they auceeeded In winning the stakes
the very first time they played It. Natu-
rally they wanted togo In again this year
to try thelr luck; and, now that they have
had a taste of politieal apeculation, they are
likely to keep at It permansntly, so that
now the main business of the Chamber of
Commaree, the only oecupation in which the
mombers really take any anthasiastic Inter-
ent, In politienl, Tt is a political machine:
and, consequently, It ought to have a sulta-
ble hall as s political engine house, Such a
hall would be more convenlent for the mem-
bers, in the leisure from mordid pursuits
which they can give to the noble game of
polities, If it were situated somewhere else
than down toward the Battery. Put it up
at Madison square, for instance, so that the
merchants ean got to it in theevening. The
old-fashioned routine business of the Cham-
ber, relatively unimportant and uninterest-
ing, ean be transacted as well in the one
place as the other., For the political busi-
ness an up-town situation ls requisite,

For severnl years past there have been
projecta to establish a hall in oppesition to
Tammany Hall, Rowprpow GrACE formed
one to buy the Baptist church at the corner
of Twanty-third street and Lexington ave
nue as & site for such a hall. It was pro-
posed, also, to buy the Manhattan Athletic
Club house at Forty-fifth strect and Madison
avenue for that purpose, and other sites
were suggested. The scheme fall through,
apparently because the necessary funds
were not obtainabla from RowbprRpOW
GrAcCk's heelers ; but the Chamber of Com-
merce can ralse the money, and why should
it not make its new building such a political
ball in opposition to Tammany Hall ?

We offer the suggestion both from purely
altruistic motives and becauss we shonld
lke to see the fun.

Political Paraons,

Our esteemed contemporary, the Raltl-
more American, belioves and seems happy
in the belief, that theclergy of Maryland are
on the Republican side in the present po-
litical campalgn in Maryland, Some of
them have been preaching political sermons,

‘We know the political parson altogether
too well in this town. He is a nuisance.
He cannot become a politiclan without neg-
lecting his Master's business, He impnarts
a flerce and hysterical unreason. Asa rule,
he is windy and virnlent. He cannot un-
derstand how anybody can differ with him.
He is quick to impugn the motives of Lis
oppounents. Most of his political harangues
are devoted to the purpose of calling every-
body on the other side a villain, and every-
body on his own who dares to disagree with
him, Raca, Thou Fool! Bad temper, bad
taste, bad judgment, and bad manners are
the chief characteristics of the politieal par-
son ; and in connection with the exhibition
of these he displays a large fund of ig-
norance and conceit. He roars like a bull of
Bashan, He brays like the wild ass in the
desert, and no man regardeth him,

The active political parson reveals in him-
self 80 much malice and uncharitableness,
and s so ready to bear false witness ngainst
his neighbors that he is liable to produce
a very bad impression upon minds not
trained to nice discriminations. Some of
the anger which his unbecoming excitement
and passion cause, may lead the thoughtless
to think more lightly than they should of
the religlon which he professes, and of
the charitable principles which his palitical
talk and action so often contradict. He
does no good to religion and doesn't Im-
prove politieas or himself.

Maryland deserves sincere sympathy if it
is now suffering from a plague of political
parsons,

The Case of Damsen.

The decision of Judge FiTzZGERALD in the
case of EDWARD J. HANDEABE DAMSEN, the
derelict, Incompetent, and indicted Sheriff
or Landvogt of this county, should be of
interest to public officials everywhere, for it
states with incontestable clearness a propo-
sition which they should understand: the
acveptance of office by a private citizen and
the payment to him of a salary imply the
performance on his part of certain speci-
fled services, and for neglect thereof he
should be rigorously punished.

There is among our Revised Statutes no
law which precludes an incompetent indi-
vidual, such as Mr. DAMEEN hins shown him-
self to be, from reslgning and from return-
Ing into the city Treasury the emoluments
of the place erroneously paid to him for
duties not performed.

The igldictment found against DAMSEN by
the Grand Jury of ‘this county, following
the presentment found agninst him by the
Federal Grand Jury, relates to one of the
scandals of his administeation: the escape
of three Post Office prisoners, KiLLopay,
HusspLL, and ALLEY, from Ludlow strest
Jull, with DAMBEN In charge of it amd of
them; their escape after repeated warnings
of the danger of such escape given to Dam-
BEN in German and clearly and specifically
repeated in Plattdeutsch, it is said, by a
man from Holsteln, from which Dasees
halls, but to which he will not return
ut present, if the General Sesslons or Oyer
and Terminer trial jury conviets him of
s culpable violation of the Pennl Code,

The offence for which Judge Firrzoerarn
says DAMSEN must stand teial in w eriminnl
court before a jury of twelve eit. sens, nlleges
the commission of a erime. ** Does the In-
dictment, on its face, conform to the statn
tory requirements and does it alloge nots
which, if proven, would constitnte n crime *
1 think, in both respects, the indictment Is
amply sufficlent,’ declares the Judge.

ry an Amerlean girl. There was no other
possible reason for Mr., CHOATE'S speech,
unleas the mers title of the Duke, which, of
course, is of no consequence hers, and in
England itself in of little value except as a
social decoration. It may help him to earn
distinction in English public life as an
hereditary member of the House of
Lords, but it eannot make that dis
tinctlon for him. At present, he Is
only a modest yonng fellow who has
had neither time nor opportunity to
develop or show hia intrinsie abllity, He
has done nothing as yet to command atten-
tion, exespt to win for his bride an Ameri-
can girl with a dowry of millions, prabally
the richest dowry which hna been received
by n bride during all this century,

Very properly friends of this fortunate
young man may extend to him their felici-
tations and offer to him distingnished pri-
vate courtesies nnd attentions beennse of his
aristoceatic position in England, but to push
him Inte prominence by a practically publie
dinner and by oratorical treatment of him
as o character and a personage of grave Inter-
national importance, must be as distasteful
to the young fellow as it is illogical in
Americans.

They May Be Happy Yet.
