I'lis semson when opera and afternoon teas,
dinner parties, and social functions of varying
degroes of lmportance become the absorbiog
theme of life will soon be with us agaln, and
mennwhile the numerous elegancies of dress
which will be in demand later aro perplexing
the feminine mind. The question as to what
particular styles will prevall Ia not easlly an-
swered until tho new modes appenr on dress
parade for public approval: but If elaborate
preparations are any Indleatlon of things in
prospoct, this season will surpasa all others in
the richness of (ts materials and lavish extrara-
gance in all the minor accessories of dress,
Embrolderies such as wero a feature of fashion
in the time of Marle Antolnetie, wrought
aut by hand In exqulsite harmony of coloron a
white astin ground, are one of the distinguisb-
ing charactoristionof the Inteat imported gowne,
Smnall pleces of this embroldery are used for
wests and collar bands, nnrrow yokes, and wide-
draped revers, with such good effect that very
little trimming of any other sort s needed,
Besides these embrulderies, which are Invarl-
ably worked by haod in the form required,
thers Is a great varlety in bands of machine
embroldery In open deslany and equally artistio
colors, which are much les expensive. Floe
bends and glittering sequins added to these
muke them very showy and & very good substi-
tutas for the fine neadlework,

Real laces of various kinds add elegance, as
well a8 expense to many of the bandsome gowns,
and the woman who possestes some fine old lace
can find no end of uses for it this season, Short
lengihs make pretty hat trimmings, and evenlng
dresses can absorb almost any amount. Vene-
tian rose polnt, Brossels polnt de gaze, Italian
polnt, Renalssance lace, and gulpare, are much
vsed for dress trimmings, but for those who
cannot afford the genuine witicle there are
lovely compensations among the imitation laces,
which are more attractive than ever, Wide
collars of HRenalssance and the heavier
Inces mre elaborately jetted and traced
with gold thread to make them more
showy, and lace trested In this way cov-
era revers, collar bands, and vests with
great effoct. Very pretiy walsta for evening
gowns, of striped, flowered, or plain satin, elther
high or low neck, are made of fine lace traced
with gold thread, arranged over chiffons and a
whitesllk lining. The sleeves should be of sllk
Iike the skirt or of plain white chilffon, with a
triniming of the lace. A narrow vest of palnted
satin, with a tiny frill of colored velvet down
either side, s a pretty addition; and the com-
bination s especially pretly for a black and
white striped gown,

Full walsts of plaln chiffon are used for even-
Ing, and are made quite up to date by a rich
belt of colored mirlor velvet: so It is posaible to
frealien up a last year's evenlng gown In a very
receplable manner, desplte the fact that the
Intest models have walsts and skirts alike,
Sleeves are sometimesof a contrasting material,
atdl A& very charmiog {llustration of this Isa
wawn of parple plnk satin, with black mousses
iine-de-sole sleeves and neck trimming. The
tlosves are very short, arranged in a serles of
deep puffs up nod down, with bands of beaded
trimming between,and the frill aronnd the neck
s very full, and canght at one side with a large
velvatl orelild,

Sleeves of evening gowns, with very few ox-
captions, are perceptibly shorter than they wess
laat season and stand out in full round puffs or
short double {rills, The latest sleeve for day
gowns Is decidedly the Marle Antolnette atyle
fitted closely above the elbow with a short
trapsd paff ot the top, which varles a littls in
length and folness aceording to the material.
Bao it I« safe to prophesy smaller sleeves in the
vear future, OFf conrse, large full puffs are still
warn, but they have lost thelr stiffening. and
pinoy of them nre arranged plain at the arm-
Liole on top Lo give length o the shoulder, and
tie fuluess (s plaited in st the slde and under
the arne.  These sleeves are very long and
¢himped In a long point, which falls over the
Liand and (s often mude dressy by o frill of lace.

<hirts show some visrloty in the cut, and | a--
faln, who §s the leader In this branch of e
dressmaker’s art, shows a new model which ex-
oceds all othors fn polut of falness. 1t Ix plaited

Skirts of evenlng dresscs are made guite
plain or trimmed, if at all, down elther slde of
thoe front breadth, which is sometimes madoof a
contrasting color and material,

The most fuscinating gowns for evening and
for bridesmalds at a foll.dress wedding are
mude of Aowered sating with s Louls XV1, cont,
oralong pointed walst, with full paniers on the
thirt and close alecves with n full shore pufl at
the top. Chind silks, which sre not s expen-
nive. ars very popular for evenihe gowns, and
make very good coples of the old-time dresses,
A walst which can e worn with a last season's
rhirt, especinlly If it s white, Is mnde of white
China silk seatterod over with achints pattern
nnd trimmed with fine, creamy lace.

NOW IS THE TIME FOR GAIE

Ways of Making Dainty Diahen of Venlson,
Frogn' Lons, Partridges, and Plgesan,

The markets present s tempting sight to the
housewifs now, a4 they offer no end of good
things. Game of all kinds Is plenty and 8a
chieap na beef and considered as healthfal, 8o
the housekeeper may supply her table with It
and enjoy the changes the cold weather brings.

A saddle of venlson 1s the best for rossting,
Lard the venlson with strips of firm, fat pork.
and sprinkls over the whole salt and pepper and
drndge with flour, Hoast In a very hot oven,
hasting often, and [t mlds greatly to the fiavor
to use aoine claret In basting. Venlson should
be served rare and vory hot.

