hates to disappoint thu Inquirer whether ho
knows anything or not If be does not know as

suit the occasion helping his Imagination with-a thousand fragments of remarkable stories he
himself has beard from others

I have heard a tale about Lnfltte getting In a
sea fight and running low on ammunition Tlio-
qulckthlnklng pirate Immediately hauls out his
treasuioa of gold and sliver and molds them
Into cannon balls ic lire away and gains ahardfought victory

I read lately that cxClov Hogg had accurate
