The Commissioners of Avcounts resuted thale
Investigation of the old Dock Hosra yesterday,
when former Dok Commissloner J, Sergeant
Cram was examined. He proved, perbinpa. the
thost interesting witness who Las testifled thus
far nt the Inguiry, and the proveedings of the
dny's wesnion were, an & whale, of & somewhat
nmuostng character. At the teginning of his ex-
aminatlon Commilssloner Terey asked Mre, Cram
if his oMolal acts ind ever been Influenced by
i politieal afMlintions,

Commissiouer Terry then wakod Mr. Cram
ahout the Cromwell line pler, for which the
vity I8 now getting a rental of 25 eonts a sguare
foet for certain iand under water, No rent was
pald under the old Hoard., The witness said
that ho did not feel able to expinin why unul a
wap of the land under water had been proe-
durced, 0 & messengar was sent 1o the Dock
Department for amap. A simllar question was
asked about Jand under water rented by the
Long Island Hallroad Company betwesn Plers
20 and 23, East River. At this point ex-Com-
mismnioner Cram looked wt Lis inguisitor and
eald blandly:

“My name I8 Terry,” sald the Commissioner
in surprise.

The case of Pier 40, North River, was then
taken up, It was formerly leased by the New
Jerney Steamboat Company for $20.000 a year,
anid was sub-leased to the Norwich Company
for $38,000 a year, Now the Norwich llue rents
directly from the city, and $I%,000 instend of
$20.000 goes into the city treasury. Mr. Cram
eald that the pier was in poor condition, and
vending its demolition was rented from day to
tay to the New Jersey Steamboat Company.

At this point the map of land under water nr-
rived from the Dock Department. * Now,"
said Mr. Terry, 1 will trouble you to explain
why thousands of square feet of land under
water was occopled by business corporations
without paying rent.

Commissioner Terry said that the Corpell
Iron Works bad not paid for land occupied on
the river front under theold Board, bot had been
obliged to pay the new Hoard $0.000 & yenr
rent. Commissioner Terry sald also that tle
old Boarda bad rented a pler to a policemnn
named H. U. Rogers, who sublet it at a $2,000 a
year profit.

Mr. Cram remarked that Le knew of no law
preventing the leasing of a dock to a policeman.

MARQUIS DE NAYVE'S CASE.

ONTRIAL FOR KILLING HISEWIFE'S
ILLEGITINATE BOXN,

Mis Wite Now Densunces Him The rima
Was € ommitted In 1888 on the Mbhore af
ihe Bayof Naples - The Moy Was Pushed
hver & Precipies  Calm and Collertad
Drmeanar of the Avistorratic Prisonce,

Hovmass, Frante, Oct. 28 The trislof the
Marquis de Navve upon the chnrge 0F marders
Ing the Ilegltimate son of bis wife, began here
I the Clher Amlzes this morning. The case sn
setinational one, and (4 atiracting widespresd
attention, The vourt room was crowded, (he
enthering Including visters from every country
in Europe and s sumber from Amerion. The
body of the boy for whose murder the Marquis
Is belug tried was found ln the Nay of Naples
under very susplelous clrenmstances, and it s
charged that Lie wiss pushied over thie cliffs nloug
thie Sorrento road Into the water

When the trinl begun the prisoner sat in the
doek perfectly oalm, and retalped that de-
meanar throughout the day's proceedings.

