in decision which it was the object of these

of playing the single ship and tactical nameshaving been greatly Improved Cant Taylor
Is certain that many questions of modern
naval tactics can bo settled by them withgreater familiarity and aklll In practice Ha
Is confident they will become to be regarded
by the navy as already by the German army aa
an essential factor in tIle perfection of war
plans A high tribute is paid to the lectures on
strategy delivered by Capt Mahan whoso
authority as nil expounder of the art or war It
