HENRY IRVING'S VIVID ACTING
IN "TME LYONS mAIL

Hirnpne and Curlows Things in * The Tear
One,” the Moman Finy with Chariod
Macen The London Eatimate of Finero's
Latest Work," The Beacefit of thes Doube,™
In the present season of Henry Irving at

Abbey's Theatre, as In tho post ones, Ellen

Terry does not act on Eatorday nighta. Bhe

is not stroog enough to go through with two

performances a day, and It In deamed sxpmil-

ent to devote her Baturday service to
an  afternoon repetition of the play of
the week. leaving Mr. Irving alone at the

front of the company that night. Mr. Irve
ing takes these opportunities to revive plecea
in whioh his own strong characterizationa
are domioant. “The Lyons Mail'" is one
of the moelodramas thus utilized by him, and
he gave it last Baturday night in the familiar
fashion, As before, ho appoarod as the two
mon who, in the original French fact upon
which the fction Is based, bore such a closs
resomblance that one was convicted of ths
other's crime. The aotor who deals suooess-
fully with such a dual rdle must be able lo
differentinte the physically slmilar persepsge:
by means of contrastas In speech and ma F
Mr. Irving socomplishea it with wonderiui
distinetness. The highwayman who com-
mits & murder in robbing the Lyons mall coach,
and the honest traveller, whom clreumstane
tial evidenoce condemns, are made to look al-
mont exactly alike at the outset of the play,
even tholr dress belng nearly alike; but even
then the audlence In abls to tell which is Du-
boerqg, mnd which Luserguwe at p word or & motion,
Later In the play. when the innocent man
goea to the executloner with calm diguity,
and the malefactor becomer a delirlous in-
obriate, Mr, Irving's acting of them both rises
to & high piteh of very vivid melodrama, and
this performance has long been justly regarded
as among his grent achlevemonts, The audl.
ences at *‘Macheth," while keenly admiring
the beauties of the production, in gensral and
in particular, Including the Fndy Macbeth of
Ellen Terry, had taken exception to the Mac.
beth of Mr, Irving, #hose elementary methods
are not valuable in the delivery of Shake-
spearian blank vorse. But the assemblage
which witnessed “The Lyons Mall'' was not
left In doubt aa to his genlus as an interproter
of etrongl; drawn characters, Nor s his
excellence Injthat respect restricted at all w
melodrama. In thet masterplece of blonded
comedy and tragedy, “Louls XI.." next Satnr-
day, he will demonstrate the same qualities
of acting in a highor grade of matter,

The aundience at the Star, on Saturday night,
walted patlently for the chariot race in **The
Year One.'* Reports had led to the belief that it
was to be as Important s part of the play as
the deacription of the charfot race had been In
“Ben Hur." It was slow Inarriving. The
walts between Lthe acts wers Interminable
and the progress of the play wans alow. Whole
poenea were cut ont, but it was nearly 11:30
before the curtain rose on the last scene. Dur-
ing the long interval that preceded it there had
been heard the noise of sundry falls and thuds,
Just befors the curtain rose the roar of the re-
volving wheels was heard. and from the din and
alatter the spectators anticipated a stirring
scehe. When the curtaln ross It revealed an
amphitheatre roughly copled after the paint-
Ing of Gérdme. A row of clght horses was
stretohed across the stago. Four weroe black
and four were gray. The charloteer who was
required by the exigencles of the plot to win
the race was In charge of the gray team. The
black horses driven by his rival clattered over
tho treadmill with some show of spirit, but
the gray ones would not move.

On Nov, 1 of every year the organized brews
ors of tho country get from the Iunternal Rove
enus Bareau artatement In detall of the brews
ing business of the conntry, which ylelds $:0,
000,000 & year 1n Government taxes, This
year's figures are just at hand. The total con-
samption of beer In the United Hiates for the
prosent flscal year—figured up to July 1—-waa
33,400,001 barrels, an Innrease over the cons
sumption of a year mnyo of 101,000 barrels,
This year's figures, while In excess of those of
last year, are less than the total consumption of
1403, which was 30,822,87¢ barrels, A barrel
of beer, In brewer's measore, Ia about 314§
gallons. The consumption of Inger beerinthe
United States this year In, therefore, in excons of
1.000,000,000 gallons, These flgures put the
United Hiates abireast with Germany, supposed
