The result has been n great defleit in the
revenuo and exceeding dishonor to the
Demncratle party, convicted by its own act
of treachery to its promises, and of turning
ita back agninst its principles, when it had
galned the power to realize them and put
them In practice. Moreover, he has nog-
lected other dutles that were sacredly in-
cumbent on him as a Democratic Presi-
dent.

laws, which their brethren up the State de-
clared were In the interest of labor and
morality. The New York city Repup-
licans not only repudiated the action
of thelr party friends In the BState,
bat, with little dignity, little wisdom,
and little sand, permitted a mnumber
of Germnn Democrnts to prepare for them
an excise plank which the Republicans
obediently endorsed.  This strange conduct
wis Justified on the grounds of expediency ;
but how it worked is seen clearly enough
from the fact that though the Republicana
In other parta of the State made sub-
stantially as good a fight as they did a year
ao, In New York clty they were over
whelmed by a Democratie mafority of
42,000, while thelr eandidates for legislative
oflices met no better treatment.,

Tho sentiment of the Republicans of New
York Btate, whether living In the large
cities, the small towns, or the country dis-
tricts, seemn to bo everywhere the same: in
favor of the enforcement, not the relaxatlon,
of the Sunday laws, so-called. It is prohably
s faot, though of courso there is mo clear
way of proving it, that bad the Re-
publican County Conventlon, instead of
following the devious plan of Mr. Lav-
rersAct, followed the stralght and
definite method of ROOSEVELT, o lnrger
vote would have been polled for the
Republican loeal candidates and"a Inrger
vote, too, for the Republican State candi-
dntes. The total breakdown and collapse of
the ** local option' programme of some New
York city Hepublicans, and thelr disastrous
defeat in mdvoeating it while, at the same
time, the Republicans, who were standing
up for the snforcement of the Sunday law
were winning victorles through the State,
makes it certain that seanty attention will
be pald to those Hepublicans who will pre-
sent themealves before the Legislature nsk-
ing for any loeal option for New York, or
for other cities of the first class,

The Republicans in the Legislnture are
much more likely to uphold the hands of
ROBEVELT than to oppose him by putting
an eud to his so-called * Sunday crusade."
Democrats of the interior counties, scantily
represented In the next Legislature, are not
likely to endeavor to ally the cause of De
moeracy in State politics with that of the
German reform radicals, who are, before
all, for free beer and plenty of it; and the
Germana who, notwithstanding the conees
slon to them of A platforin of their own de-
vising by the Republican County Commit-
tee, voted for Tammany Hall, have relleved
the Republican members of the Leglslature
from any obligation to them. The Excise
Inw will remain as it is, and it seems proba-
ble that it will continue to be enforeed, in
New York city at least.

Not Martyrs, but Tools,

The Democratic rout is too general to ad-
mit of special importance being attached to
any local contest, Therefore, the particular
defeats brought upon two of the most prom-
inent Democratic Senators need not be taken
into account when we consider their part in
the general disaster; and that must be re-
garded as heavy. The Hon. ARTHUR PrE
GoRMAN of Maryland and CALVIN BTEWART
BRICE of Ohio have been influential in thelr
party's councils on the strength of their
actunl ability, which is unquestionable in
elther case. They have been esteemed as
part of the solid rock of Democratic politics,
about which the waves of Populistic excite-
ment and demagogical vielousness could
beat without disturbing the pose of the
party orgapization. They were smong the
statesmen relied on to hold the Democratic
Senate true to partisan traditions, and to
prevent it from making a fool of itself when
impelled toward folly. Yet, when in 1604,
on the memorable occasion of revising the
tarifl, a President elected as the head of the
Democratic party recommended the adoption
of the Popullstic measure of an income tax—
an act of political bunco on Mr. CLEVE-
LAXD'S part unparslleled, we may stlll say
with pride, In the annals of the United
States—both BRICE and GORMAN sat silont
among the pusillanimous majority of Demo-
crutle Senators, aud Mr, CLEVELAXD was
permitted to put the stigma of ** cheat"
upan the natlonal Democracy without &
word from them in protest. We will not
stop to discuss the Administration's other
treachery of repndiating the Democratic
platform for a tariff for revenne only, Buf-
flee it to gay that with regard to the income
tux Mr. GopMay, to the astonlshment of
every genning clement of his party, deliv-
ered but n few wild criticlsms on its pos-
sage ' before it hnd been pronounced upon
by the people,’” and that was the miserable
nll.

