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Lord Salisbury's Speech.

Upon its face, the speech of the British
Prime Miniater to the guests 6f the new
lornd Mayor of Loudon, on Saturday even-
ing. was no more than an exposition of very
pacific intentions on the part of his Govern-
ment in the conduct of foreign affalrs.

With regard to the progress of Rusala in
Asia, and its supposed schemes for acquir-
ing Chiness territory, he declared that he
looked upon them with phsalate sqnanimity,
and that he agreed with Lord BEACONSFIELD
in thinking that there is room for
evervbody in Asia. As to Turkey, he sa?d
that Her Majesty's Government, ruling over
more Moslems than the Sultan does, can-
not take part in favor of Christians against
Moslems. Allit asked was absolute justice,
so that Christians and Moslems sball ob-
porve each other's rights and pursue their
vespective industriea in confldenee and

pesce. This demand the Sultan had eon-

ecoded as a matter of theory: the only ques
tion was the manner of fulAlling his promise.

After these peaceful utterances however,
Lond SALISBURY went on to say :

In fact, the London Spec-
tator, which is credited with being an un-
official organ of the British Government,
describedd, in an  article published on
Eaturday, the course of proceeding likely
to be followed. Austrim, aided by Great
Britain, will occupy Macedonia; Russia
will murch into Armenia, and the flvets of
Gireat Britain and France will anchor off
Constautinople. That this will be tanta-
mount ta the dismemberment of Turkey the
Spertator eoncedes ; but it sayvs that Kurope's
gigantic armamenta could not, in the inter-
ests of civilization, be better employed.

The fllﬁ-n Boundary Dispute,

The denial by the Dominion Minister of
Militia that forces have been sent to take
possession of the disputed territory in the
Yukon country, in behalf of Great Britain,
will perhaps relieve some anxiety felt for
American miners there. If we ean trust
the reports from Ottawa no new forts have
been erected, and Fort Codaby. where Capt.
CONSTANTIXE is stationed with a scors of
the Northwest Mounted Police to prevent
smuggling, is on the 141st meridian, which
is one of the undisputed treaty bounds.

If England’s claim were to bs admitted,
she would get possession of some baya and
inlets through which the trade of Alaskn is
carried on.

The determination
of the boundary may give Great Britain lofty
peaks, like Mt. St. Elias, or valuable placer
mines in the Yukon district; but she cannot
come down to tidewater and get the use of
Alaskan harbors, freed from our Govern-
ment customs regulations, by her preposter-
aug pretence of reckoning the ten-league
strip from the outer edges of these numer-
ous littoral isles.

The convention of Feb. 28, 1825 between
Russia and Great Hritain, under which we
derive our rights, has this deseription of the
boundary line;

meridian;; and fAnslly from the sald point of later-
section, the sald meridian line of the 14ist degree. in
i1s profongation as far as the Froeen Ovean, shall
form the limii beiween Russian and Hrithh posses
slons on the conlinent of America 1o the northwest."”

The next article of the agreement stipu-
Inted that Prince of Wales Isiand should
belong wholly to Russia, and then procesdsd
to define the line of demarcation already
spoken of in the following terms:

“That whenever the summ't of the mountalns that |
extend in 8 dlrection parstlel to the coast from
the BAth degree of morth latitude to she point of Inter
sectiom of the 1d1st degrea of west longliude shall
prove (o be at the distance of more than ten marine
leagues from the oeean, the limit helween the
Rritlah pussesnions and the line of coast which & 1o
belong to Mussia, as above mentioned, aball be formed
by & line paralle] to the winding of the coast, which
shall never exoeed the dist of ten warine loag
therefrom. ™
I Is there any reasonable doubt that when

this treaty was made, seventy years ago,
| the phrase, ** the winding of the coast,” was
| understood by those who used it to mean

| of such a contour that ‘the term ** winding"
| would naturally be used, rather than of the

outer edges of islands which, so far from
being continuous, may in places be miles or
| seores of miles from each other.

‘This Is not the only point involved in set-
tling the houndary guestion, but it is one
of primary importande for securing the sea-
| board line to the United States. That the
purpose of the treaty was to give this sea-
coast strip to Russia is clear, and our coun-
try naturally does not admit a forced inter-
pretation that wonld rob (t of a part of its
legitimate control there.

¢ The Palisades.

