derors gleefully dividing the spoll, unhindertd
by the Inw, -

Only meagre refurns have as yet come In, bul
the following (s n 1ist of the losses of life so far
an vet kuown, It is probable that the nambers
glven will have to be Incrensed with fuller 1n-
formation, sspecially In respect of the villages,
for In every cane where deialls have been re-
enlved the Iater returns have shewn much
Inrger losa of 1ifo than the earlior reporta had
presented,  From the hondreds of  villages
which have besnn wiped out, their inhabitants
seattering through the country, full statistica
will nnt be possible for months,

It s not within the purpose of this paper to
enter upon the guention of the reapunaibllity for
theso massacres, mainly confined to the six
provinoes specially mentioned In the reform
scheme, so painfully wrung from the Porte.
But if the objeot of tho originators of this mas-
encre waa sendibly to diminish the Armenian
population of these provinces, the mmn object
of the men who did the work was plunder.
Many thousands who must have perished lusd
tho nttack beena biind outburst of fanationl
fury evcaped becauss it was an artificlal move.
ment. where cupldity was the ohlef motive used
to induce men toengage in it. And to the honor
of the Turkigh people be It snid that In overy
one of the places so far heard from In detail
eanoa ocourred where Mussulmans sheltered
Armeunlans and saved them from death. Near
Trebizond they saved an entire village,

But the very fact thnt plunder was the chief
fnterest with the men engaged (n this crlme
makm the position of the survivors most pre-
carionr, 1f we estiinate that 15,000 persons
wore killed Ly the Turks in these provinces,
mostly men, thelr surviving widows, orphan
olilldren, and ather dopendents must number st
least 50,000 who are entirely destitute. But
evory account shows that the pllinge Involved
five times an many of the breadwinners as fell
in the mnansacre. Of a great number of these
the destitntion is described ag something fear-
fol to contemplate, It Involves In many
cases the reduction to abject poverty of
famillea who wero Independent In means,
llko the merchant in ope ¢lty who ranked as
one of the wealthy men of the place, and who
bas written to hia brother In Conatantinople:

“0ur brother s dend, I and my famlily are
sleeping on w mat, and livingoan bread given in
charity.”

A very low estimate of the nomber thos re-
duced to absolute want by the loss of all thelr
movable property ls 200,000 souls, of whom
three-fourths are the wives and children of the
rulned traders or farmers.

A nurvey of the sitnation of thess psople gives
the following elementa of their desperate con-
dition: All trade s broken up. All agriculture
in Lhe devnstated districts I blotted oat, for the
stock hms been carrled off and the implements
generally burned. All the poor semblances of
manufacturing fudonstries In thess districts have
been wiped out. At loast In numbers of cases
the ruffians took delight In destroying ma-
chinery which they could not use or carry away
tosell. Thousands of houses and shops have
been burned. Every house or sliop plundered
was utterly emptied. Aneyowitnesses havo ox-
presmed It: * They did not leave s0 much as
bent pin in the shops.”

The first cars of the robbers after nelzing the
money and goods in a abhop was to destroy all
papers, sccount books, and wotes of hand, so
that the morchants might not be able later to

clalm payment of debts previously Incurred,
The people who escaped when thelr houses
wero sattacked fled In such olothes as they
chanced to linve on, and In some cases even
those were taken from them, All their stores
of food pailnfully acoumulated for the winter,
ms 18 the castom In the rural districts in Turkey,
bavo boen carried away. These thousands of
wretolied  crestures, bereaved nnd despolled
and despairing, now face the pitiless winter (for
on those lofty bighlaods of Armenia the winter
18 pitiless), and faint st contemplation of what
is before them. (ireat nombers of them are
now dependent on charity for their food. Tiut
whaere o whole population Is thus smitten, how
long can locul charity support them? Where
can (hey go? What enn they do? In the midst
of auch desolatlon how can even the stron jest
of the men earn thelr dally bread 7

This devasintion of eastern Turkey in
orlme from which Christendom caonot alto-
gether clear [t skirts. The precarlous position
of the Christlans of the country wans known to
the world years ago. With the power to die-
tate, the Clristlan natlons have neglected to
deal with the Turkish question In any effective
way. This apathy has encouraged the Turks in
thelr bellef that they are powerful enough to
intimidate the Western nations, and that they
aro free from the moral resirsints everywhere
else deemed obligutory on mankind.

