ING BUT SPAR.

A FPew Moro Men Put to Work, but Not
Much of & Bhaowing Mads-More Lively
Work Likely To.mnrrow when New Jobn
Are Hiarted-No Sympathetle Hirikes,

Oonsldering the fact that yesterduy was an
fdeal day for outdoor work comparatively few
men wore al work on the bullilings afected by
the housesmitha' strike. If that can be taken
aa an indieation of the possible outcome of the
housesmiths' str/ke It means that It willbea
wailing game on both sldes. It showed for one
thing that the employers are having s harder
time In raplacing the strikers with non-union
men than they avidently antioipated.

It sppeared from yestorday's developments

that J. B, & J. M. Cornell and Milllken Brothers

place thelr prineipal dependence on the houses
amitha getting tired of the strike and returning
to work an soon as the money In the treasury
of the unlon shows signs of giving out. No
plgns of an inclination to stampede were Ap-
parent yesterday, and the strikers, on the whole,
Judging from the small success of the employurs
in manning the bulldings with non-union mon,
appeared to have had the advantage. The
atampede of strikers who had beon employed
by Milliken Brothers 41d not materialize. Pos-
aibly about twenty more men at the outalde
were employed on the Slegel-Cooper bullding at

slon at 222 Howery. Ile was at work on Lhe sec-
ond ntory of the lron framework.

Waverley place, who lost his balance while

A gang
of fifteen appeared at Lhis place in the morning
and were engaged for the bullding at Brondwa
and Prince strect, The strikers gathered aroun
and followed them at a respectful distance until
they saw the new men and the agent who en-
g them board a street ear. Hefore they
went to work someof the new men were cap-
tured by the arguments of the strikers, Ac-
eording to I'resident Lary of the Housesmiths'
and Hridgemen's Unlon none of the fiftecn
went tv work.

Tne Hoboken ferry's ricks and houses occupy
the space between plors (new) 43 and 44, North
River. The White Star Company has the use of
the north side of the Pler 44, but cannot use the
south side on account of the ferry.

The Dock (ommissioners think that such a
tax woulil be manifestly nnfalr and would put
an unjust burden on the cormmerce of this port,
Tho lessecs alrondy pay s fulr rent to the city,
nnd In addition tothat a clause Is Incorpornted
in every lense whereby all such property at the
terminatlon of the lesss reverts to the eity.

ALBANT, Nov. 27.—By n de#lsion of the Cours
of Appoeals, Justice Peckham writing the opln-
fon, It has been definitely determined that if
any sncloty wanta to perpetuate the memory of
a person who ia dead by erecting a monument
appropriately inscribed to him, It may be done,
regardlora of the wishes of the surviving relns
tiven of the deceased person. This declsion waa
made fn & case that was, It s sald, unique on
the oourt calendara of the Btate,

Early in 1801 Ernest Curtls, Allee Donlery,
Francea E, Fryatt, Emmna B, Marsally, Lillian
Isancs, Ellzabeth H. Phelps, and Annle
C. Lawson, members of n voluntary un-
incorporated  associatlon known as the
Women's Memorial Fund Association, pros
