The hard ground made it diMeult to met under
the ball in the lron plays, and pounding with
the stiff clubs on auch onylelding turf was a
puvero atrain on the wrista. The roogh ground
was the only drawback to the sport, for the day
wns clear and pleasant, desplte the ocold, and
the competition between the leaders was closs
to the end, There was a large attendance of
woll-known Btaten Island socloty persons In the
pretty clob house on the Old Clove road, but
many of the conspletons members of the Rich-
mond County FMunt were absant.

Flghteen holes were played, two clrounita of
the nine-hole course. The course Is on a stretch
of grase land, nsed as a pasture in summer, and
sach fleld Is bordered by trees, rall fences, and
clumps of bushea. A brook is a barrier to three
of the putting greens. The hilly country ls
also cut into ditchen and gulclies at places, All
these natural hazards make the linka, which
are 2,070 yards in a straight line, a very diMm-
cult coursa to play over.

Only elght handed In full cards, althongh
twice that number faced the first tea. The win-
ning card was handed in by Albert E, Paterson,
the well-known bowler and batsmnan of the
Biaten Island Cricket Club. He has played inn
number of gnlfing compotitions this season, but

never won first place before. [lis eard showed
good avernge play. the worst mark belng an
eight. In playing for the hill-top hole, comini
In, o was in the oup in three, equailing the
record for the hole. aterson's drive brought
the ball over the creat of the hill and within
forty yards of the hole, A earefolly played
lofting lron stroke brought the ball well on the
putting green, and he holed out by an easy put,
Armetrong drove {nto swnmpy ground, plny-
tng for the first hole, going ont. This put an
eight on his eard, and, In the home hole play,
on the same round, he played off the line into
the bushy hedge, which also made that hole an
elght. ® WhAs on the green in two for theslxth
hole, eoming in, but poor putting made the
hole n four, when it should have n n three,
The rldges formed by the frozen turf made
putting very dificult for all the players, Park
made an oven score, with Lhe exoeption of the
Lmne  hole, on each round. Going out he
played over a tres on his brassio stroke, the
necond_ from  the tee, and the ball waa
lost. On the second round he drove from the
tee into the guleh. He played hack with »
niblick, the ball Ianding on ice, A clock shot,
from this smooth lay, was weil played.
