floor was the first person up yesterday mornlDI
Mie awoke n few minutes after 0 lcloek tIMa tins stove and warm some milk for her

There evidently was sometnlng wrong with
b the gas font wont out suddenly after bnrnlni-

illtnly tor a couple of minutes bho did not
however notice a smell of smoke and as
was nothing to excite her suspicions that then
was n Ihci In the house she returned to bed
Fifteen minutes Inter the cook who had Rot up
went down stair As n her custom she flrs
went to thn collar to rnke down the furnace

On opening tho door leading to the cellar she
was driven back by a volume of smoke and
flame nnd ehe rushed up stairs crying Fire
Fire I nt the top of her voice Mrs Meredith
and hei dnughtcrlnlnw and the other two
tervnnts lard her screams and jumped onto
bed but tho Key Dr Meredith who occupied
tha beck bedroom on the Second floor by him
self remained sound asleep until his wife ran to
his Kldu and roused him

Already the smoke was pouring up from the
cillnr and some of It hal reached Dr Mere
dlths room It was a trlnlmoment for tim
Imperilled family and all felt that thorn was

not an Instant to bo lost
No one thought of clothing In the emergency

Almost simultaneously with the escape of the
family Into the yard the engine tram Hcrklmur-
Mrcel arrived and In less than five minutes
the two other neighboring engine companies
were ut the spot It was due to the excellent
judgment of Night Wntchman GalUsher em
plojcd by the American District Telegraph
Company that the firemen were able to re-

house and M they ran toward It he started to
tile nearest signal box and sent out an alarm

The lire proved a troublesome one to handle
nt first The flames spread from the cellar
to the parlor hoer and ate their way up stairs in
the studding of the wall Within twentv
minute however the fire was got under con ¬

trol and the fnirlly were able to return to the
room on the lop floor No damage was done to
the brkabrac books or pictures and 1000
will cover the loss-

U IIs believed the fire started by the melting of
I lend pipe joint in a ens pipe near the meter by
hu heat of the furnace and the Ignition of the
scaping gas This certainly would account for
he failure of the gas too to burn Dr Mere
llth possibly owes ills life to the promptness of
