many of them are chironically in a state of funk,
When the weather gets a bit rough another lot
get seaved, and when the fog whistle beglos to
hoot there are anxlous faces, nsually, peering
over the rall,

Now, fog is.dangerous, bnt rough weather,
comparatively spenking, ia not. There ts more
dnnger of colllsion, which is the worst thing
that enn happen at aea, in fog than at any other
time, and may occur in apite of the itmost eare
and watchfulness on the part of ofMicers and
crew, But it is extremely donbtfol If the rec-
ordncan show that any llner ever foundered
when the primary canse of the hocldent was
tempeatuons weather. Popular bellef ia afl the
other way, and when Capt. Frederick Watkina
reporied at this port at the close of & winter
voynge from Liverpool a few years ago that ina
burricans in mid he had stopped the en-

1f a demonstration of theability of the modern
passenger-carrying  oceangoer to withatand
rough weather needed a demonsiration It conld
biave found several in the Inst few years. Thers
was the accldent to the Parls, when with three
compartments fall of water she rode out astorm
and got into Qoeenstown with everybody safe.
Thero was the Spree, which went through a
friglitful storm, with the tail shaft broken and
the nfter compartmenta filled. There was the
Umbrin, which lny for a week with her nose
Lield up to the winter gales by her sem anchors
while her engineers patched up the broken
thrustshaft. Thers was the Ema, which lost her
screw and drifted around for ten days befire
she was towed Into the Azores with all on board
sound and frell. And there was the
Gascogne, Iast winter, which got {ibto
New York elght dnys overdue, having been
vt in the worst storms @f & particularly stormy
senson, and not under control for & week be-
cnuse of n broken platon, These things lend
forte to the statement that most of the frights
whicli the passengers on the big liners get every
winter are trivinl or causeless. Every time a
ship gets In and reports any such experience as
La Champagne reported Ianst week it Ia certain
thnt the passengers will spln yarns to thele
friends nshore which would put an able sailor-
mun to the blush, These things also lend polnt
to the story one of the most popular Captalans of
a big Awerlean liner sometimes tells when a
good friend visits him in hils room tp on the
bridge deck.

REAPPEARANCE OF THE DIVA ON
T THE OPERATIC STAGE,

Enthawinem Over Her Retnen After Fonr
Yenrs of Retlrement—Muceenas of Johann
Mirnuss's New Opereita * Waldmeloter,"

aince Lilll Lohmann was heard for the last
time on the operatio stage, Toward the end of
Mossra, Abbey & firnu's first Itallan season
at the Metropolitan Opern Honse shie was taken
Hl=#o serfously, In fact, that at the time grave
fears wore ontertnined that she wotld nover
bo alle to appear agnin.

art of bel eanto nbundant material for its dis-
play. A few bars of the opening recitative
and of the “Casta Diva," sung with all the
wonted beauty and nobility of tone, sufliced to
demnnstrate that Lilll Lelunann |8 ns much the
groat artist to-day as she was four years ago.

RITUALISTIC IFXTREMLES.

Comments by a Churchmaon on a Charch
Conseerntion lno This Clty,

The Rev. Dir. John Fulton of Philadelphin,
editor of the Church Standard (Eplscopall, has
this to say in the current issue of that journnl
regarding the ritualistic fervices at the conse-
cration of the Church of St Mary the Virgln, in
this clty:

