MIDNIGHT CONFERENCE BETWEEBN
COMPANY AND BTRIKERE' AGENTS,

Moth Bides Mald to Have Made Proposi.
tions—President Welsh Hsawes a Card
Binming Labor Agltators for the Striko
—~Mecenan and Incldents of the Week.

Priranmrenia, Deo. 29, —For the first time
since laat Tuesday, when the strike of the mo-
tormen and condustora of the Unlon Traotion
Company began, peace and qulet to-day relgned
in the atreeta of Philadelphia.

This was due to the decilllon of the 1raction
Company to maks no attempt to ron any of lta
oars to-day. Hince Tuesdny the polloa fores of
the city has been on duty almost continuonaly,
and the lnll in hostilitiea to-day afforded the
mon & muoh noeded rest.

The strikers held a long mesting this after-
noon behind closed doors, and the probable re-
sult of this meeting was seen to-night, when s
commities representing the strikersand ofMolnls
of the Unlon Traction Company held aloag con=
foronce at the oMees of the company.

At midnight the rosulit of this conferenoce in
still In doubt. The strikers weore repre-
sented on  thelr ocommittes by President
Mahon of the Amalgated Assoclation of Bireet
Hallway Emplovees, Chairman Luts of the
Etrikory' Executive Committee, George Chancn
of the Typographical Unlon, and George GrMth
of the Christinn Lengue,

When this eommitten prensnted itssif at the
offices of the company the traction ofMicials re.
fused to recognize Mr, Mahon and Mr. Luts,
and they remalned outslde while Mr, Grifith
and Mr, Chance confoerred with the rallway

peoplo,
A proposition waa lald boefore the traction

officiala, and this was met by a counter proposl-
tion, A long discussion (ollowed, and at 11:90
the strikers’ commlittes returned to the strik-
era’ hoadquartars for further instructions.

John Lowber Welsh, Prealdent of the Unlon
Tractlon Company, who has been reporied sa
belng the man who has stood In the

way of nll attempta at arbitration, throngh
his absolute refusal to recognize the Amalga-
mated Associatlion of Strest Ratlway Em-

A NOTElL BURNED

Many of the Guerts Driven Out In Thelr
Night Clothes Into n HMeavy Ranin,

BONENECTADY, Deo, 22.—The Twomey House,
a four-story brick hotel an Krosl nvenus, In
Hotterdam, not far from the General Electrie
Company’s plant, was completely destroyed by
fire at an early hour this morning, and the oe-
cupants, about thirty-five in number, barely
eacaped with thelr lives, James Foster, a guest,
In whose room the fire started, was rescued by
employeer of the hotel, He waas unconsclous
and terribly burned, but will recover. The fire
was disooversed at 3 o'clock, when Edward
Scutter, the hotel bookkeoper, was nawakoned
by smelling smoke In his room, which was
directly above Foster's. Eenller gave the
alarm, and all of the ocoupanta of the
hotel, Including the wservants, who roomed
on the top floor, escaped. So rapidly did
the flames apread Lhat the ocoupantia of the
bullding wers nunble to save any of thelr valu-
ables, many escaping In nothing but thelr night
clothes. A heavy rain was falling at the thme,
and ths condition of the unfortunstes, thus
turned almost naked intu the wet and cold, wan
pitiable, and kind-hoarted nelghbors throw open
thelr houses, and the wet and shivering men
and women were taken in and cared for. A fire
ongine from this city was taken to the scene,
but the hotel was burned to the gronnd. The
loss {s estimated at $50,000, The bullding was
Insured for $10,000. The hotel was new and
thoroughly modern,

“The Insurgenta of Zeltun attacked the Mus-
sulman village of Mehil, killed and burned two
mon, five women, and three ohildren, and car-
ried away the cattle and other property belong-
ing to the Inhabitants, the survivors of whom
fled to Kensun., With the exceptlon of Zeltun,
perfect order relgns in the whole emplre."

THE RERLIN IN COLLISION,

A Hole In Her Blow as the Resnit of an
Accident In the English Channel,

Pryuwourn, Deo, 22.-The Hritish crulser
Blake arrived hore to-day from Chatbam. She
reports that while off Portland, at & o'olock
this morning, she 1 n large at named
Berlin, which signalled that twe of fier boata
bad been searching for three houra for the
British bark Willowbank, bound for Glasgow,
with which the Berlin had been in collision,
No trace of her could be found.

The Biake afterward saw an empty boat be-
longlng to the Willowbank. The Berlin had a
hole In her bow. She procesdad up the Channel,
Those on the Blake could not say whether or
not the Berlin was the steamer of that name
belonging to the International Navigation Com-
pany whioh sailed from Antwerp for New York
yestorday. and was reported Lo have pasaed
Dover to-day.

SovrmAMPrTON, Dec. 22,1t Is known now that
the veasel that was in colllsion with the Wil-
lowbank was the International Company's
steamer Berlio. She passed Hurst Castlo this
nfternocon. bound for this port. She had salls
over her bows, evidently for the purpose of
keoping the water from entering the hole for-
ward. Bhe was hove to Inalde the Neodles, and
this mccounts for her delay in entering the So-
lent. A pllut and two tugs have left here to as-
sint her In,

The Willowbank had a erew of thirty-nine
mon. They were all raved by the Herlin, which
munt have founa them aflont after speaking the
Blake. The only life loat was that of the pllot
of the Willowbank, who went below to get hin
clothes. The vessel went down before he had
time to agaln reach deck,

THE STEAMER ALICIA AUNK.

HBeat to the Hottom by a Colllsion—Five
Fersonn Drowned,

Loxnow, Dec. 22.—The British steamer Allcla,
from Middlesborough for Bilboa, has beon sunk
In collision with the DBritlsh stenmer Netley
Abbey, from Lonsdon for Blyth. All the people
on the Allein, with the exception of five who
were drowned, wefe rescued by the Netley Ab-
bey.

Counditions Undor Which Japan Consented
to Fvacuate It,

B1. Perennsuno, Deo, 22,—The Viadivostook
correspondent of the Novos Veremya asscrts that
the conditions under which Japan evacuated
the Lino Tung Peninsula were, in addition to the
payment of the agreod Indemnity of China, that
nelther Rusala, France, nor Gerwany should be
allowed to ocoupy that territory after its evaou-
ation by the Japaness, Chins was also to walve

the right to cede It to any other power, and was
to declare Tallen-Wan a freo port and open Fae
Tung aud Teku-Shan to international trade.

FIGHTING IN COUBA.

At 0 o'clovk to-night the gauge read 2414 feet,
while Thursday morning it was only 23 feot,
Meagre reporta, due to breaks In communiea-
tlon, show that the flood covera the Misslssippl
Valley from the lowa line to Calro, 111,
