The audience at the Hroadway on Mondnay
might was ominously sllent for & moment. Then
It broke Into lnughten loud and gennine enongh
to ahow thint wo are rapldly becoming equal to
the most advanced London humor. Thers wers
othier lines of the same character, bLut they
ot the same endorsement. In one Instancy
the school teaclier says that she hins several
unen frionds who will seoe to it that she doesn't
Wo ntterly to the good. There are, of conrse,
wtrobches of dinlogue unlightensd by s bright
polnt, but it seomsnt Jests that this is proferablo
ta the humor of our Iater vaudeville farces in
wilch knock.about acrobatics wers the ehief
fingredient, Like all of these Lonidon pleces,
" An Artist's Model™ In free from vulpgarity.
‘Home of the words are Indellcate, and Its at-
moaphere is filled with the Nippaut sugrestion
and immorullty of smart London life, but it ls
Dol vulgar. Ita women wear thelr gowns well
mnd the men get Into thelr clothes an
though they were accostomed to them. This
I+ mot true, however, of the uniforis
«of the chorus, which, contrasted with those
of * Her Excellency,” nro worn with very little
wrace. But the guwns of the women are lovely,
and of such tasteful workmanship In color and
design that it is romarkable to ses so many and
put find one that Is a fadlore. There Lns never
been snch o woll dressed Lurlesque company In
New York, and the clothes are firtunate enoigh
to be displayed ngalnst two admirably painted
backgrounds.

The actors were obviously nervous on Monday
might, and there had evidently been too little
aehearsal.  This retarded the actlon of the plny,
‘which did not end until within o half Lour of
midnight. Three-quarters of an hour of the
timo ean readily be dispensed with, and the
elimination can best begin with the long intro-
duotion to the first act.

Butit bhas no such comedinn
as Mr. Grossmith and his thres nssocintes, In-
cinding Mr. Wright, and the danecing In this
latest piece is not to be « red to the d s
in “Tho Shop Girl" Fred Wright, Jr.. 1s the
only dancer among the roen, and the women are
not so expert as Adelaide Astor mnd her cou-
rades. The music of “An Artist's Model ™ fs
betler, vastly beteer. than that of “ The Shop
Girl" and that Is an important feature not to be
overlooked. 1t was the unsatisfactory music
of “ His Excellency” which withheld from
that opuera the share of the sucoess that the md-
mirable libregto and Its eapable performers de-
served. That was a mmmnf of singers ana
scotors that wae practically Taultless in fts work.
‘t-.\l arie Tempest and Hayden Coin had come
Back to New York in their original parts in

Ar. Avtist's Model." the results of the firet
xlur‘.nmnnro would have been very different.

@ rie Studhinime Is an ncceptahle substitute for
Lerity Lind: but Mliss Turr;gur. aud Mr, Cofin
were not so happily replaced.

The firat native effurt toward the new musical
Plays bas not yet found acceptance. although
the nuthor of * A Stag Party " bave not lost
bope of makiog the plece successful, A § Pot-
fer enys that its fallure on the first night was
watsed by the system on which the plece was
written. Mr. Nye's lines were substituted far
eituations, and it was proved that this is pot
possible in a play. The chinnges in the picce up
to date have eradicated the vulgarity of 1t, and
Maris Dressler no longer sings the song nbout
the rooster. Miss Dressler s an exceptional
olover woman camedian, and those who are not
ruther pained by seeing femininity degraded for
1he purpose of buffoonery are doubtless amused

“*by her. But she's not the person, despite her

cleverness, to rob a song of any of it volgarity,
and the nuthors of the piece had probably not
reckoned on Ler share o the effect of the song.
There are some original bits of bLusiness in the
Pperformance Lhat are amusing, and the finale of
the second aet, in which the wild shooting of
Alrc Harrison covers the stage with his vietims,
fs uot only new but really laughable, After Lis
bus shot several peuple A row of young men in
knickerbockers enters from one side, and o
wingle shot Iags the whole line low. The bear
sinnce is mraceful, apd ever slpoe the heifer

dnnced In “ Evangeline " this style of thing
bas pesn popular. There s unlimited oppor-
tunity for specialties, and the scene st the
oommencement of the second act, when the
hunters are seated about the ground ut lunch s
sy good B orcasion for stUnts as any plage man-
ager of burlesque could ever hnve devis The
hunters lu green velvet costumes, that are quite
the best inthe plece, are lounging about fn just
the attitude that choruses assume where i hpe-
clalty fa nbout to be revealed. There are other

se userl. Two comic songs, * You Know, You
Koow " and the Spanish dance nnd song in the
Inst nct wee applwided now every evening until
u""l; ure several times repented.

