The services began at B p'elock with a very
short ndidress by the Blshop, He based his ree
marks on that first Christmas greeting over
Bethlehem, * Glory to God In the higheat, and
on earth penoe, good will to men!"™ Hishop Pot«
tor sald that If the Christmas season meant
moything it meant peace. It meant pliysical and
mental pents,

*And the dny teaches no more than that"
continued the Dishop, “ It teaches us that we
abiould not only put ourselves In & passive cons
dition and walt for the spirit of peace to desoend
upon us; wo should strive for It. At the Christ-
mas genson, moroe particularly than at any other
time of the whole year, wa should bury animosi-
ties, wo should meet any enemies we may have
more than halfl way, we shonld endeavor to love
those who hnte us aml seek to turn that hate
into a kindred love.

“This In n senson of joy, my friends, joy bagot-
ten of s love which prompts us to make others
happy by the giving of gifis. There Is onegif
that we mny all receiva If wo will. 1t may be s
glift to ehildhood and manhood and it may bea
gift to thenation, It Is the Christmas gift of
Lenven to carth, the gift of peace.” )

After the address, Bishop Potter celsbrated
holy commuuion, asalsted by the Hev. Francis
. Hateman, the priest in charge of the pro-
cnthadral. About two hundred tonk the com-
munion, The music rendered by thoe surpliced
cholr of twenty-clght volees waa the commun-
fon service of Tours, conducted by W, B.
Crabtren, the munsical director of the eathedral.

It waa originally Intended that the cholr
phould sing the Christmas carols at the early
porvice, but the vrogrammo was changed, In-
ptend, the chorlsters went up to Bishop Potter’s
house lnte on Christmas Eve and, just as the
clocks In the nelghborhond of Washington
equare struck 12, torches were lighted and the
choir began the singing of the carols.

good order, A desultory resistance 1a still kept

The latest (Coroan emeute—that of Nov, 28—
may bo briefly described as an attempt by the
taction of the Inte Queen and by other poll-
ticlans who_were deprived of Influence and
position by the supremney of the Tnl Won-Kun
to avenge the murder of the roval consort on
Oct. 8, and to drive the Tal Won-Kun out of
power.

Pho conspleators marched against the palace
in the night, expecting to find nyu!pau:‘!xurn
among the palnce gunrds,  But belng recoived
with o hinll of bullets they fled, leaving four of
their ringlenders In the lands of the guards,
Thero Is one feature of spocinl interest In this
affulr: that s tho participation of forelgners,
ehiefly eltizens of the United States. The dap-
antse, however, petliaps exsggerate the particl-
patlon of forelgnurs,

The Corean Government, at the Instance of
the forelgn representatives, has restored the
Iate Queen's rank snd glven her a State funeral,

Japaness commercial entorprise continues to
show remarkable notivity, nnd something like a
manin prevalls in the stock market. Manufoc-
turing schemes of varlons kinds are projected.
The establishment of a cotton spinning mill has
almost become an accomplished fact. A site
has been purchnsed and the necessary capital
has been subseribed, A muslin factory with a
million yen ecnpltnl hnas  also recelved &
charter from the Government and  will
soon be started In Osaka, If this factlory suc-
cessfully undertakes the production of mousse-
line delaine. a serlous blow will be given to the
fmport trade of Japan, for at present three and
o quarter million yen worth of that staple ls
purchiased from Europe, three millfons of it
coming from France and Germnany nione, As
for the shore market, n geueral rise of nearly
all kinds of seeuritics, averaging nbout twenty-
tive per cont., took place during Novem ber.

The Japanceo Government does nol seem dls-
posed at present to bring from London the large
sum of money Iying to thelr eredit in the Hank
of Englanid ahd representing part of the Chinesn
Indemnity., Some impatience 15 beginning to be
shown by the poople, who think, not without
renson, thnt these milllons might be employed
prnﬂm'm\' inJaopnn, .

There {8 n rumor that the Japanese Giovern-
moent have entered into {;rnvlﬁimm.rr ATTATIRE-
ments with Armstrong & Co., the English firm
of ship bullders and gunmakers, for the es
tablishment of & dock yard and gan factory In
Japan, The Japaness nlready possess dock
yurds whera they can bulld men-of-wir, im-

ortiug the armor plates, &c., from Furope, and
Fhe s alro hive arsennls where excellent weapons
andammunitions nre mannfactured. Hut they
are obliged to depend on forefgn countries for
thelr stoel, and there han long been a strong ngl-
tation in favor of starting a steel foundry In the
country. (ron ls forthcoming In sufficlsnt guan-
titles, but tho deposits hnve scarcely  be-
Eun to exploited, and  Japanese ex-
perts  shreink  from  an uandertuking  of
such  magnitude and  costliness  as  the
establishment of n stoel factory, their experl-
ence not belng yet sufMiclent to warpant the of-
fort. Hence the idea of utillzing the aid of a
great Hritlsh fiem to organize and carry on the
enterprise In Japan for a fixed term of years,
Thoe proposed terms are that 20 per cent, of the
lnbor shoulil vome from England, Ki) por eent,
be furnished by Japan, the Japancse Govern-
ment contributing an annual subsidy, and re-
serving the right to purchase the works it the
end of o cortatn number of years, by which
time the necessary skill will have been nequired,
If this schemo be consummated Japan will soon
bo building all her own shios of war and manus
fucturing lier own armament,

The Tsung-14 Yamen, that wonderful body of
Chinese statesmen, are beglnning to find them-
solves " left” by the timos. Their chief fune-
tion, the management of forelgn affairs, hos
been virtunily transferred to the new Minlstry
of War, u Hoara of six, headed by Prince Kung
ns President.
