triet to mupply the prison with meat. He Lo
talkedd with Superititepdont Lathropat the Gil-
aey Honse in Now York, snd Lnd been assured
thint hie onght to bave al even ohanee with
othier ment dealers In Auburn, Warndlen Stont
el mlso told him that e wias bound by an
agreenient to let Bubeoek supply the prison for
n year, but nfer that he wonld give him
(Smith) m wbow,

Mr, Smith admitted, under erops-exnminntion
by Senntor Brackett, that he and 1L W, Bab-
cock wera rival meat denlors of Auburn, and
thnt he did not speak to Dabeock, Ie had
hoard that he could not furnish the prison with
meat nt any price, and this had infloenced him
tn making the low bids he did. He dild not wish
todrive any one out of business, but he wanted
the prison contrincl.
