SEORETARY NERBERT OF THR BRNO-

The American amataur athlate of the present
Ay In 8o accustomed to have harah things said
and wrltten about him that he has grown callous
to ordinary oriticlsm, Howavar, the latost contri-
bution on the anbject Is not so llkely to pass un-
noticed, as it einanntes from Charlesn Herbert,
pearetary of the Amatenr Athletio Associntion
of England. The writer, who in also n member
of the London A. O, necompanted that club’s
tenm to this eountry last fall and spent severnl
wosks liare during the most aotive part of the
athletlc season, [Ie llstened attentively to our-
rent club gorslp, asked polnted questions regard.
fng varlous athietic matters, and salled for home
apparently quite sntisfled that he hnd thorough-
1y mastered the situntion.

Ho took even more time than Lord Dunraven
to digeat and arrangoe the jumble of facts and
gancies with whicn Lie was surcharged, and the
result Is an extraordinnry paper contributed to
the Polyteehnic MHarriers' (lub fozette and re-
printed In the Spirit of the Times of yesterday's
date, There are ndmittedly agood many home
truths in the article which will doubtless be re-
garded as nows by English readers, but
wherover facts are adhered to nothing Is ad-
wanced wlhieh la not alrendy well known to
thiose Impenched by Secretury Herbert. Those
most concerned hers meem tolerably satisfled
with the existing state of affairs, and for that
reason the L. A. O, critlc may have sorved a
good purpanse by showing the wecessity of some
reform before Lhe matter develops into another
International seandal,

After pointing out as & curlous faot thatno
one has yet attempted to explain what Ia meant
by an amateur (n Ameriea, and admitting that
the term needs n good deal of explanation, he
apparently feels equal to the task, aud goes on
to sny:

“If the recent vlslt of the London Athletic
Clahto the Siates was not exactly satisfactory
to our Evglish pride and reputation, the expedi-
tion has produced one good result, innamuch as
adl our represontatives who took part {n the in-
ternationnl cuntest nt Manhattan Field on that
fatal Sep', 21 are now fully aware of the*sys-
tem wiuch hiolds good In Amerlea for the train-
ifng and preparation of amateur rnnners, and
will thus knuow perfectly well In future what
we have to do to mect the Yankees on equal
terma abould any similsr contest or return
match be arranged,"

He admits the different conditions rendered
necessary by the vastness of America as com-
pared with the little island lie hails from, and
then outlines his firat charge as follows:

“The big cluba, colleges, and others, there-
fore, not only pay the travelling and hotel bills
of thelr representat!ves all over the States and
Canada, but also institute free training tables
and living accommodation for thelr best men,
who are practicnlly keot in board and lodging

by thelr club committees from May until Sap-
tember: at lenst that |s the praotice of the New
York Athletle Club, the most powerfol and
snnat wenlthy of all the Amerioan cluba,

“ do nnt mean to say that thess men are pald
salaries by thele clubs, Indeod, these so-called
amateurs du not appear to have any netund
money pnss from the ciubs to thelr pockets, bt
when o tonr to somwe distant part of the con-
tinent exorbitant travelllng cxpensss are al-
lowed the vompetitors, cnrnlnlf in exroers of
their actunl bonu fide needs.  T'lis Is the Ameri-
can system, and certainly to our FEnglish' ideas
aml under our smateur laws these Amerlcan
athictes are not amateurs,™

Tewining tables aro adinittedly sanctioned for
limitet numbers of men and periods of time
each year by the big colleges, but certainly at
Hurvard, and probably at the other colleges, the
chiosen men at the sapecial table nre reguired to
pay the sume board rates ns their fellow sto.
deuts. As regards the blg outside clnbs, the
governing body ndopted the following resolution
1wo monihs agu:

That it 1s tho sense of the Doard of the A. A. U. that
traloing tables should be abollshed, and aiso the pay-
went of exorbitant training and traveliug expensen,
emd It I8 also the sense of the ril that an athlete
whn has no vialbie weans of support Is oot an
amateur, and that the Chalr appalut a commitiee af
three to formulate such amendment na will cover the
foregolng casen,

Mr. Herhert quotes this resolution and antiel-
pates good results if it 18 enforced. but lin seems
1‘9 think all depondas on the sttitude of the New

ork A. C., nul that little genuine reform can
be expected from that s urce,

In dincussing Mr, Herbert's statement as to
the profits indirectly gleaned by Amerfean am-
stours from cxcess in travelllng and trnining
expepsea, W, B, Curtis, who was Prestdent of
the A, A, U, while the Euglishmeu wuere here,

