JEWELRY FROM CLURMEX'S ROOMS
FOUND IN BAITERY PARK.

Weapped In n Club Towel and Dropped In
n Lavatory -A Uaarrel a n Minhbing
Decarred Near the L ory om the
Night of the Rohbery-Two Prisoners,

The rooms of members of the Unlumet Club
who ilve at tho club houss, Twenty-ninth strect
and Fifth avenue, wera robbed on Thussday
night. between 0:10 and 12:30 o'clock, of jewelry
eatimated to be worth more than $1,000. One
catimnte Is $7.800. Strangely onough, all the
stolen goods were in the hands of the polies be-
forn the rohbery had been reported to them.
They were flshed out of a lavatory in Battery
Park. About the time the robbery was discor-
ered In the olub house there waa a row In Bat-
tery Park. nonr the Iavatory where the jewelry
was found later, and n man wus stabbed.
Whether or not thers was any connection he-
tween the stolen jewels and the row in the park
the pollce haven't mads up thele minda,

Among the Calumet men who live at the elub
aro Willlam H. Gillilnn, A, Murray Yonng.
FrancinJ, Paton of the firin of Cuyler, Morean
& Co., bankers, and Josepli 1. Kernochan, The
rooms are on the third and foourth flvors. Tho
doorn were never locked, Thero was never
thought to be any more reason for locking them
than there woulll be for locking one's room in
a private houvso. All of the club lodgers were
out until Iate on Thursday night. Mr. Gillilan
had m party at the Waldorf. He got homo
about I12:00 wo'elock, and It was he who
diecovered the robbery. He had left n wateh
and other jewelry In nlittle case In his room,
This ease had been broken open, and there
wnasan't even & collar bution left. He called on
his nelghbors and told them he had besn
robbed. Thon they looked for thelr trinkets
and found that the thief had cleansd them ont,
tos. It was solate that they let It go for the
night. and did not report the matter even to the
club authorities until morning.

The Invatories In the city parka are cleansd
out every morning and fushied by the foremen
of the park Iaborers, Thomas Cody of 114
Varick streot s the man who does the work In
Hattery Park. Tho Invatory where the Jowslry
wns found was the ons furthest west In the
park., When Cody went to work st 1t there was
two feet of water In it. He pulled the plug to
lev thisrun off. Ina eouple of minutes e saw
what looked like & wad of cloth In the right.
hand end, directly uoderneath the fush pipe,
Cody got his hook to fish the bumdle out, e
stitck the hook in it and hnd It almost ot
when he heard n splash and found that what-
ever had heen In the bundle had disappenred,
The covering came up and turned out to bea
hand towel with the letters OO0 woven in
red on one corner, Cody watehed the water
run out of the trencli. When It was all gone
but & couple of inches heaaw the Juwelry sparkle
on the bottom. It looked o8 If u Joeweller's tray
bind been cmptied into the sink.

He got the jewelry up ou s shovel and took it
to the sub-station of the park pollce, where Ser-
geant Fitzgornld made an inventory, as follnwa:

A gold hunting-case walcli with a gold chaln on
which was a gold locket and gold lead peuctl.

A gola opeoefaced wateh with s gold ¢haln and
heary silver cigar cutter and silver iend peooll,

A gold pla.

The policeman who went tn the Jewelry store
got there just lo time to hear A man rak one of
the clerks for the number of A walch Le hnd
purchased twelve years ago. He described the
watch, and the books were searched. The num-

r was found., [t was the number of the waich
which the policeman had come Lo ask about,

“We have got that watch at the station,” he
sald to the clerk.

**%What ?" demnoded the man,

Then the policenan explained about the find.
The man introduced himself as W. H. Gillilan
and told the story of the robbery at the club,

*]1 guesa we have all the stufl,"” sald the po-
lesmnan, and he told Mr, Glllilan what had been
found. Mr. Gillllan aald he thought there was
nodoubt but that the list included all that was
lost. He wanmaked for the names of the other
losers, He sald he couldn't think of them all,
but Mr. Paton, Mr. Young, ana Mr, Kernochan
were among them.

“Do you think s sneak thisf did the steallog
or wias it a burglur? ™ lio was asked,

“No, no," aald Mr. Gillilan, ** It must have
been done by some servant in the house. It (s
not possible that nny stranger could have gat in,™

It was just ahout thils time that the police at
the Central OMee heard of the robbery. George
M. Dorrance, the superintondent of the olual,
instead of rl:purl.lnf thi case to the Thirteenth
street statlon, twa blocks from Lthe club house,
drove down to Mulberry street to tell Capt,
O'Hrien about It. He deseribed a lot of the
missing jewelry and told the acting Captain
that the rohbery must not get into the news-
papers, The Captain sald he would put men on
the case, and advised Mr. Dorrsnce (o
report the robbery In the regular way to the
Thirtieth strest police,  Dorrance drove up
there and saw Detectives Heardon and Me-
timtre.  He told thew of the robbery ns a great
secret, making them promise notto tell a soul
before he would confide In them. Hefore he hind
fininhed with them the new= of the find in Hat-
tery Park had beon teleplioned to Headquarters
by the park police oMcials, and it was sent to
the Thirtieth strect station.
