The famous cooks of this century are few in
namber, but each has loft a record of his nc-
complishments in the form of u treatise on the
enlinary art. Of these, Heanvilliers fn his* 1'Art
An Colsinier,* Cardme In his ** Maitre d'Hotel
Francaise," Ude, * The French Cook:" Soyer in
“The Gantronomie Regenerator,” Francatelll in
hia “ Modern Cook,' and GanfTéin his * Le Liveo
de Citislne,” have carried wo the utmost limit sl
that I possible In the sclence of epokory.
Beauvilliera was renowned for lils entréox and
roasts. In the absolute perfection of these he
in his time stood alone as the master par ex«
cellence, His book, even nt this dav, offers an
examplo of what ntreatine on conkery shonld
be: moreover, 1t revenls the position of the
ciulinary art at the fall of the first empire,
Carfme Is pralably tlint ook whose reputa.
tlon  surpasses that of  ail his contempo-
raries and  sueeesaors,  Cardmo exeolled In
entremets and savees, [t was satd of him that
it were wished to ent of o gramdfather or nn
elephinnt, lie was the one to prepam the sance te
disgulsa the Anvor of eithier. e dlied before he
hadl completel that part of Lis work relnting to
ennces and entries. Carfme as o writer on the
calinary art Indulged ih romantio elaboration,
This is nttributed to the Influenee of the tine
the relgn of Louls XVII1.  Atthat period sating
and drinking were ostentations and wuolgae.
The King, whose dinner wasnlways one of forty
conrses, was responsible for this, and Cardmo
ylelded to the fashion of the day, probably,
however, through natural  inclination  we
much  wa through oecessity. He  devels
oped a manin for decoration, In which he

enmployed stearine with a lavish hand, Under
this decorative fnfloence he rovenled the skill
uf o renlytor, colorlst, and dreanght=man, three

A wrlter In the Speaker of London calls atten-
tion to the value of conversation at meals as nn
ald to digestion. He says with truth that the
frugal repast eatan in silence is more hnrmful
than a eoplous one enjoved in thoe soclety of gav
and vivaclous companions. He asserts that nn
Engllsh dinner s, us s rule, & funereal rite
of taciturnity, and that his countrymen re-
serve all of this tnlk for the politlenl platform
and sesnlons of Parlinment. Tha writer in the
Speaker contrasts this habit of the English with
that of Amerleans and Frenchmen, who, he

In his latest book, " A Little Tour
In Amerlea” prames tho excellence and varlety
of our food, He focuses his criticlam on the
dulness of our table knives, It Is rare foran
Englishmnn to acknowledgs the superlority of
onr allments over those of his awn country.
That ours are more iumerous, and In maoy re-
spects of better flavor, it I8 only necessary to
corupare the retall market lists of New York
and London, Dean Hole saya that our fish are
not the equal of those on *the other side.”

In the matter
of oysters, what in England are called
“best natlves” are small,  aml eost TH
cents  per dozen, whereas here the largest
nml finer fiavored rell for $1.50 for 4ty or
nhondred, Blue Polnt Americun oysters enst
twenty:five cents & dozen in London: liero the
rame guantity may be had for five renta or less,
Of fish the only sorts nrocurable in England and
not hern ars turbots and soles, As an offset to
these, we have at this season spanish mackerel,
ehnd, smelt, terrapin, green turtle, shivepshead,
pumpnno, bigetish, striped bass, whiteflsh. and
uyster crabs, " There 1= nothing In the wav of
frult, with the exception of hot house pine-
apples, at the command of the English that we
dn not possess, 1o addition we have many sorts
of nopples of which they know nothing, and
numernns varletios of Californin frioic that are
not evxported.
