MARTINEZ
CAMPOS, nt onece conguistador and paclfica-
tor, loyal and chivalrons, erowned with
bhonors and beloved of Sprin, was an fm-
pressive personngee when e mado his ap-
pearance in the isle that was once proud to
be ealled ' over faithful"

He had not iwen long in Coba when he
digcoverad that ho lind to deal with some-
thing more than n loeal disturbance, 1t was
an insurrection that he had to confront, anid
the materinl for it existed in every province
of Cubn. It might turn out to be in truth
a revolution.

He formed plans that appeared to bo
promising; he entered upon the enmpaign
with energy anid prosecuted It with conrnge.
He found that the adversary was strong,
bold, determined, and under excellent lemd-
ership. lna short time the seasuns were
adverse to the success of his army,
though mdvantageona to the insurgents,
natives of the soll, He suffered In-
terference  throngh  the  urgeney  of
the Mudrid puthorvities: he disregarded the
commund to practise sanguinury severities
like those which brought disgrace npon the
Spanish army in the previons Cuban war,
He wounld fight like a soldier, not serve ns i
buteher, Ie held the ndversary at bay for
half n year, overcame him in miany an nc-
tion, and gave hope that triumph wonld
crown his arms, It certainly was not the
fault of his generalship that the patrvietic
spirit of Cuba, stirred by Spanish tyranny,
rose higher than ever betore; thnt multi-
tudesof recruits hustened to join the patrios
army; that tho masses of the native popu-

lation took sido with their deliverers;
that the adversary hwd  command of
agencles  which he could not make

use of: or that a Gengral superior to
himaslf appenved on the fleld nnder the fing
of Free Cuba, The dastinguished Spanish
commander did his pest: fortnne and free-
dom were jgaiiuet Lin. Driven from half the
‘s]nryl,h@ strengthencd the defences of Ha-
knfin, took his stand behind the ramparis,
and defled Maxivo GOMEZ to meet him in
front of them, The wily chief of the rev-
clutionists declined the offer, mounted his
horse, brandished his toreh, sharpened his
machete, and earvied desolation into vegions
where ManTinzz Cavros could not rench
him.
