The Legislature's committes fwhich 1ash week
heard arguments on the subject of a Oreater
New York, for the purposs of gathering Infor-
mation foraction upon the bill now pendlng ad
Albany, continubd the hearing yesterday In the
Court House In Brooklyn. Almost mothing has
as yoi been sald abous the bill lteslf. The many
spoakers have talked oonsolidation, antl.consolle
dation, refersndum, and resubmission, but
they have not talked directly of the merits of
the bill nor of the objections to i&.  Polles Com-
missloner Parker, who framed the bill for An-
dréw H. Green and the Consolidation Commis-
sion, has beon a constant attendant at the sse-
slonw of the committes, but hia bill has been
swnllowed up In Its subJeet or object, and he
linn hieard littio of the instroment ltaslf,

It was after 11 o'clock when Benator Lexow
and his collengues tonk their seats In Part 1V,
of the Supreme Conrt nnd began & soanlon that
wins to o enlivened by some Interesting tilta
lLetween the committeemen and some of the
wpenkors and o day that wns to elose with the
hoartfolt outhnrst of an nutraged Brooklynite
apninst the blundering trusteea of the bridge,
whone worl, e declared, was dreiving his towns.
mn from thelrhomes, Mr, Lexow wans foresd
tilisten 1o an affront to his personal and Judi-
clnl dignity and to lenr his falrness aspersed by
an "antl,” And even his frivnds the consolldn.
thonlsts nllowed one of thelr speakers o taunt
the Rockland connty man with belng a hnyseed,
and the heartless nudlenes lnnghed,

The array of speakers on elther side were
undar thie direction of President Willlam O,
Redfeld of the League of Loynal Cltizens and
Junes Matthows, respectively, and each sido
oecnpled two ponrs,

The frst sponker of the morning for the antl-
eopsolidationists was William.1 . Coombe, 0x-Cone
gressun nod Presldeot of the Manufacturers
Trost Comuanv.  He sald that he did not comn
theen tospeas for the bank,  He did not think
that dmnks slionld take any action In such a
wintter ns s and did vot feel that aotion by
Lok cifieers eould e tnken as the troe indlea-

imoof the feeling of the bunks® stockholdors,

Whe Chole - o you think, Mr. Coombs, that
nuy respeciable bank Prestdent of this ity or
in New York wonlil slgn nany such statement
v vonferencs with their mockhold.
wrs, or undess they felt satisfiod that they were
fnmeeord with thelr stockholders' sentiments?

Mr Coombs i not answer 1o the polnt, 1le
referred to tho lone session of Sonntor Lexow's
corengtion commdttes in New York, and oploed
tat the =stntor could not be pleassd to see that
thot eorruption wasa allowed to go uncorrected,
wr At the thoyeht of uniting Hrooklyn with a
vity where such things were,

“tin the contrary.” Interrupted Mr. Lexow,
“was very much gratified to ses the abllity to
vorrect it shown by the majority that elected

GREAT SOUTH NAT.

Unable for & Leax Time to Menr the
Hhouis of Warning from the Hhore—
BHoats Moon Put Ont te Thelr Ald, nnd
ANl Are Ferried from the Moving Tee.

One of the dangers which the Long Island
oystermon who work through the winter have
to foar In the breaking up of the lce. Groat
Bouth Bay, whore the bulk of the oyster drodg-
Ing Is done, frecres over nearly every winter,
shelterod as Jtds from the Atlantic swell by the
nerrow bulwark of land which hems It In. As
soon nn the lea b A thiek gh to benr
them, the men cut holes In It and " tong out '
the oystars from the bottom of the bay,

Great Bouth Hay HfOlmed about Christmas
time this year. aud for a forinight now the
oyster shipping houses nt West Sayville hnve
had thelr mon working on n five-fnch thickness
of lee, which Is eonsldered quite safe, For the
past few daye the warm weatlier has been de-
creasing this thickness, Ominous romblings
and tremblings served as warnings to the wise
ones,

“ With an esst wind the lee will start,” so the
word went. The east wind came Thursday
morning. 1t waan lively breezo and freslion-
ing. 8till, the ice seemed firm enough, No
eracks showed In 1t and as far as the eyo conld
reach there wasno slgnof & waler spaco in the
fee flield. W. Van Popering's gane of oysrer-
men, who worked pretty well out during the
morning, wers called In shortly before nonn,

*“The lce won't stay rolld the day ont,” sald
Mr. Van Popering, " If yoa're golng to work at
nll, keep In eloeo to shore. "

A little way east of Van Popering’s bullding
are the shipping houses of Frederick and Jacoh
Ockers. They belleved that the fee would hold
through the day, and thelr twelve men worked
na usual, Frederick Ockers himeelf cutting a
hole further out than any of the others, They
had thelr tongs sleds, loe axes, and bars with
them, and Intended doing s hard afternoon’s
work. knowing that the morrow might find the
fes in no condition to bear them. The enat wind

had not risen to anything more thanafalr blow,
nud, though the lco at the wiges of the tloo
was chipplog off under the Latterlng of the
waves, the main surface seemed perfectly solid,

It was about 4 o'cloek in the afternvon whien
Van Popering, who waa standing near shore,
firat heard and then felt o tremendous throb
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nwetg‘ nlong the lce from the east. It didn't
take him thres seconds to resch livnd.

“LCome in, there, and hurey np," Lo shouted,
“Qhe's golig.” All of Lfs men wers within n
few muis of shore, and 1fting tholr tones they
ran tor solid earth, for they, ton, had felt the |
thrlll of the fco under fout, which s HKe nuthing
somnch anan earthguake. Smooth, level iee lny
before them, yet awlftly as they ran the ice ha
opened (rom the shore before they reached (t, |
and the last of them floundered in from breast-
deep waler,

Tﬁen Van Popering lonked ont where (ekers
and bis men were ot work, Evidently the move-
ment of the breaking lee had not reachied them, |
or, if it had, was felt so lightly thiat they took it
merely for a " eettling shock,” for they were
working right shead ns §f nnthu.r bl hinp-
pened, Funnelling his hands, Van Popering let
out a tremendous yell of warn!ng, but there was

a quarter of 8 mile of spuee botween him
and them, besldos which, the east  wind
carrled his shout down  tne  bay,  The
only man who neard It wns n lone pe.

destrlan on & point down the wind, who fm-
mediately took off his cnp and waved L cliser-
fully to Van Popering. Van Popering shouted,
and his men sbouted, and then they all shonted |
together:

*ume In; you're drlfting nwny.” |
The clhorus reaclied the ears of the husy
workers, One of them, Corneiius Utto, put Lis
hand to his mouth and yelled back., They oonld
hear him very easily, the wil being nn nfd to
