times hire a violin: If they Aoally purchose it
the rent in allowed nsna part of the purchase
money, Professlonnl players sometimes hire s
fipe Instrument with the understanding that
the rent shall apply upon the purclinse. he
rent of a violin depends of course upon ita value,

'or $2.800 s month one gets an instrument
wvalued at $50; for $15 amonth, an lnstrument
wvalued at 3800 to §1,000.
