who has repentedly beon reporied to be attempt-
{ng to make hin way back to ths eastern part of
the inland, s atlll somewhers n short distance
sast of tho rallway line running from Havanas
to Batabano,

The rebel leader Lncret ia reported to be near
Jovelianos, in the province of Matanzas, Anto-
nlo Maceo, the rscond in command of the rebel
forcen, entered Mantus, a town in the western
part of the province of Pinar del Rio, on Jan. 23,
He was nocompanied by half his command, Tha
other halt remalned at Kscortine, while the
wounded men belonging to Maeeo's forca were
at Guane, It in believed here that Maceo's men
will ba compelled to abandon Guans and Escor-
tina owing to the activity of Gon. Luque,

The Marquin Apeztegula, President of the
Consarvative party, has resignod that office for
business rensons.

HAVANA, Jan. 22, via Tampa, Fia, Jan. 27.—

arrival of José Maceo and the forces from the
raatern district. They may join him before
thin ia orinted, or within & dayor two after,
Antonio Maceo dildl not turn back to the east-
ward after rerching the province of Ploar del
Itin and meeting Delgado, the ex-bandit, who
iedd the first rining at the western end of the lsl-
and, He pushed on along the south conat, de-
atroying ratlroad snd telegraph communieation,
bt dolng little Injury to crops and towns as far
A= canbo learned,

ithans say that all towns In the province
hiated the white ing at onoe, and that explalne
wliy no towns were burned there, while in Ha-
viann anil Matanzas provinces many were lald in
relies, The city of Plnar del Rlo, capital of the
provinee, did not surrender, as 1t was garrisoned
by Spanish tronps under Gen. Luque, and no
news of its having been attacked has beon re-
celved, Muoceo has had two engagements be-
tween the eoity and Coloma, ita seaport. One
wns on tho 17th, when he surrounded forty sol-
diers and twenty guerrllias under Col. Sanches,
who wera on thelr way to the const to meet the
fiovernur of the province, who was returning

from Havana, and escort him scross sountry to
tiim capitnl, Maceo hnd 2,000 men armed and
moninieil.

The little bard under Sanchez would proba-
hly have beon wipod ont but for the opportune
arrival of nbout 300 regulars who heard the
firlni und went to their wid, The new arrivals
attacked Mmceo's men from the rear, and
toscund what wasleft of the sixty. As all the
wires are down to Pinar del Rio, no detalicd ac-
count of the fight and_the losses Is to be had
excepl Lhnt glven out by the authoritles, which
saysthat Macco's band wos duefeated with a
losn of 300 men.

Twodnys lnter Maceo was attacked at 7 A,
M, while In camp, not more than five miles
from whers the first fAight occured. The troopa
used artillery amd clnlm to have complotuly
dispersed the rebels nnd won a great. victory,
Anthecnlumns of Giomez and Maceo have besn
disperssil & hundred times since they began
their march from the eastern district, through
the provincesof Camnguey, Santa Clars, Matan-
eas, o the western and of the island, it Is be-
lieved that they will get together ugain.

The truth of the matter I8 that the lusurgents

ave not (he arms and ammounition, even it
they have the nerve, to fght pitelied hattles,
And no renl battles nro fought., The Spanish
officers In the fletd, who after duys of marching
thelr weary troops suceeed in coming up with

CHOKED TO DEATH IN BED.

OLD MARIYA PINTE BTRANGLED BY
HER SON'S WIFE?Y

Muarder tn an Ytallan HMome—-Mother and
Young Dnughter-in-Law Hoad Quarrolled
for Four Years—No ©One lxcept =
Finbe Wan na Eycwitness of the Urime,

Bome time dorlog Sunday afternoon Marla
Pinte, nn old Iwalian woman, was wirangled to
death at her home in New Helghton, 8. 1, Cir-
cumntances point very directly to the gullt of
hor danghter-in-law, Antonectin Plote, who
spent the evenlng In the house with her, the
only other porson there Ueing Antonetta's 175-
months-old eblld, Flora. Had feeling had ex-
Inted for aome thine betwesn the two women,
and even the younger womnn's husband belisves
thnt it was shio who killed his mother. Bhe and
thres men who bowrded at the liouss ars now
under nrrest, Antonettn chargsd with murder
and the others held ns witnesses,

Four years ago Carmive Pinte, then lving
with his mottier belilnd his Httle slios shop, Just
across the rond from the New Brighton Town
Hull, met Antonetta Spinella atonesof tho many
Itnlinn plenios that help to make Staten Isiand
pleturesgue inswmmer thime, The glel was thien
14 years old, n marriagenble age for an ltalinn
womsnand Carminesoon establishivd hlmselr as
her rogular sultor. 1t 1s sild that Lils mother
ohijected Lo the courtship and frowned upon his
frequent visits 1o the teusment house ab 110
Mott steeet, whers Antonetta lved with her
parents; hut her objections carrled no welght
with the young man. After a brief conrtahlp
ho brovught the girl to the home on Staten Ixl-
and as his wife, From the first the two women
wore antagonistie. On the one hiund, aixty yeara
bitterly roesented glving over the honsehold cone
trol to fourteon; on the other, the wife felt her
sway nud induence over the huaband shiared by
the mother, and fought for every polnt. Be-
tweoen them they mnade the slisemnaker's
existence one of doubtful happinoss, At
the time they wers mnarried thers wera
faw of their fellow oounteymen In Noew
Hrighton, but the building of the new romls
brought more, nnd to ke out running expenses
tho Plutes ook in boarders.  Lately there huve
beou thres of them, Antonio Paolinl, Maeall
Mulinara, and Lulgl Congeneles, 'U'helr rooms
wors above thossof the family, who slept be-
hind the shioe shop, Carmine, his wite anid the
baby hinving the rear room, while the old wormnnn
used the small Intermedinte huollway for a bed-
room. Usunlly the family and the boarders
sapent the evening togethor in the ahos shop,
where there was roout for all of them to mit
nbout without erowding. Hut for the squab-
bling of the women with each otlior It would
have been s moat peacenblo householl,

Buslness prospered with Plote until bede-
clared that hie woulld take in an apprentice. In
search of one ho came to this clty early Sundny
afternoon,  ‘The three boarders had alremiy
gone away to spend thelr hollday with some

friends. Thus Antanstta Pinte was left alone
in the place with her ehilld and her mother-In-
lnw. It the child were old enoueh to tell what
slhie anw that afteruoon she could mild to the
story of the old woman's death 1ts most vital
chapter, Shea cannot tell, snd har mother will
not. All that the police know certainly is whnt
they learned from Carmione Plnte and the thros
bonrdere,  Paolinl’s story in the most direct,
He suys that he got iome about & o'clock in the
nfternoon wnd gor his fdute o play for littla
Florw, who is very fond of music. He went into
the Pintes' rovm, whers Flora and her mother
werssitting.

“ Where's Maria 2! he asked of Antonettn,
“She'n nsleep In her room.  She's sick, and

o pustn’t speak to her,” wis the reply,
*Dion't go o there.

The mnn snt down and began playing to the
child. Presently o thought he wonhd look 1o
s how the old woman was getting on. So,
while Antonetta's altestion wis oveupleil with
something at the other end of the room, he
apotied the door lnto the intermedinto room npd
looked o, It at onee strick himoas strange
the quilt was drawn_ up over the old wo
face, As he stepped In to pull 11 away An-
tonsttn saw and cried out to him, but Lo hisd
already revealed the face, and the sight sent
him staggering back to the door, cold and sick.
Beforo e conld spenk uwword Atntunetta was
upon him, had thrust him furiously from the
room, and stood guarding the door, her eyes
