ate, Heintroduced nt the close of the [ast ses.
alon a resolution providing for the di=tribution
of the appropriation bills nmong the several
committees, accoriding to the recent practice In
the Hnouse of Representutives,

Arthe Legluning of the present session Sen-
ator Dubols renewed tho contest which hnd
been quletly waged during the recoss, The outs
look wan favorable for the revolt of the " Young
Bloods," and they wero so confldent of victory
that they determined to make the issue last
Tuasday, when they sbowed thelr strength and
sidetracked the Urgent Deflcioncy blll, On
the vole to tnke up the Dubols  resoln.
tion the "Young Blowds" starthl  the
“VYVeteruna" Ly sbowing a& majorlty of
about twenty-five. 'The judicatlons were
thnat the once-powerful Appropriations Commit-
tee was to be shorn of Its great lufluence, and

more, and organized a personal campalgn to
knock out the " Young Bloods,"

For two days snid nights secrot consultations
were held at private realdences, In conmittoe
rooms, and inthe cloak rosm of the Senste, Lo
check the nttack upon the trmditions+nf the
Scnate, and particularly the curtallment of the
power of the Commlittee on Appropriations.
Different arguments were used upon different
Sanators, For Instance, those who are supposed
to be friendly to the Presulential aspirmiions of
senator Alllson were told 1hat the adoption of
the Dubols resolution wounld be construed by
n"‘"f people throughout the country as n prr-
sonul pelleetion upon lowa's candidate for the
Fresidences, That plea had Ita effect 1pon some.
It was also clulmed by the * Veterans' that jo
would be tinwise to triist the appropriation uills
to a lot of young wnd [nexperlenced Senators
who nre not ?nm!] ar with the neads of the pub-
lle serviee, To others it was urged that it would
b construed as a reflection npon the entire Ap-
proprintions Commitiee just rearganized, Lo
take from them at this thne the general nppro-
printion bills, It was further asserted, in oppo-
sition to the * Yonng Hloode," that muny of the
committees, which under the resolution would
huve jurlsdiction over certaln mouey bills, were
not conafructed with n view to passing upon
appropriation bills, but to secure leglsiation
favorable tu the eectlons of the country they
represent, - .

fn the menn time the * Young Bloods" were
full of eonfidence and refused to be frightescl
ot the rumors that there had been severnl de-
reertera from thelr ranks, 1t was not until In<t
night that they realized that thelr large mnjor.
ity was belng tamperod with und might dwindie
further to-day. Srcouts were sent out Lo ascer-
tain the cause of thess diseonraging reports,
and the returns showed that Hacon of Georgia
lind been enptured by the ** Veterans," nlong
with Herry of Arkansas, Burrows of Michigan,
Gordon of Georgln, Morgan and Pugh of Ala-
bama, Paseo of Florida, Sewell and Smith of
New Jersny, Murphy of New York, Voorliees
and Toaeplo of Tndiann, Woetinore of Rhode
Island, and Pettigrew of South Dakola, .

Whien the * ¥Young Ioods " learned that Sen-
ntor Petrigrew had gone over to the enemy
their weath knew no hounds, for they deciaped
thiat ft was h{ thelr influence noil power that ho
wita ussigned to the Commiitee on Approorin-
tions, here was cerlminktion and reerlminn-
tion on both sides, ard much bittorness en-
guendered that did not come to the surfoce, hut
which willl not die very soon, Many of those
who chapged front to.dny wrmJllrdgul o vute
for the Dubeis resolution, and the only way
could he loduccd to go to
aistance of the Apnropristions and  at
the sume Ume preserve the parity  Le.
tweon  thelr  personal  pledges o Senator
Dubols and thelr eonse ences was to decline to
vots outright to kill the resolution, but they
aerepted ncompromise by whlch the resolutlon
went Lo the Committoe on Rules, every member
of which is known to be hostile to the propo-
sltinm.

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REVOLT AGAINST REED.

