This fa shown In his
eollection, now on view at Mr, Ortglea's Fifth
avennoe nrt gallerles, nnd which his executrix
In to sell on Wednesday evening next. What-
ever In to be sald of Mr, Rutten’s taste in selecte
Ing paintings for his gallery, and from the pres-
ent atandpoint that I8 not very moch, it muet be
ndmitted that he probably pald enough for what
ho got. A faw yeara ago nome of the names In
th'!s eatalogue wers names to conjure with, but
now, in somn cases, there Is none 8o poor to do
them reverence,

Tt is trae LhAt there are many more or less
notable names represented In the catalogue, but
in some cases the works are of o very early and
unformed perfod, and In other csaes they nare
but memories of painters who have passed,
Among the nartists represcnted In the Rutter
collection nre Roussenu, Daublgny, Dinz, Dupré,
Jacque, Knaus, Max, Renreyer, Van Marcke,
Gidrdme, Vibert, Zamarols, Escnnarn, Casnnova,
Kaemmerer, Jacquet, Kanfman, Wahlberg, and
Towlmouche, Of these, perhaps Van Marcke (s
the only one at all worthilly represented in his
" Laudscnpo and Cattle,” which has a cortaln
atmospheric effect of light and alr, together
with what Is known as guality.

Tho Dinz, “Path by the Edge of the Woods,
Fontoinevlean,' Is n harnl, colll, nnattractive
canvas, anil neither of the Danblgnys, * Morn-
Ing ut the Beine’ or the * Landscape,' are what
wonld be called repr atlve exa of the
works of this master of the pleturesque. There

in his popular manner and la rich in color sa
well nn vigorous In actlon, and by Kosos there
Is n very delightful little “Chlid's Head,” The
*Sheep In Stable,” by Jacque, |8 & pretty good
Instanceof his caraful trontment of shenp, while
the fligure of the shepherd standing by the door-
way of the old barn Ia rostie and real, *The
Violin Piayer,” by Zamneois, Is a eabinet ple.
ture In his pollshed and characteristic manner,
wlhille the * Reading Bocoaculo,” by Casanova,
two grinning priestn poring over the book, how-
ever expresalve (L may be, Is n valgar travesty.

“Tuhe Country Dacrister,” by Vautler, In a
characterlstie #tudy of an old man walking
through nnautumn woixl, and both the figure
and the landscape are interesting, There are
two or three plotures by Giabriel Max, of which
the *Nydia"™ s perhiaps the best. ** Medita-
tion,” un hend of a very pretty but not deeply
thoughtful yonng womnan, would s fine but for
its Inek of color. Of other pletures In this some-
what miscellancous collection the " Orlental
Ecene,” by Gérdme, If original, as there ls no rea-
non toquestion ita being, must have been painted
In his childhood; the * Discarded Bougnet,' by
K »r, 18 ch teriatic; Ferrler's " Ju-
dith" is rieh, even gaudy, In color, but wholly
Incking 1u character, and Vibert's * Pompelian
Lady Fishlog" Is painfully dry and hard and
detatled, It is not guite possible to tell how
many strands there are I the fishline, but this
in the only detall of texture or accessory thiat is
slighted.

Aubert's * Cupldon en Mnarchand de Miroir™
is lovely In color and sentiment aud graceful In
composition and drawing: In fact, 1t in onenf
the gord things In the collection, but the Herne-
Belleconr " Lo Coun do Canon ** is monotonous
and lifeless In color, and the several exnmples
by Toulmouche are hopelessly uninteresting.
There is apretty face, “Femnalo Hend," by
Jacquet, and snother, "“Hend of a Girl," by
Vautier, that are agreeable, and the * Moun-

EOUNDARY DISPUTE AT WEST I'OINT.

It Renembles the Venczueln Case, Except
that Unele Mam K« the Land Grabber,

WesT Poist, Feb, 7.-A boundary dispnte,
snmething Iike that In Venezueln, has arisen
hetwern West Point and Highland Falls. Thoe
United States Govornmment s the nlleged land
grabber in this case. Many years ago the Inte
Enmuel Parmenter, a surveyor, ran u line be-
tween the Giovernment lands at West I'olnt and
tho properties of the adfuining owners in the
town of Highlands, Tvmight be ealled another
Sohombnrgk lno, as [t was nn ex parte proceed-
ing, anthorized vy the Giovernment, but never
recogulzed by Highland Falls. The Govern-
ment marked Its bonndary with cannoa posts at
various points. The disputed territory 19 mostly
woodlaaod, aml beyond mmrking the line ahe
Covernmont did little else to Indicate Ita owner-
ship. As tho adinining owners sold conslder-
able wood to Unele Bam, and ns heo was a good
customer in other ways, they (ld no more than
protest against the " grub' until recently, wlen
an incident ceenrred somethiing lke the one
which brought the Venwzuelan qnestion to n
erisis,

Mr. Jolin Adolph, one of the adjncent owners,
went out one day and cot down & few chestnnt
teeea porth of the Parmenter ine. The Govern-
ment immediately served papers on him charg-
Ing hlme with trespass, Mr, Adolpl elnlmed
that the trees were noton Government lnnd, but
on hisown, and he had a deed to prove 1. The
Giovernment, on the other hanid, ciaimed all the
Innd up to the Parmenter line, nud took the

care to the United Htates Court. Mr, Adolph
Fuys thot the Government has no titis to the
land, and he traces hils own title back to the
originnl English uatent,  Mr. Lewis Mliller,
from whom Mr. Adolph purchazed his land, hins
como to tue iatler's nasistance. William Lowls,
another wlineent owner upon whom the Gav
ernment lias, a8 alleged, enoronched, fs also
supporting Mr. Adolpl, and 8o nre others who
hnve suffered from the Governments Innd grab-
bing. They have appolnted a " Boundary Come-
mission* in the person of Sarveyor James I
Kirby of Newburgh, who lins recently o
searching the * archives* in West Point, High-
land Falls, angd .\Ibnh{.