An excellent sauce for any kind of game Is
made thus: Put over the fre Iin & stawpan A
half pint of stock and four cloves. When hot,
ponson with salt and & dash of cayenne pepper.
Then add & tableapoonful of lemon julce, one
glll of shorry wine, and a glassful of oorrant
Jelly. Bervo as soon as smoking hot.

A pretty as well as sppotising dish may be
made of venison in the following way: Cut the
breast of venlson Into steaks, Fub the meat
with salt and pepper, and cover with cracker
dust, Pt four ounces of butter in a apider, and
place over the fire. When the butter has be-
come hot, put In the steanks and fry toa rich
brown, Whon both aldes are browned put the
steaks on & heated dlsh, cover and place where
they will keep hot. Dredge & heaning spoonful
of fonr into the butter {n the spider, and stir
with a spoon until ft s brown. Add to it half a
enup of ‘bulling water with two tablespoonfale of
carrant jolly dissolved In lr. Btir for a few mo-
ments, and add a gill of Madeirs. BStiraln
throngh a fine sieve, and pour over the steaks
and serve at once.

Emanll steaks are nice when brolled snd served
with the following dressing: Season the steaks
and let them lfe on & plate containing somo
sweot ollve oll for thirty minutes, turning them
often. Meanwhile prepare the dresaing by put-
ting Into & sancopan s half pint of port wine
atid three apples saliced thin. Cover mnd cook
untll the apples are soft. Add half a glass of
currant jelly and o littlo cayenne pepper. Place
on the back of the stove where [t will keep hot.
Broll the steaks over a clear fire and put them
on a hot platter. Straln the dressing over them,
and send to the table as soon ns possible,

There are many deliclous ways of using cold
venison. The following s ono of the best: Cat
Into cubes of about an Inch square the lean meat
of vold roast venison. Put the bones and ends
of meat In & saucepan, with one onlon, one
chopped ocarrot. n sprig of parsley, and four
cloves, Cover with polling water and cook an
hour, When the stock is cooked straln it and
put In a cool place. Put two heanlng table-
spoonfuls of butter on the fire in a spider, and
when It becomes hot add threo tablespoon-
fuls of flour and tir until {t tarns
n dark brown. Add the stralned stock to this
mizture, season with salt and cayenne pepper,
and eook for ten minutes. Then add the eut
vonl I hauld be twn plots of meat for
this amount of dressing. When the meat I
heated add w half pint of moshirooms and a glil
nf Madeira or aherry and couk ten minutes, Ar-
range A border of French peas around the ed
of u heated platter, Plle the prepared meat in
the centre, and It {8 renly to serve,

The marketa still have froga’ legs, and but few
Americans really ¥now what s dalnty dish they
wmake. The Lind legs only are usod, The most
wrfect way to prepare them for the table is to

ry them, Waah them in cold water and then
sprinkle them with salt. Poor bolling water
aver them and let them remaln flve minutes,
Diraln them snd dip ln & beaten pgg anid then In
bread crumbs and fry to a delicate hmwn n
very hot lard, Dralu on brown paper and serve
very hot. Garnish the dish with alices of lemon,
A tartare saoce fa rerved with frogs' legs, and i
n great addition. To make It, beat together the
yolks of two eges, one heaping teaspoonful of
dry mnstard, half a toaspoonful of ealt. and a
dash of eayenne m‘pw. Add olive oll a few
drops nt a time, until 1t Inquite thick, and beat
hard all the time to make ltsmooth., Add &
tenspoanfnl of onlon fuice. one tablespoonfal of
vinegar, and one tablespoonful each of chopped
eapers and chopped cuenmber viekle,

Igeons are plenty and fine, For potted
plgrons, wash the birds, tie them up In_shape,
and sprinkle them with nalt, p-p[:er. end flour;
place some alices of sanlt pork in the bottom of
a *mall porcelain kettle and lay the plgeons on
the park: put siices of onlon on the birds, and
pour over the whole bolling water enounch to
cover them; place whore it will simmer for twn
honrs, or natil the birds are tender; thicken the
dressing with o half cup of flour molstened
withn cup of cold water, and conk twonty
minutes longer: pnt eacl bird on a plece of
tanst and stealn the dressing aroand them.

Pigeons mr be stuffod and roasted. One
way Is ns tollows: Make a stuMog of seeded
raising, bread crumbs, salt, and a little cinna-
mon, and molsten with some stock. Fill the
birds with thismixture and skewer or tle them
in shape. Rub the ontside of the pigeans with
butter and then dredge with ecromba. Pat them
inn Iukln1 pan and place & sliee of bacon on
eachbird.

When done place on a liot plnt-
tor over which bread savce has been poured,
and serve as sonn as possible,

A deliclons dish I braised pariridges, Pre-
pare the birda ns for roasting, and stuff them
with & gnme forcement, to which: have been
Mided three truffles, cut Into small pleces.
Place In i porcelain kottle a sliced onfon, a sprig
nf parsley some pleces of celery, and a chop
carrot, With a wooden tooth ?lrk faston a slice
of bacon on each partridge, place the birds in
the kettle, and pour over them a pint of white
stock, Cover the kettls closely and let them
cook slowly until the hirds nre almost done.