The Marquis de Nayve is accused of murder-
Ing n boy, 15 5ears old, the =on of his wife, on
Nov, 1, 1880, by throwlog him overa preciplee.
tircnmstantinl evidenco againnt the Marguis
was Lot st firsl sufficiently strong to bring Lilm
to trlal. Now, however, all the old testimony
comed up supported by the denuncintion of Lis
wife,

In 1875 the Marguls Haptistin de Nayve waa
n collector of taxes in Volron, Isitre, France. He
wns poor, He was born In 1840 at Grenoble,
and he was the son of & snop girl, his fathier's
mistress, but later was legitimatized by the
marringo of his father to thiswoman. His future
reemed gloomy enough, when, quite snddenly,
a0 opportunity was pressnted tomake a fortune
ina burry. A matritooninl agent came to him
and proposed a rich marriage. The young wo-
man in guestion was of an excelleot fumlly and
carcfully educnted. Tler parents, M, and Mme.
Mnsad de Baudrenille, were rich landed pro-
prietors, They gave the Marquis 400,000 francs
in the marriage contract,. Hot the young Indy
had been unfortunnte. When she was quite
young Blanche Massd was betriyved by o gar-
dener io the employ of hee thther.  Slhe became
ammiother, but the fact was keot {n thedark. No-
body fmingioed thnt the boy, reglstered on July
11, 1871, st Havre, under the name of Hip.
polyte Henri, afterwards surnamed Menaldo,
waus thie son of Mile, Masal,

The aristocratic tax collector capitolated. He
gave up his post and took up his quarters in the
chilleau at Presles, where he lived In style., In
due time the happy couple had two sons and a
daughter, and nothing seerued to otmcure the
horizon of their happiness,

Menaldo reached the age of 13 and was placed
in thepeminary of Pont-de-Beauvolsin in Savole,
He knew nothing of the secret of Lis birth, At
the end of the year he became morose and (-
subordiuate. He ranaway from tlhe ssminary.
The poor boy, it appears, hiad only one ldea- to
maks enough money to enable Lim o find out
Lis mothier. The Marquis de Nayve, on becom.
ing aware of the bos’s determination, afrer con.
sultation with the eurd of Sidiailles, proposed 1o
send Menaldo to s Jesult college in America,
Hut this proposition was resisted by the mater-
nal sentimenta of the Marauise, who repelicd
the very thought of such a separation. 1Msens-
sion of the project restited in angry scenes he-
tween the warried couple. and the Marqguis at
last gave [t g,

A few days inter he left the chatean of Presles
without saying anviling to lis wife, and started
atones for l'ont-de-Beauvolsin, where he ook
Mennldo from the setinary, without telling the
Superior where he was going with bim. This
was ahont the end of October, 1885, Na more
was peard of poor Menaldo until Nov. 14, (n
thnt day the Marquise received n short letler
from the Marquis, dated Marseliles, informing
hersimoly of the flght and disappearance of
Mennldo, She fancied that the event happeted
at Marsellles, but soon afterward M. de Nayve
eame home, He appeared to be in great erief.
He called wogether some of his friends, and
among them the curd of Sidiailles, and toid them
the angulsh lhné he was suffering on sceount of
the flignt and disappearance of Meoaldo, and
hrdunked them what was the best thing for him
to do

Dinring this time the Itallan suthorities started
an investigation. o Nov, 11, in the morning,
hetween Sorrento and Castellamare, near Vivo
Fquense, on the south side of the Hay of Naples,
the bosty of & boy was found Iying on the rocks,
with his skull smashed and his ciothes bespat-
tered with Ll and beaine  The body was
fonnd by fishermen, whowere deeply moved by
the sad spectacle. Nothing was discoversd oy

She bee
lleved Lhat the boy was sequestrated (n sone re-
ligtous institution, That was alsothe opinion of
other peaple, and especinlly of the agent who
brought about the Marquis's marriage and who
lind valnly elaimed the promised remunerntion.
The disappearunce of Menaido made Nl
pielous.  He consldered that the oecasion

ovod one o try to obiain, by the aid of threaten
ng letters, the money that he had sclicited from
the Marquis. A newspaper in Lyons, at his re.
quest, publishied nn article on the sequesteation
of Menaldo, who was supposed to hidden

This only served to help the Marquin, He
never hudT-d, and soon the succvanive deaths of
Maria Chalx, of the matrimonial agent, and of
the Superior of the seniinary contribuied to his
pence of mind.