An Interesting Local lesuo Declded
in Chicago,

A guestion of some moment to the wel-
fare of Chicago wassnswered in the affirma-
tive on Tuesday by the voters of that city.
The yuestivn was whether the ToRRENS
Land Title system should be adopted, and the
proposal was accepted by the bapdsome
mnajority of 77,000, Many of our States
have borrowed thelr ballot systems from
Aunstralin, but the city and county of Chl-
cagu is the first American community to
recognize how powerful o stimnlus to rapld
und extensive development would be given
by the application of another Australian fu-
ventlon, nawely, the TokExs schewe for
the guarsntesing ns well ns registoring of
the titles to real estate,

It is mo fault of ours that the merits of
sucha system were not long ago apprecisted
nnd turned to account in the State of New
York. In the proposed Clvil Code, of
which the late Davip Dupriy FIELD was
the chlef wsuthor and  advocate, he
wished to incorporate provisions assimilat-
ing real to personal property, snd convey-
Ing title thereto by methods substantially
Identleal; Lut on this point he was over-
ruled by bis colleagues an the Commission,
ALEXANDER W. Braprorp and WILLIAM
Cuntis Noves, Bome eighteen yours ago
we pointed out that the objections to
the workableness of Mr. FiELD's proposal
were pot well taken, for the reason that
other English-speaking communities, which
hitherto had lived under the English common
law, bhad carried out in practice Mr. FIELD'S
idea by causlng the State to guaranteo
ns well as register titles w realty, and mak-
Ing the certified proof thereof s easily and
quickly negotlable for purposes of convey-

gestion, he wonld have aoquired a hold on
the voters of the Emplre Commonwealth
soarcoly If at all surpsssed by that of Dn
Wirtr CuxtoN; for almost every citizen
elther is or denirea to become the owner of a
home, and s only deterred therefrotn by the
excessive axpenses and the annoying delay
now incldent to the transferring and en-
cumbering of real property., But nolegls-
Iator came forward, and the only visible
effect of our suggestlon was the es-
tablishment {n the eity of New York of two
privats corporations for searchingand guar-
antesing titles to real estate, We have no
wish to underrate the usefulness of these
companies, but thelr intelligent directors
will be the flrst to scknowledge that any
function they are able to perform is buta
poor aubstitute for that which might be dis-
charged by a State or municipality, because,
first, no purchaser or mortgages is bound to
nccept their search or guarantee, and, sec-
ondly, the double servics, for which they
are at liberty to charge a hundred or hun-
dreds of dollars, can be secnred in Australia
for a few pence.