There is joy along the towpath berween
Biffalo and Albany and between Oswego
awl Syracuse because the proposition to
expand 89,000,000 in improving the two
muin canel waterways of the Btate s suc-
cessful, Those citizens who live along the
line of the Osweogo and Champlain canals
are also happy, as the improvement will
benet them. The Jaw makes about
84,000,000 immediately avallable. On
Jan. 1 that amount of canal bonds will be
placed on the market.

New York's canals, the chief of which, the
Erle Canal, was completed in 1825, have
cont eollectively foreonstruction and repairs
the sum of §100,000,000. The eanal sys-
tem now comprises 840 miles of navigable
canals and 84 miles of feeders. There are
201 locks, 1,100 bridges, 93 waste weirs, and
Bi55 culverts, What the new law, the ex-
penditures of which the people nuthorized
by thelr vote on Tuoesdny, provides is the
deepening of the Erie and Uswego canals to
nine feet and of the Chawmplain Canal to
seven feet, at an expense not to exceed
$1,000,000. Allsingle locks on the Oswego
Canal and those on the Erie Canal are to be
lengthened and equipped with  proper
bydraulic machinery, not ouly for drawing
Loats iu and out of the locks, but also for
operating the lock gates.

The ariginal policy of the State in respect
to ita canals was by the eolleetion of tolls to
make them either self supporting. or at
least sofliciently self-supporting to pay for
orlinary repair: aud masintepance. In his
memornble mensage sent to the Legislatare
on Jan, 4, 1878, Governor TILDEY called at-
tention to the fact thatin the fiscal year pre-
cding vuly one of thecanals of the State, the
Erie Canal, bad yielded more in tolis thau it
consumed in expeaditures.

Mr. HALL'S confession that ** the clip at
which the trotters and pacers are going in
contests of divided heats s using the horses
up rapidly.” and that * ane long campaign
is nll that the average horse can stand,” is
sufficient to show the three in flve system to
be doomed. Horse owners trot for their
own pockets and not the pockets of breeders,
and no horse owner worth making an ex-
ception of prefers to use his horse upina
season. When it is clearly recognized that
the modern increase in speed has brought
the interests of trotting men and breeding |+
men into couflict, the former must prevail,
even at the latter's expense.

The breeding man breeds for the trotting
man and not for himself. If he trots horses
of his own breeding, he will woon lose his
desire to work them off their legs. The
running-horse men long ago discarded their
long heat races. and the speed of the trotter
is now ko much more exhausting and de-
structive than it was in the old 230 days,
that the snrt of races in use fifty years ago.
and used still, must be changed, at least for
the faster classes. This Kentucky breeder's
own argument in apposition shows that the
change Is but a matter of time,

The Defence of Baltimore,

Gen. CRAIGHILL'S recommendation that a
battery of heavy guns should be planted at
North Point for the defence of Baltimore,
is oneofinterest. The outer line of protec- |
tion, both for that port and for Washingron,
is at Hampton Hoads, therein inecluding
Fort Monroe and the entrance to Chesa-
peake BHay. But there is a clear possibility
of forcing this line. so that it beeomes de-
sirable to provide defences nearer the im-
portant cities on the Potomae and the
Patapsca.  Powerful batteries are to 'he"
placed at Fort Washington, about a dozen
miles below the national eapital, on the
Maryland bank of the Potomac, and a like
provision at the mouth of the Patapsco
would secure protection for Baltimore

Ten years ago the Portifications Board put
Haitimore ninth in a list of twenty-seven
ports mokt requiring defences. It proposed
for it five 12-inch, five 10-inch, and five
B-inch guns, with sixteen 12-inch mortars,
and reckoned the entire cost of the forts and
their armament, together with submarine
mines, at $2,154,000. Such an outlay
should be ample, because Baltimore can
really be protected in part not only by the
outer line of defences in the region of Cape
Henry and Cape Charles, but by obstruc-
tions in the Patapsco.

But North Point, as the Chief of En-
gineers shows. is the place for the defences
immediately des‘goed for the special pur-
pose of protecting Baltimore: it was there
that the British landed when they marched
against the city in 1814,

Avery was arrested for the orime, as he wna
the only living close relative to Ensley, and
by hi= deatlh profited 10 the amount of about
$100,000,
ty. but was convioted of murdoer in the first de-
gree. and sentenced to be hanged., He aj-
ﬁnl-ﬂ 1o the Supreme Court, and engagwl

r. Wallls to defend him., The Supreme
Court remanded the case back to the Cirenit
Coart on techinlca! errors.  Two mistrials were
bronght about. and then came the strangest
part of the story. The brilllant Wallls struck
the keynote to the mystery.