Now that the catasirophe has come, let not
the bl of carel ntill  peal  upon
Chrlstendom 1n respect to It bearing toward
these wretches whom hunger to-dsy oppresses,
and exposure and starvation threatopn with
donth lu the vear future. In ultimate analysis

these people will be found to have suffered this
falo becaune they hnd aspirations and had be.
gun o rise into s true manhood from the cone
dition to whjch they have been broughbt by cen-
turles of servitnde,

America cannot send armies to avenge the
crimoe ugainst homanity, Leu it rise In & na-
tlounl movement of irrestetible force to send out
wise unpartisan men equipped and supplled
with means from the wenalth of the whaole
nntlon, te take these crunlied nnd ruined vietims
by the hand, to inspire them with hope born of
thoslght of eympathy, to feed and to clothe
them, und thuw o save them from the death o
which the inalice of thelr nelghbors now seems
to hwvo dovmsed them. If Mussulmanse are found
to nve also besn Involved in this vast calamity,
let thiem with equal charity be fed nod carmd
for. Hut let the work bo done. I'he smergency
presses. Instant sctlon is demanded by the ap-
wroswh of the Jong, hard winter. By rightly
meeling this emorgency, we can, as & people,
aliow our bellef in the principle of the brother-
bood of men, and our real subordinstion to the
principles of our boasted Christianity,

Bosrox, Nov, 27.—~The followlug lan
sation of letters desgriptive of the recant mns-
saore n Ergarum recélved In Boston from & re-
linble correspondent (n eastern Turkey:

“The thing hal been threatening for several
weeks, bnt we jndged that with the presance of
Slakir Pasha and the new Vall, Ravuf Pasha,
thin oity might esoape, but It did not, T went
out to send & telegram. [ returned through the
market and rumer was rife and many of the
stores were half shnt, Suddenly [ heard yelllng
aod shotsa bahind me. The shatting of shopa
began in good carnest, and poeople began to run
in all directions. 1 ran home na fast ae 1 could.
The Aring was gnite hot and otliers who watched
my flight declare thata number of Turke fol.
lowed me and fired st mo as much aa s dosen
times, I meta patrol, and as [ passed the head
of it the officer gave the order to Ore. That
stopped my pursuers, One of the men of the
patrol fired his revolver very disagreeably near |
In my direetion. However, I renched home
safely. There the refugees began to flock In,
montly women and children. We made ready for
defence, but It scon appearsd that the soldiers
bhad eut off the rabble from this street and no
mob passed our street.

“A fow men came to the door and began to
try to opon It Three well-directed shots from
our baleony sent them off. It soon became np-
parent that the soldiers had resorved the right
of plunder, The men (soldiers) who were at the
head of onr strect, apparently to guard it, broke
open three or four houses within a stone's throw
of us and carcied off everything found In them.
Weeaw loads and loads of plunder carried by
soldlern. There was a large number of women
engaged In the same work, One poor Armenian
eacaped with & slight dagger wound in the back.
The affalr began shortly alter noun and con-
tinued till very near sundown, about slx hours,
About dusk a couple of refugees came under
guard from the Government, They reported that
400 or 500 took refuge there. The Vall and the
dragomans of the consnlates camo to them and
talked encouragingly to them, The Vall sald,
*If you please, remain here to-night and I will
feed you, or, If you prefer, [ will glve you escort
to your homes,' Many of them preferred the

latter, Thelr names and the names of the
earort wero taken down and they were sont
home, Thess men saw a number of coroses in
the streets and very many plunderod sliops.
*The night pusscd quletly. UOccasional fring
in other parts of the elty kept us on the qui vive,
However, no mob ventured down our street,
We got into_ communication at once with the
Conwul und finally got a guard of six soldiers.
Ho bad despatehed a guard to us the evenlng
before, nnd it had falled to come Lo e, o
morning revealed a dreadfal state of things,
The missing begun to come In. The stories of
hair-breadth escapes and thellling experionces
nud horrivle murdors were sickening in the ex-
treme. An Armeuinn and two sons and two
other men blockaded the door of the aliop, en-
tered the cellar, and dug with thelr hands
through two walls and got the favor of a Turk,
They lay for elghteen bours syuoezed into a
smnll, damp place. They eseaped with their
lives, but the shop was plundered of $06,000

clenred out from celling to cellur. All sorts of
rumors are about of another bloody attack
being determined on.

The collsction of the dead goes
on— 418 collected in the graveynrd, The pll-
laged houses are to be counted by the bundreds,
No house wnich was attacked was left uuull it
was emptied entirely of every movable thing.
“One heart-rending scene wan the following:
The battered door was pushed maide which ad-
mitted us to a long passageway, The door at
the end of the pasaageway wan (n splinters, and
sdmitted us into the ldwer room or kitchen of
the house. In the middie of this small room
Iying side by side on & mat, wers the bodies of
two young women, almost naked, and nlight
covering throwu over the heads, At the other
side of the room a grief-stricken woman was
trylog to make bread from o little flonr that hal
bean left. She hiad to borrow utenslls 1o do it
She lert her work and came forward and
answered the first guestion by removing the cov-
ering from the bodies, The bodies were those
of young women developing inte motherhnml,
The head and face of one was coversl with |
blood, and she was also badly wounded in the
hand, The other had o buller wound through
the abdomen from the right slile.

The majority
have ballet wounds, Nearly all Lave bayonet
and sword wnd dngger wounds, some  hadly
mutllated. Two or three were skinned, romu
burned with Kerosene. A great many women
are misslng, Very many dead have beon dise
posed of by the Turks themselves, The poor
peajile are terror-stricken, and the Inst report
cnupes them to tremble, There are hundredas
who have nothiug to eat and no means of got-
ting austhlnﬁ. he wounded mro being col-
lected.