“@in the cighth day of the present month
grand ceremonial service was lield in New
York at the opening of the Church of St. Mary
tho Virgin, It was celebrated In English nud
according to the formulns of the P'rotestant
Eplscopal Church. It Is eald, and we bollove
with truth, that every infraction of the express
letter of the rubric was sedulously avolded ; nnd
yet the ritual was distinetly  Roman, It
might falrly hiave been calivd n brachy-cephniie
ceremony, Many Hghis blazed upon the altnr, and
o mitred Hishop nrd priests in many colored
vestments took thelr paris in a ceremoninl
fumiline at Home, unknown at Canterbury., The
incenss smnked, the gong sounded, bow-
Ing=, crossings, genvflections  were muide,
and the preacher. In an eloquent diseourse,
exulted that the anclent heritage of the C'hurch
hadd been restored to tho falthful. st least inthe
Chorehi of St. Mary the Virgin, To the average
Amerlean churchmoan (it was all very strange;
to many it wns ghorking: to some, humillating;
to the student of ethrology it was curfons, For,
after all, it oneshould sk how deep the thing
whns, the answer would probably be that {o one
reapect it had hardly noy depth at nll, Most of
the peaple by whom and for whom that elabo-
rate ceremoninl was  prepared  differ very
slightly. if at nll, in their fundamental mllx}luus
bellefs from their brethren, let us sany, of St
Hartholomew's or St Gicorge's,  They slmply
represent the nge-lone ceremaninl tendencies of
the brachy-cephalic or ghort-headed typo of the
Arynn race. 5o long as there nre short-headed
people among us In this country, we suppose
that, In religion as In other things, the brachy-
cephnlle nature may be ecxpected to exhibit
ft=elf. It is not likely to prevall extensively, for
the short-headed people are in the declded
minnrity. The long-heads, with their keener,
eolidor, more Intellectun]l Protestant tondenclios,
are lnrgely In the majority, and the great hody
of our peopls areof that ortho-cephalle consti-
tution which shares to a rensonible degroe the
tendencies of hoth without gelng to the ex-
tremes of either,"

THE NEW WOMAN IN AFRICA,

Revoll of the Siave Wiven of Polygamons
014 Men In Gnbonn.,

Viear-Gieneral Le Roy, head of the French
Catholle Mission In the Afrlcan tercitory of
Ginlinon, describes In a recent fsane of Le Corre-
rrandant anoteworthy socinl revolution hronght
about by the misslonarics, The Viear-ticneral
found slavery under sevoral forms existing in
the territory, and undertook to micigate it where
1t conld not be atonceabolished, He established
rotrents for slavea and persons liable to be sold
intoslavery, and in soms instances even com-
pensated Lhe ownera of the refupees,

There wna one specles of slavery, however,
that wus too widespresd to e treated In this
fasblon, and this was the alavery of women
owned by vpolygamous husband«, The Palio-
nina, an important tribe, do not enslave inen, be-
enuse male slaves are not easlly kept In subjec-
tlon, but polygamous sinvery was recently gen-
ernl nmong them. Girl bables were sold iuto
slavery from birth, passed from hand to hand In
payment of debts, and In all respects trented age
chattels. A glrl baby wos not nmaong the Paho-
nins, as among many savage tribes, an unwel-
come newcomer, but was regarded asn valuahlo
addition o any family. Giirls were more or less
valuable In  proportion to thelr streagth,
good looks, doeility, aod the Hike, and thelr
quunlities were openly discussed In the market
with no sign of embarrassment wpun the part of
thoss eum’lnz fun the traffle. The object In lifs
amung the Pahonins was to have enongh wives
#0 thnt the ‘:uuumr might live at snse and In
plenty without work. The old and rich were
mnlnlfl equipped in this rnrnl-d. but the young
and the poor were often wifeless. Out of this
condltion naturally grew the habit among
polygamous husbands of hirlng out their wives
to young men and poor men. Hard bargaine
were driven, and the woman was often taken
back to be hired ont claewhere at a larger
price. Insoch a soclety, of course, old women
were regarded with eontempt, and treated with
extreme neglect.

Viear-tieneral Le Moy thought long on the
vroblem of polygnmons slavery, and at Ienﬂ}\

]
African converts shared the views of white
Christlans as to slavery and polygnmy; o few
chiefs were won over, and then the priesta went
atong the young savages preaching revoit
agninst the monopoly of wives by rich old men,
The slave women themseives were approached
and urgmnd to strike a blow for lberty and a
chiancy to marry L{olmg husbande. The slave
women were urged to organlze o genernl sirike,
torun nway:in fact, to make slavery nn un.
comfortable institution for the plave owners.
Meanwhlle the misslooarles theeatened the
hardened old alnners of the tribe with a general
ri:mlm of women and young men, to be led by
the fatners themselves,

Whoen the Viear-General belleved that tho
tims was ripe he called n mass meeting of the
tribe. The elders of the FPahonins came nlone
with those of the Hengas, and theso grouped
themselves on one side shtlo the young and
wifeless wen held their eouneil an the other
slile, Near the latter, beneath an navenno of
ornnge trees, wers the slave women. 'The Vienr-
Gieheral then mounted the stepa of the minsion
house and hnrangued the people, openly urging
h? nrguments that had nirendy been used upon
ndividuals, The young men were grestly
stirred.