Chere is un under plot concerning the recovery
of somo love letters, and this cannot too hur-
_'rlodlf be gotten rid of. Tlie entirely Incompre-
Lensible appesrance of the three wonien dis-
guised ns wen s one of its features, aod this,
too, In an entirely motiveless scene. Hul far
Irss promising materinl than A Steag Party'’
offurs has already been wade avallable. It hns
aow pretty scenes, plenty of costumes, wnd
comely women, Loule Harelson Is the funny
wrotsgonist, an e hus never been more nm G-
ing.  Anp entively ngreeable entertainment may

It was sung there last night by
a cast lueluding Rudolf Senlus, Adolf Link,
Paul Siegel, nnd Minnle Lander, aud to-night
Carls Englacnder, already known ns an escep-
tlounlly vivaclous Adele, will take her’ place
in the compuny. It Las been one of the
curlosities of tnste that this work of Strauss
has never  been mccepted here in English
form.

Tho ticket taker
told him to pick it up. e refused. The ticket
taker then charged him with being drunk and
sald their monvy would be refunded at the box
office. This was done

Then, according to Smith, young Hummer-
stein made some romark to him and struck him
in the fmce. He showed tho Magistrate s red
mark on his jaw, which he sald had been cansed

by the blow. Smitn said that he llved In Yonk-
ers and Lad an office at 108 Franklin street.

"1t b6 the first time,'' he added. * that 1 have
ever heen accused of being intoxicated. 1 can
say thnt [ am one of the most peaceable men iu
the world."

"It would have been all right. your Honor,™
sald Hammersteln, “If Mr. Smith hnd taken
my advice and gone away after Lis money had
beon refunded. He would not do so, In the
pregence of nearly one hundred porsons he ac-
cused me of having s liliputian braio. 1 strock
him, but it was only after he tried to hit me
with an umbrelln.”

W, E. SMITH'S COMMUNITY.

T0O BE LOCATIED ON TUHE RANK OF
THE SAICRAMENTO RIVEK.

The Celominta Wil Ohwn fn § ommon, ns
Memhers of n Sioek Company, the Mann-
faeturing  and Agricultural  Eutep ",
While Indivldunily Gwnling Small Parms,

There hias been o ideralile Interest awak-
encd Iately in n new colonlzation schemne for
Americany, whicel, the men who have planned
it say, I8 neither philunthropleal nor comns
murcinl, the lntter word being used in the sense
of large speculative profits, Nelthor is it come-
munistie in the ordinary sense of the word, nl-
though it Is coliperative In a Hmited sense.

The plan Is the resnlt of the observations of
William E. Smith, editor of the *Irrigation
Age," and for two yenrs President of the Nne
tunal Irelgation Congress, and Las for ita b
Jecr, primaorily, thes reclaiming of soecalled arld
Innds by relgation, and, secondarily. the estab.
leliment of agrieultural and wanufacturing
communitles on a sound tinancisl basis, in
whieh the colonists will own Individually small
tarms, aud will own In common, a8 inembers of
astock company, the manufacturing Interests
of a community which will be closely connec s
with the ngricultural interests,

The plan of Mr. Smith 1a the outcoms of a
study of the varloua colonial systems of the
waorld, anil elalins to embrace all their best
polnts, with most of thelr bad ones eliminnted,
The plan, in short, Is as follows: A comovany, of
which Mr. Smith is one of the leadlng members,
gets an option on a large tract of land, A wile
lnge site is cliosen and divided into n number of
plots. OUne hundred of these are of an ncre in
extent, and are to be used for the homes of
the volonists,