“Mr. Herbert makes a nerious mistake, and
does great iInjustice to Amerlcan nmnteur ath-
leten when liv siyn: "Wlhen on n tour 1o sume
distant purt of the Continent, exurbltant travel-
Ing expenses ore nllowed thie competitors, cor-
talnly In excess of thelr aciunl boni fide neens,”
Thisstatement Is wholly and ungualifiedly faluwe,
Mr. Herbert would nat «toop to the intentional
ublication ofan utitrinth, atud itis to be regretted
at hisurticle sliovuld ineludea stitement which
ag no fogadpting in teet, attl wust have been
farnished to Ll by some Ignorant or mis-
chievous pereon. The unvaryving practice of
tha New York Athletle Cluh is as follows:
Whenever onv or more nihiletes nre sent to
amen outside of New York clty, the tralner,
he physicul director, the Captain, Lioutenant,
ar some olher oflcer of the eluly, aceompanies
Y party, earries the purse, pays all thoe
s expending ns littie ns possibile, and on his
return submits his  accountk anid vouchers
tn the club's wunitors, Neither when travel-
Yog,when training ot Travers lslnnd, nor at any
outher time, or under any clreumstanees what.
ever, doen any athlete of the New York Ath-
letie Club have a chance to finger wdollar of
the club's funds, or to divert any elub money 1o
his own use. Hin training nnd travelling ex-
penses aro pala hy the club, but Le has no op-
portunity to touch any nf the money,
*I'he practice to which Mr. Herbert objects,
although unknown in Amerlen, I8 qulte com-
monin England, and it does not seem poss:ble
that a man of Lis intelligence, experience, and
official position can be Ignorant of things which
happen every doy and all around him. A laree
rarmnuuu of those Englizh athlvtes whoso nbil-
l{ makes thelr participation desirnble, habitu-
a.ly recelve from the sports cominittees sums of

Jmoney, under the title of ‘expenses’ which are

fur in excesn of the most liberal netual or posst.
ble travelling expense, the overplus being
an indirect payment to the athlets for his ath-
letle performances, e spendsn hnif or n guar-
er, nid sometimes only an elghth or & tenth, «

“Evidentiy, ntlast the American amateur Ia
about to be nlivred from the hybrid cresture of
the past to a genuine {ndlvidunl, who, in wddi-
tion o his ordinary business or avocaton, in-
dulges In nthlotios aea pastime and o nleasure,
and not as the ane sole and serioun duly of his
life, If this will really be the result of ihe Eng-
lish defent, that defeat will not_have been suf-
fered In vain, nod out of Lhe evil 1o us will come
& groat good (o Amerlea.”

The sllver trophles won by Howard Gonld's
twenty-rater Niagara In hor races In English
wnteéra Iast season are now on exhibition at
TiMany & Co.'s, where they 01l an entire win.
dow, The trophies aliown, eleven In namber,
form an extraordioary collectlon for ons yacht
to eavture in aalngle season, yet thay do not by
noy means represent the Ningara's entlre win-
ningn abroad, but only those in whioh the prire
was nenp or other articlo of sllver,

Altogetlier the Ningara participated In Afty
races in English waters last senson, winning
twenty-nine firat prizes, nine second, and ono
third prize, a total of thirty-nine prizea. Many
of the winoings were in the form of money
prizes. Those In sllverware are all In the group
now on exhibltion. It is Interesting to note that
among them are two prizes from the Castle
Ynchit Cop, one a challengn cup presented by
tho Earl of Dunraven in 1500, and won by his
own yacht, the Delrdrd In 18000, and the other a
specinl prize offered by his elubmate and Amer-
lean ropresentative, H. Maitiand Korney,

The most copsplenous and perhaps the most

yachts nro also insoribed, from which it appears
that the Ningarn defeated Eucharia by 8 min-

After an exciting contest Iasting two daya,
EdgarjGlbbs Murphy, the well-known wing shot
and man about town, won the title of amataur
champlon, and ineldentaliv & $250 sllver cup, at
Larchmont yestorday from fonrteen of the bast.
known plgeon aliots In Ameriea, Mr, Murphy,
who, nocording to his friends, has been
shootlng pigeona sinea Noah was a little bay,
killad 02 out of n possible 100 birds, and, after
tying with Charlea Macaleater of Philadelphia
for first place, won the shoot-off at 10 birds
by killing P stratght, Macalester, who ranks
among ths first five wing ahota of ths world,
only killed 0 on the after shoot and won second
place, while J. K. Palmer, last year's champlon,
was third with 60, and L. T. Davenport fourth
with a score of AN,