THREATENED MUTINY AMONG HIS
FOLLOWERS IN THOE HOUSE,

Mnany of Them Complaia that Their Rights
Mave Beon Disregarded or Ignored, and
Threaten to Run the House Themselves,

Wasnisaron, Feb, 5.-A vote will be taken
in the House on Monday at 12 o'clock on the
pending Bond bill, which came back to the
House with a free-colnnge subsiitute attached
nud whileh was subsequently reported back from
the Ways sud Means Committee with the free.
colnage amendment unattached., During the
intervening time, lncluding a night session on
Baturday, speoches will be deliversd by mem-
bers on Loth sides of the question. At the time
the Houee Is taking a vole on the passage of the
bill the Senate will begin the Ooancial Oght
auew, using ns a text Senator Quay's resolution
s wmendedl, recommitting to the Committes on
Finance, without Instructions, the Tariff hill
yassed by thie House of Representatives and re-
purted from the Finanes Committee, by the
combination of the six Democerats and one Pop.
ulist, In the shnape of & free-colnage proposition,

o far the debate in the House has been un-
ustually lively, considering that it 1s but the
thrashing over of ol straw, and the silver men
do not seem to be ut all dismuyed by the fact
that defeat stares them in the face. Dnring the
tuhate on this Hond bill Sereno E, Payne of
New York, the second member of the VWays and
Meana Committee, nets ns Chairtnan of the
Committeo of the Whole, He has apparently
attempted Lo be fair and Impartial, but the sll-
ver men and some on the nther sido of the ques-
tion have been for two or threo days on the
verge of nn open revolt, and the smouldering
fires of discontent, especinlly on the Repulilican
side of the House, have been kept down only by
the most encrgetic work of the peacemikers.
Speaker Heed kuows, more clearly perbapsthan
any other member of the House, that the long
prodicted mutiny among his 244 followers in
the llouse {8 on the verge of eruption, nnd he is

Memnrkable Floera of lockwork

Found In Willlamshurgh.

In the eeliar of an old one-story frame housa
at 291 Central Avonues, Willlamaburgh, a few
days ago, Willlam Schilling, a fresco painter,
who lives with his father, n shosmaker, Ina
house adjoining at 203, camoe across wseven
pleces of cloclke apparatus which it is sus-
peoted are Ingernal machines. Sohilling didn‘t
make his dl ery known to the pollee, but
gave somo of fhe elocks to hin friends. e gave
two to Charles Karpensteln, who lives at G04d
Marey avenue, Karpensteln took one to Peter
Haller, & jeweller al 60U Brondway, Willinms-
bargh, to find out what It was,

Through Haller the discovery of the clocks
became known yesterday. [faller fully belleves
that tho pleces of clockwork are infernal mn-
chinea, minde to wo oft mt any minuie inside of
elght days.

The works of the clocks were serewed on a
heavy iron base, and a lieavy hammor was held
in plece by n strong spring taken apparently
trom a rifle. ‘There nre three revolving dinls
on each plece of npparatus, comprising a day
dlal, hour dial, und o minute dinl.

DIED AFTER HIS ARKEST.

TIwe FOLICEMEN RLAMED FOR
GROCKER DOWLING'S DEATH.

Bald to lave Assnolted Him In His Owna
Hiore, and, Althongh ¥Me Was MNick, to
ave Dragged Him,Contless and Hatleas,
tothe Loekhup- e Died Five Mours Luater

A proaperous grocer named Michnel J. Dow-
ling wan arrested at about 1 o'clock on Monday
evening by Molicemen Gunson and MeMahon of
thio Morrisanis station. They charged him
with attempted felonlous assault. There was n
brulse under Dowling's left eye and Gunson ad-
mitied that he bad sirneck the prisoner with his
fiat. ** Hotrled to draw a revolver on me and I
hit him,'" the ofcer told Capt. Creeden. Dow-
ling was In his shirt sleeves and wore no list.
Ho complained of belng 11 but was locked un.
Hie wife went to the station with friends to bull
hier husband out. but the Sergeant wus unable
to nccept ball becauso of the serionaness of the
chargo.