What js the Land Title scheme, which
from the name of Ita deviser hns become
known all over the English-speaking world
as the TORRENS system ! The fundamental
motive of the plan is coiled deep nbout the
roota of Individualism as opposed to social-
fsm. It is based on the conviction that it is
the interest of a decentralized, self-govern-
ing, truly dlemocratic State to promote the
multiplication of homes owned by thelr oo-
cuplers, or, in other words, to glve the larg-
est possible number of citizens a stake In
the country. To that end an obvious
means would be the removal of the
caugea which in English-speaking com-
munities have rendered real estate a
much less desirablo investment than
personal property for the savings of poor
men or men of modeat incomes, owing
partly to the heavy ineldental expenses con-
nected with all dealings in the former specles
of property, and partly to the vastly greater
ease and rapldity with which the latter
specles could be sold or used ns security for
8 loan.  All the causes which tend to hold
back the mass of a people from placing their
surplus in real estate were swept away at &
stroke by the so-called TORRENS Land act,
which firat Lecame a law in Bouth Aus
tralln, but which, as ita benefits became in-
contestable, was rapidly adopted by other
Australian colonles. Under this legislation
the State, through officers designated for the
purpose, undertakes an exhaustive and care-
ful registration of the titles to all lands with-
in its boundaries. The registration com-
ploted, a short, concise certificate s lssued
to every landowner, and to him, his helrs
and assigns, the validity of the title certified
s guaranteed by the State against impeach-
ment. Furnished with this certificate, a
landowner who wishes to sell or mortgage
his property goes to the nearest registeation
office—there is one for every small fraction
of the population—and here the registrar
inseribes in the proper book and on the back
of the certificate the name of the grantee, if
n sale is intended, or, in case of a mortgage,
the nnme of the mortgngee and the amount
of money loaned. The transferring or en-
cumbering of title is effected in o few
minutes, about as long as it would take to
procure the discounting of a note at a bank.
Now for the fee. This was Intended not
only to reimburse the State, proportionate-
ly, for the originnl cost of searching
‘and for the current expense of main-
taining a corps of registrars, but also to
provide an insurance fund against the re-
sults of the discovery of flaws in the titles
guaranteed, From the outséet the bellef
was entertalned and acted on, that a fee of a
shilling or two for each transaction would
be ample for all purpose. But it turned
out in every colony where the TORRENS
systemn wias sdopted, that the losses threat-
ened to the State through defects in the
titles guaranteed bad been much overrated,
while the revenue Qowing from the reglstra-
tion offices, owing to the tremendous multi-
plication of transactions, had been as sig-
nally underestimated. The result has been
that the fee for the transferring or encum-
bering of titles has been everywhere cut
down fromeshillings to pence. As things
now are, an Australian ean convey or
mortgage n plece of land worth millions of
dollars in the space of five minutes and for
the price of a cigar.

Such is the method of dealing with land
titles which has been adopted by the city
and county of Chicago. The results will
probably be admired of all Americans by the
opening of the twentieth century. No
doubt Chicago is wide awake to {ts own in-
torests, while some of its rivals seem asleep.

England's Rulned Farmers,

In the general excitement over the elec-
tlon, an important speech delivered by
Lord BALISDURY, the English Premier, on
Oct, 80, has been more or less overlooked
on this side of the water, The Prime
Minister, after referring to the peril of
English interests in Turkey and China,
spoke at somo length wupon the con-
ditlon of English agriculture. e declared
that since the repeal of the Corn laws, that
is, the laws putting an import tax upon
grain, the English people had had the
strongest canse to lnment that the warnings
of protectlonists at the time of the repenl
were not listened to more carefully. The
fact was that free trade had almost killed
husbandry in England. The noble Marquis
wished that thoss who established free
trudo bad thought more of the burden
under which the lnnd In England labored,
and hod llghtened this burden when It
could have been done with ense,

The conditions under which England abol-
ished the Corn laws are well known. In the
early part of our century the invention of
the steam engine, the development of the
coal and firun industries, and the rapid
fncrense In  population, caused English
political economists to believe that the fu-
ture of thelr country was clearly identifled
with its manufactures and not with its
agriculture, They argued that as England
could not begin to produce enongh grain to
support her people, the ides of fostering
agriculture by statute might as well be
abandoned, aud that the true line of Eng-
lish Industry was the one which nature had
seemed to lny down, that of manufacturing.
The thing to do, it was sald, wos to abolish
the import duties on grain, so that liviog in
England should be cheap, and forelgn coun-
tries findiog s market for their grain in
England would willingly buy in return
the manufactures which England could
profitably furnish. The general wealth
which would acorue to the wh
country from this operation, would, it
was held, compensate the farmers for
the loss which they lndividually would sus-
tain. All this wos indeed accomplished,
despite the efforts of & very vigorous minor-
ity, who declared that {t was not wise to try
to turn England into a huge factory town.
They maintained that the prosperity of
England, or of any other country, could not
be measured by money ; that national health
and nationsl charnoter were the chief val-