The estl-
matad value of the property is $50,000.

Loxpox, Nov. 27,—A despatch from the Cone-
stantinople reporter of the United Press says
that, though tho Harput authorities and the
Porte promised to afford protection to American
misslons there, the louge oecupled by the Rev.
Dr. W, Il. Barnum of Leicesier, Mass., ana the
Hev. U. Frank Gates of Chicago, was saved, but

all of the property it contained waa carried
off or destroyved, This deatruction of property
oceurred  after the Porie's promise, upon
Minlster Terrell's demand, that the missnna
should bo protected, and the act leaves the Gov-
ernment liable for damagen.

NUT A FPRUTECTORATE,

M. Berthelot Announecs that Madagnscar
is a French Posscssion,

Pania, Nov. 27.—M. Rerthelot, Ministar of
Forelgn Affairs, read In the Chamber of Depn-
ties to-day a statement prepared by the Minis-
try in regard to Madagascar,which, he declared,
was henceforth a French passesslon, This
declaration was received with prolonged np-
plause,

France, he alded, would respsct any engage-
mant which Madagascar had contracted toward
certain powers, and In oases where the Hova
Government had contracted obligations France
would respect the rules of International lnw ap-
plicable thereto. '

The Government, he said, would preserve the
internal administration of Lhe island ana wounld
also modify the original treaty with Madagas.
car which the Queen had slgned. The amended
treaty would shortly be submitted to the
Chamber.

Ex-Premier Ribot declared that the statement
read by M. Hertholot was tantamount to & re-
pudiation of the treaty concluded between
France and Madagasear under hils (Ribot's)
Minlstry, which be proceeded to defend, A
stormy debats followed. .

M. Cavalgnac, Minister of War, gave varlous
detalls of the campalgn in Madagascar. le
sald that the expedition had been misman-
nged, but that the bravery of the French
troops and the conduct of the General in com-
mand wers unexceptionable, The truth was
that France did not have s proper coloninl
organization. The democracy might rely that
the colnnlal forces would be organized in future,

The Chamber, by a vole of 420 to 50, ap-
proved the tovernment's declarations,

M. Grousset, Republican Hadleal Boclalist,
moved that the late Minlsters be Impeaclied for
conceallog the truth regarding the condition of
affairs in Madagascar, and demanded urgency
for the motion. By a vole of 417 to 4¥ the
House rejected the motion,

Cabinet. Thedddlarafion created great excite-
ment, and a stormy scene ensued,

The Depaty allnded to denled that he had re-
celved any offers of money or that any pressure
had been brought to bear upon him to Induce
him to withdraw. Nevertheless, Slgnor Crispl
demanded that the Chamber order an Inquiry
fnto the allegations made by Signor Barsellal,
and the Premier's proposal was referred to a
committes of the Chamber for exnmination.

Now the fact s that the two are widely
divorgent; they ocoupy two utterly different
plancea; one will not say that one plane {s much
loftler toan the other, but slmply that it is off
In another direction.

“Tristan * makos a tremendous appeal to our
intellectual faoulties and to that which Is fun-
damental and rogged in man's nature, while an
opera sich as * Traviata” for instance, ealls
gpon our intlmate sympathios, tenderness,
pity. and gratifies our rense of form and beanty.

Thoe comparative effoctiveness of two such
widely divergent schools must depend largely
on the temperament of the individual listener.

Bome demnand fof thelr edifieation the purely
mental, others the purely sensuons in art, while
s Lhird clasa is fortunate In belog able to enjoy
both qualities,

But there Is one grave fault lo all of the Bay-
reuth master's Inter dramas which surely even
bin most ardont partisans will nos deny—to wit,
their unconselonable length.

Binge art should be Impresslonistic, not
microsconle, but Wagner insista in dissecting
every thought, every emotlon to {ts atomlie polnt
and leaving nothlog to the lmagination of the
listener. The result Is long, wearlsomo talk
between the charscters before any really
dramatic situstion Is reached. This wonld be
quiite proper and natural in actual life, as
climaxes in the world of every day are not often
reached without prellminary thought and dis.
cusslon, but on the stage, conclusions shonld be
Jumped at and not worked out like problems In
mathemntios.

Granted at once that * Tristan and [solde" ls
a truly great and marvellouse work—so are
Homer's *[Had," Milton's * Paradise,”" and
Dante's *Inferno,” bnt there are few people
who have attained such dizzy heights that they
will sit content for four hours st the end of s
bard day's wark perusing these great eples,
How much less should they be expected to do so
when the situntion s complicated by the Intro-
ductlon of the musleal element. Lot the shade
of Wagner arise, cut **Tristan " down one linlf,
and leave the world a work whiclh, in i own
domain, can defy eritlelsm,

As things are, the best way to truly enjoy the
musle-dramun I8 to close your ears to o large
part of the declnmation, which conveys no
meaning, unless you have every word of the
text, and thon devote your entire attention to
the tone painting of the orchestra, which illup-
trates with wondorful skili the whole inward
und ontward development of thoe atory.