“Letus go," they orled; " thereisland ennugh
elsewliere. The missionaries have become our
fathers. Let us leave these nld men todle in
their shame. After having had ail the women
at their fervion they will not have one |eft to
weep nb their tombs. What dv we here? Let
us go to fournd a pew tribe”

Somo of the chiefs already won over con-
ferred with thelr fellows, und the result was
thnt the alarmed old men unanimonsiy signed
a project of lnw praotically abolishing polyg-
amous sinvery and providing for the punish-
moent of any person that shall sell n girl ngalnst
her will,  The law agreed upon also forblds
other barbarous practices, and provides that
the people shall rale thelr grounds in commaon
nt seed timoe und barvest in order to make up
for the loss of slave labor, The law has been
etiforced agninst the rlehest chief of the Hen-
s, who nftor he had sold n girl of seven years
ntoslavery wos made to pay a fine, the girl
belng at the same time Hberated, This was all
decreed ot an assembly of the tribe,

This law hns been promulgated at three of the
mission statlons, and thus far has worked well,
but there are nthier forms of alavery in the re-
glon that ure likely to be more dificult to eradi-
vate than polygamy. T'he applicntion of the new
code Ix not possible In Komo, where the Paho-
nins arestill open cannibals. Here, however,
#lxly young people of thie tribe hove beon gath-
ered into a religlous communlty, and itls ex-
pected that working trom this nucleus the
r‘_riu-ln mnf Le amble to mitlgate slavery in

THE ACADEMY OF DESIGN,

A Emnll and Pretty @Gond Exhibition of
Palntings,

About 800 pnintings were sent In for exhibis
tlon at the show of the National Aeademy of
Design thint opens on Monday., A fow more
thitn 400 were aceopted and nung. [f the really
pood things alone hiad heen selected, without
roferenee to the innlienable and ancient righte
of the neademicinng, the eollection wonld bave
Leen oven smniler than it s, However, baing
compnratively small, It {8 so much the more
ngrecable.

A pratseworthy novelty Is the hanging of bus
five paintings in the corridor, that ll-lighted
gallory which is erowded nsually with plctures
that elthor merit thele obscurity and therefors
shoulil not linve been hung at sll, or, belng
worthy, are blighted because they cannot be
seen.  Unfortunately for first impreasions, the
five pletures that now formn part of the deos
orations of the corridor are not very Interosts
{ng, nod the fine blg rug that adorna the frierse
nbove the doorwny to the north gallery Is quite
na beantiful and as Interesting as they,

In thé sonth gallery tho place of Lonor {a he 14
by three paintings by the Inte George Inness,
fino exampies of his work, It I8 true, but somes=
what surprising exhibita ina current ehow of
what {8 supposed to bo the year's work.

An impression gained from n general survey
of tho galleries is that the collection 18 an avers
nge one. It §8 not distingnished in mny sense by
tho presence either of works of especial lmpors
tanee or of palntings In an " adyaneed" mane
ner. The disintegrators of eolor, known somes
times as impressionistes, are not atrongly In evi=
denhen, and the genernl effect s therefore loss
sunahiny and less high-keyed than usual. There
{s n cortain sobriety in color that {8 restful, and
perhiaps as nearly trie ns the extrems nchlove-
ments in the opposite direction. A good deal of
gerious work is In evidence, and some, on the
other hand, that is pretty foollsh. The paintera
of gpome of the voor things have not achleved
the right that les alons with the dead, to have |
nothing but good seld of them, bue thelr dul-
ness  protects them from eriticlsm, They are
not Interesting,

Among the works of familiar exhibitors, the
men who have nehieved standing ns painters of
skill and taste, there are some representative
examples of ndmirable painting. Mr. Moran's
*Fort Pond Bay, Monlauk," and his tivo or |
three other works are fine examples of his re<
markiuble skill ns a palnter as well as of his fine
fancy aml splendid color sense. Mr. Minor is
well represented in several rich and poetic can- !