The site of this proposed colony I8 the
Ashurst ranch In the Saoramento Valley, In
vorthern California. It I8 a tract of 10,
000 neres, the property of Cam. B, Ashurst,
one of the Unlifornin ploneers, The prope.
erty for forty yenrs was one of the most
fmmous whent-rai=ing ranches in California.
But wheat raising in Californin is belug given
up rapidly on account of s unprofitableness,
and the ranch of late years has been unproduc-
tive because, from lack of {rrigation, no uther
products can be protitably raised on it

The colony is to bo organized on the basiy of a
farm villnge. 1o many parts of Europe, where
smull farms are the rule, the people Lave thelr
homes in cotitral wvillages nnd till the outlying
Innds. This plan was generally adopted In the
very successful Mormon colonfes in Utah, and
in several successful Califorain colonles. For
the purpose of such & village, a central tract of
400 neres has Leen resorved (o the colony tract,
The rest of the land will be divided Into twenty
and toen acre farms for the ase of the colonists,
Each purchaser of a twenty-acre farm will re-
celve, without extra charge, an nere lot in the
village, and those who puroliasg n ten-acre farmn
will receive a half-nere lot. e vll]nro slte
hins been anarked out so that each uf thls clusa
of lots will front on a broad circular boulevard,
which will extend cumpletely aroand the village
site. The land enclosed by the boulevard \l'f]l
be reserved for and all these lots will bolong to
Ltne colony company and be sold for the benetit
01 (18 treasury.

This colony company is another feature of
the plan that s somewhnt out of the ordinary,
It will consist of those who purchase farms,
Each purchaser of luud will have to pureliase
as many shares of stock in the company as be

oes acres of land, A= soun as the colony is or-
eanized it will become owner of the village site
and of Lthe irrigntion sy=tem. These two prov-
erties go with the land, but the villuge site must
be pald for at the sime rate as Lhe farming land,
and npon the samoe schedule of pasients, The
oapltal of the mwnnn;- will thus be used for the
uciuirement of the villnge site, village Improve-
menis, and industrial plaots,  Every colonist
will thus be n stock hiolder, in the ‘!rn;mrlilln his
land holding sustulns tothe total arean of the
colony tract, in the various industiies to bo cre-
ated, ns well as In the irrigntion plaut, the do-
mestic water supply, and elecirie Jight and

wer plant.

be industries to be crented are to be colosely
connected with the farm=; In fact, they nre in-
tended ﬁuh‘ii)' for the disposal of the farm
products. There will be o creamery, to use the
aurplus milk, n cannery for the surplos froie,

a packing house, aud a starch factory for thoe

ﬂgim potatoes,

e most inportant fes ure of the propoved
enlony Is the lrrigation system, upon which,
ul course, the very lifv of the enterprise de-
tﬁ!ldw for without it no sgriculture is powsjble,

Vith the land goes the nbsolute water right, for
the title to tho water appropriation and canal
l{‘:tﬂm goes to the company without churge,
While the rainfall In the Sacramentu Valley is
suflicient for wheat nnd enrly vegetnble craps,
it is pot sufclent for the diver=ifiod farmlng
und Intenstfied cultivation contemplnted, Hy
having irrigation unthl the middie of July, ns is
desired, it will be passible to raise successive
crop of vegoiables and borries, and got the Ligh-
et result in the orchards,

The author of this scheme, wlhen he formed
it, bad in mibod the colgeation of a thrifty cluss
of Americans to the West, where, with a smnll
capital, they could attain u competence, At
the same time there would be formed a namber
of communities of small, prasperons fartiers,
adding to a class thnt constitutes the back bone
of the conntry. A community like the one piro-

ofed hins nlrendy been sinrted in Payette Val-
ey, Idabo. and in the two years of its existence
it Lias rr.n; wred grently, It is estimated thiv a
cnpital of $GT0 is suMiciont to start n famllv in

The prices are placed ut the Jowest
sufe fignre, while the irrigation plunt, villnge
site, domestic water, olectric lght, and power
frunclilses are trunsferred to the poople absos
lutely, so thnt no aue con exact rorponml tribmute
frout their use, Tho colony"will le communlstic
w0 far as the municipadity alone Is coticerned,
Hlu the comtmon owneraliip goes no further thun