Davenport, H. K. Wright, and George Work
wero all tied for fourth place, and oa the shoot-
off the former won by killing ten birds to his op-
ponenta’ nine. Murphy, who never tralna fora
conteat, s A natural-born wing ahot, and while
he probably ehicota at fawer plgeons than any
other man in the country, wnen it comes down
to & pinch he can more than hold his own with
any or profesalonal {n the world,

Mncalester, who really agreed todivide first
and second money with Murphy before the
shoot-off, Is & native of Philadelphia, and &
member of the Philadelphia Gun Club, Helan
dead-sure shot. and it 1a seldom he entera a
oontest that he does not earry off a llon's share
of the prize money. J, K. Palmer, who won
third plnce, scored D0 out of a possible 100
birds, e killed 85 in this event Iast year, when
he won the champlonship, and waa a favorite
for firat honora in the betting this year.

L. T, Davenport, the winner of fourth money
on the slicot-off frem George Work and H. K.
Wrlght, Is a native of Glen Cove, L. I, and
probably kills more pigeons Ina year than any
other man in the country. e started off poorly,
but at the end lils form told.

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STUDENT LIFE IN LEIPZIG.

NETHODS OF WORK IN THE GREAY
UNIVERRITY THERK,

Conditions tn Whinh a Stndent from Amer
ton Takes Up Mia Work—In No War a
Bubstitute for Undergradants Tralning

From the Chicago Chromiole.

The American student In a German university
in firat struck by the absence of all that charao.
torizes student life ns such In his native land,
Class  mssociations, athletics, examinations,
dally reclitations, and commencomenta, the
feattres so prominent {n the American colleges,
are wanting here. There are no classss because
there s no preseribed course of study, There
are no athletioa unless the sword dusls may be
po called; the young men are older than thely
American counterparts, and have perhapas onte
lived the spirit of play which largely domf-
nates athletica. Thore are no commencements ,
a8 there ars no classes to graduats. The perl-
odical examinationa in American oolleges are
here represented only by one searching inquiry
at the end of siundent life, when the student
appliea for s degree—a doctor's degres from
Leipaig, that *‘pleasing, dreadfnl thought."

The great majority of native stuadents do ?:i
asplire to a degree at all, but take lectures for
twn or threa years, and then go their way, Bat,
on the contrary, the American student Is gen-
ernlly hore for a doctar's de the only one
conferred by these unlversities,

Three lectures a day will conatitute regalay

turer upon statistics bawailed In a half-hour
dincussion the impossibility of taking an exach
census, nuse some must die and some munst
be born during the enumeration. The German
professor fa o speclalist of the specinlista: his
mind is Inld out on the pigeonhole plan; he de-
lights in reflning a subject until his most zeal-
ous hearer Ix loat In a maze of abstraction. He
begina his course by confining his mbject with-
In a solld wall of definition, carefully excludin
all {rrelevant matter; he thon sets to wor
classifying, refuting, romparine, {llumioating
all with the light of his own (nteilect, until
reanlt s an array of truth as orderly as &
checkerboard, His life work s exhauatively
treat one subject: his business {s to know al
that can be Known about it. He is the auato-
crat of tholecture room, and his utterances are
undlisputed truth to hin hearers,

From tho strict rﬂiime of the Ameriean col-
lego it is u rolief to find that here the univer-
slty imposes no rules of habit or eonduet; the
student in nuswal‘lbgla to no ono for the quantity
or quallty of hls work, or for the disposal of his
time, It fsn m of which he had not be-
fore dreamed. He can absent himself from
loctures for weeks at n time; can remaln asd
{gnorant as he pleases of the work he oame here
to do: can drink and duel to his heart’s oon-
tent, without rebuke. HMis student's card ex-
empts him from arrest by the civil auchori-
ties, nml secures himn admittance at half price
o concer . and theatre.  In fact, lie maintains
a little soverelgnty of his own, pleasing to the
soul of the democratic American, ns well as to
that of the Teuton,

But for the student who hasa d in view
there Is n grand reckoning ahead, for the con-
ditlons of & degree are not lenlent, These con-

ditions are, first, n thorough wastery of some
department of knowledge within the range uf
scademle instruction, then the writing of &