Mrs, Dowllog told the Sergeant that her hus-
band had only receutly recovered from an
attack of diabetes, and Polles Surgeon Wuod
wns sent for. He examined the prisoner and
recommended his romoval to the hospital, An
nmbulance was sont for and Dowling was taken
to Hurlem Hospital, tut not until nenrly five
hours after the arrest. ITe died there at o
v'¢look Thursday morning, and his relatives
say that the polles are to blame for his death.
The hospital muthoritios say the cuuse of death
was diatetes. ‘he matter will be investigated
at Police Hendgunrters on Monday.

Dowling was In partnershiv with Thomas
Mengher In the grocery business at 1424 street
and Third avenue, Mra. Dowling says that hor
husband gave lier the following account of the
arrest when she saw him at the police station,
and afterward at tne hospltal before his denth:
The pollcemen who arrestod him had spent con-
siderable of the afternoonin n basement just
west of Lthe groeery drinking. Thers is a saloon
on the opposite corner kept by & mnn named
MeMahon, who Is sald to be an uncle of Police-
man McMahon,

There was snow on the ground, and Dowling
had bired o half-witted fellow nnmed Jumes
Edge to clean the walk in front of the store.

Just before fi o'clock the policemen came out
of the bassment and, standing In front of tho
grocery, begin to annoy Edge, He complalned
to Dowling that the policemen ot in his way
wnd would net let him fnish elearing off the
snow. Dowling went out und ordered them to
g0 on about thelr husiness,

Gupron retorted that he was an officer, and
wouldl do as he pleaced. Dowling returned 1o
his store.  In n few minutes Edge ran in with u
second compiaint, and Dowlng told the offend-
ing blueconts that he would make n complnint
ngainst them {f they did not stop their nonscnse.

“Complain nnd e damoed,” was the police-
men's raply,

1t was nearly 8 o'clock then, and Dowling's
piartner, Menglier, boarded o car mmil went home
to supper. Dowling stuod in the dourwny hat-
less mndd contless,

Muenghor had searcely got out of alght when
FPolleemnn Gunson, It s sald, walked up to
Diowling, grabbeld him by the throat, and tiirew
Ll over backwsard on the store floor. Palice-
man MeMablion, 1t 1a further lllvrﬂl. held the
grocor's hands while Guoson reached under the
prosiente man and drew & rovelver out of the
groeer'® hip pocket, Then he struck him in the
tnea with his flst, and the two officers,
putiing the nippers on  him, started for
the pollce  statlon  through the rnowy
streets, Ry this  time & crowd had col-
lectedd. Dowling told  hin enptors that he
hal been 1] nnd that he would pay car fare for
all threw. The crowd protested, it 1s enid, nt the
treatment accorded the crocer, und one man of-
fered Lopay the farea If the policenien wouid
take the man to the lock-up inscar. Theoflcors
refused and mado the sick man walk from 142d
sireot to the palles statlon &t 10lst street,
through the mnd and slash, without elther ront
or hint to peotect him from the cold. He was
elitlledd throogh and muoch exclted when he
renched the statlon house, sod declored that Lo
was seriousiy Al It was about 1] when hie was
finnlly sent to the hospital.

Mr. Meagher corroborates the stary ahout the
two policemen drinking in the basement when
tuey ought to hinve been patrolline, hut the offl-
cors deny Im\'inf boen In Lthe boasement at all
Filue's story of ils trouble with the policeman
and tho nrrest agrees with that of e others,
nnd be adds thint the bluseoats struck Dowling
several times whille they had him down,  Dow-
ling told Lis wife that the pollcomen atincked
him agnin when they had reached 15005 street,
wnd thnt one of them had strock him on the
hacek of the neck.

utlyer excuse for the arrest and beating than his

The flames died out of thelr own voiltion yes-
terttay, and the ragine Raritan sought aeain its
natural course, The people of Hound Hrook, N,
J.who liad, many of them AL least, partaken
freely of ved llquor doring the day, gathored In
the taverns, exchahged exporiences, and dise
vussed at length the ovents of the preceding
twenty-fonr hours. The leading tavern keopor
apparently expressed the unanimous opinfon of
the pommiace when he said:

“ Hgosh, 1= the hlggest day Bound Brook has
ever smw, It (s, b'gosh.”