wes, ot Eoglaad bod sucoendsd ot o tion:

sand years by reason of cortaln national
qunlities typified in her yeomanry, and that
anything which would tend to destroy thess
wonld deal a mortal blow at England's
atability and power, But these considern-
tlons were laughed at ma old fogy Ideas,
The Corn lawa were abolished, and England
started out on her career of manufacturing,
The English political economlists of to<lay
are face to face, npparently, with that state
of affairs which the more honest of those
who urged the abolition of the Corn laws
freely predicted, but which, now that It hns
happened, in not so agreeable as waa ex-
pocted. English agriculturs has been well-
nigh ruined, The English country towns are
poverty stricken. The hardy people who
lived there In the past have moved Into the
cities. The cities, rich beyond the dreams
of mvarico at the beginning of the manufac-
turing experiment, now complain of over-
crowding, beggar's wages, starvation, and
squalor. They no longer have the manu-
facturing fleld to themselves, and feel keenly
the competition of other countries. Fog-
land 1s still & great and prosperous nation,
but there nare those among her statesmen
who declare that she cannot remain so, un-
lean her economic lnws are changed.
. We do not think that the Importance of
Tord BALISHURY'S speech can be exagger-
atad. He says, in effect, that free trade in
Englnnd, so far as agriculture is coneerned
at least, In & fallure. Wo commend his
declaration to certain theorists In our own
country, Amnd though protective duties on
graln are not ''kely to be imposed by Eng-
land in the Immediate future, it is obvious
that the theory on which they were abol-
ished has proved a fallure.

The Stayer.

It Is due to the Hon. THEODORE ROOSE-
VELT, the reticent and thoughtful friend of
HENRY CapoT LopGE of Nahant, Mass.,
to say that there {s nothing in the recent
municipal election ealeulated to be dispirit-
ing to him, Mr. ROOSEVELT'S term of office
will not explre until 1901, SBTRONG of
Ohlo possesses no power of removing him.
He will not Le guilty of malfensance, A
Democratic Leginlature is the only thing
that could intetfere with his activity, and
such a Legislature seems too improbable,

Mr. RoosgvELT will continue his industry
of Inbor and of conversatlon. Fusion has
failed to fuse, but the Presldent of the
Police Board will continue to do business at
the old stand.

The Two Squadrons,

The comments of the Figaro of Paris
upon what it supposes to be the dangerous
proximity of the British and American
squadrons in the Gulf, and on the conse-
quent advisabillity of putting them further
apart, must of course be taken with some
allowances.

Admiral BuNce's squadron is no further
south than Norfolk, and probably will not
go to the Gulf befors December. The only
vessel we now have in Gulf waters is the
Cincinnati, at Key West. Onlya portion of
Admiral ERskise’s squadron is now in the
Caribbean Sea, his flagship, for example,
being at Halifax.

Besides, even when the two squadrons do
get near each other during the comiog win-
ter, we hardly think there is much danger
of trouble between them. Our nine ships,
supposing the Indiana, New York, Maine,
Texas, Columbis, Minneapolis, Raleigh,
Cincinnati, and Montgomery all to go, will
be far superlor to the Hritish nine. We
shall have three battle ships and the Brit-
ish nong. Our aggregate tonnage displace-
ment will be 54,785, and theirs 21,715,
while the superiority of our vessels in speeil,
battery power, and defensive as well as ag-
gesaive strength, will be far greater than
the difference in tonnage.

men, on regular routine duty, the bottoms more
or leas foul, and under any conditions of wind
and sen that may have beon encountered. And
yet oven with soch difforences wo find some
vessicls making excellent records, the Dolphin,
for examyple, acnleving 12 knots agninat a teial
record of 164 knota: the Yorktown 14 knots,
agninst her credit of 10,14, and the Columbia
18 knots, clear across the ocean, against her
LR knots.