The truth of the motter was that the twanty=
foar hovrs preceding Liad constituted that sorg
of n day thot"s & gond denl more agreeabls to
Iook back on anid review than it ia to paes
throtgh, for while slx feet of water rushing
through the streets doesn't necessarlly menn
thodning of a vast amonnt of dmmnge, ohe
wonld naturally bo mueh more comfortable If I8
wiansn't Lhere.

Then, agaln, the apisties of the new jonrnale
Isim had decrecd that this ol should aweep
away and k1100 prople, They wersso confldens
that that decreo would be obeyed by the sles
ments that they printed as news that It had
already hanpened, Tt surely Is not much of &
wonder that the people wers more frightoned
than they had ever oeen before, though the
daoger they wero in wie not great, Ono man
drowned, one church and ono lumber yard
burned, snd two or three bridges parct)y carried
awny s a falr summary of the daninge done by
the finme and flood,

Hound Brook (s thirty-onn miles from Now
York. The Lebigh Valley and the New Jorsey
Central rallronds run through it.  The Hoyal
Blug line tralna of the Central, the Reading,
and the Baltimore nml Ohlo rosds braoch off
there for the Philadelphia new line.  'Tha Rarl-
tun River runs through the middle of the town,
and there are thren Lrooks, each of them abous
the size nud {mportance of the Hronx River,
in New York, One ls Middle Brook, another
Bound Brook, and the third Green Hrook, ‘[here
{s nlsio p branch of the Rarltan Hiver, known as
the South Hraveh, Two of these brooks and
the South Branch of the river empty into the
Raritan above the town., North of the town ls &
range of wountaios which shied water in great
volume when there s a considerable storm,
This water tinda Its way to the brooks and the
river, and It Is not an uncommon thing for the
IRaritan to rise seven or eight feet and overflow
{ts banks above the town. Put the banks are
lifzh through the town [tualf, and it takos s
very exceptibnnl storm to overflow there,

Thursduy's storm was one of these exceptional
ones. The brovks first broke thelr bounds early
in the afternoon, and the waler from them bs-
enn lowlng toward Pound Brook viliage. As
the storm continued and the water rushed down
from the mountslus in graat volumes, the river
itself ross and overflowed near the moutha of
the brooks, This was In the nelghborlood of 8
o'vlock In the afternoon, and n very little while
o fter that the water began running through the

streots in the lower partof the town, Thetracks

of the New Jersey Central Railroad are only &
little higher than the main street of the tlown,and
leas thian half an hour nfterward the water had
rlsen to the level of the tracks and brgan to
overfinw them. Tven then Hound Brook peo-
ple were improssed only enouzl toray to each
orher when they met: " Well, velghbor, it's
sloppy weather, nin’t fe#**

ut the water, once staried, rose rapldly. AS
the end of an honr it wes a foot and a hall dsen
in the wtreets and on the rallrond tracks, and 1t
was rushing and roaring like n_milirnes toward
Gireeubronk, which Is on the other side of town
from jddle Breook and Bound [irook, and
which had alrendy overflowed Its banks, The
depot platform was wfloat, and the stores, the
entrnnces of which were on m level with the
street, were rapldly beine flooded, Then the
Bonnd Hrook people wers satisled that the
fluol of 1882 when the wnter rose to four feek
in the sireets, was to be repepted, nnd those whe
were near thelr homes took to them as they
hed on the former ovension, while those whe
weore hiandy to the public houses took refoge in
them. Alltraffo on the Central Iiailrond was
stopped hecause the water wis rushing so fast
that there was great danger that the teacks
would be undermined or um-rt nway, and if
anything of the kind happened {t conld not be
scen. The water rose another foot and n half
the next hour, and another the next hoanr, so
that at Bu'clock It wns Hive feet deep in the
streets and was up to the tops of the coutitors i
Lhe stores,

wey Alpaugh, the leading merchinul of Lhe town,
