The notice which Health Commissioner Em-
ery tasusd on Friday to church authorities and
olhers in Brooklyn who have the control of blg
bells and thelr ringing Ia causing o Jot of
talk, Dir. Emary called attention to the city
ordinance prohibiting the ringing or tolling of
suoh bella at fanerals without a permit from the
Board of Health, and the ringlng or tolling of
them at any time to tho prejudice or peril of
the life or Lealth of any human belng. Innd-
dition Dr. Emery requestad that no bells should
be rung befors 7 A. M., and in localities where
it 18 known that thers ars Invalids to re-
striot the ringing In the day time to the strik-
ing of & faw strokes only upon the bell,

Dr. Emery eald yesterdny that he had re-
colved complalnts regamiing the bells from
many quarters, and that the Ingpectors of his
departmont hud found a minority of a very re-
spectable size amoni the people In general who
wors annoyed by the bells.

HEWITT ON RAPID TRANSIT.

HE BAYS TRE BROADWAY TUNNEL
SCHEME IS NOT FEASIBLE,

Thisks the FKievatei Roads Mhonld Be
Hirengthoned and Thelr Fossibiilitien Do
loped 1o the U If & Tannel Is to

Mo Made Eim Mirest Is the Plases for I,

Buprems Court Commissioners Coudert, Gel-
shoneti, and Shorman, appointed to take evi-
dence whother an underground raflrond should
bo constraoted in accordance with the plans
adopted by the Rapld Transit Board, met
aealn yesterday morning st 250 Hroadway.
The first witness was Edward J, Rice, who was
recalled, He In the statisticlan of the elovated
rmilrond. In reply to Laywer Archibald Mur-
ray the witness sald that during the month
of January, 1800, 373,700 passengers wers cars
ried dally on the Third and Slxth avenuo lines,
The number of tiains operated dnily between
the houra of 4 and 6 1. M. was 152, witha
maximum soating capasity of 30,480, Me. Rice
sald that the traina could accommodate R76,-
020 passangers with seata any day in the year,

The next witneas was ex-Mayor Abram S. Hew-
Ite. Ho was examined as to his views on unders
ground rapid transit, based upon his [nvesti-
gatlons ma nmomber of the lioard of Exports
who Investigated the subject. 1o sald thiat he
favore] the Elm stroet ronte Instead of liroad-
way, and gnve ns onoe of Lis reasons the fock
that the building of the rond under Brondway
would require the tearing up of Broadway to
such an extent asserionsly to {njure busineas
on that street.

"“*The Hoard of Experta,” sald Mr, Hewlitt,
“eonciuded that thirty millesa an hour could
Le obtalned with stations half & wile apart.
The motive for chiooaing Broadway as the more
proferable route was that it was salid to be the
line of central trafMe. The reason why 1
favoared, and still favor, the Elm streot route
fa becauss that street will have to be recon-
structed and widened, and thers will be un
necessity of having recourse to underpinuing
and the shoring of bulldings whilch will involve
extra cost, Hroadway is only 400 feet from Elm
street, and I still beliove that the bulldine of
the road mlong Brosdway would cost far in
oxcess of $50,000,000, Whila 1 wasa Mayor
I remember Broadway was repaved. and, owing
to the decadence In buslness durlng the prog-
ress of the work, 1 regarded [t as an intoler-
ablo nulsance. The then Commissioner of
Tublio Works was Gen. Newton, whe did all
in his power to compel the contractors to Linsten
the work, andthe objections rnised by the
merchants along Broadway were brought to
tho notice of the enginesr. If the route ia
constructed along Broadway business will be
entirely obstructed, and it will take somo time
to recover.

*The questlon of underpinning bulldings
along Broadway 1s one of great lmportance,
and involves cost of which no englneer, In my

opinlon. no matter how great Lils professional
capabllities may be, I8 capable of giving an
sthinntion. The width of a four-track roa

along Broadway fs, and must be, more expen-
sive and dangerous to bulldings thauy asimiinr
road alone Elm street."

Mr, Hewltt then sald that the enst of bulld-
Ing the pro road along Broadway was an
unknown ﬂ:mtltr. This waa shown Ly the
fact that the Leglslpnture woas asked for $5,-
000,000 o cover contingencies,

**3r, Booysmith, L believe,” eontinued Mr,
Hewitt, *"hns testified that no serious danger
to Brosdway bulldings would arise during the
construction of the road. I myself have had
too much experience with englueers 1o say that
auny opinlon could be neeepted ns relinble, The

*“*The most of the diMenlty, hnwever,” con-
tinued Mr. Howltt, *which exists to-day and

may Lo Uonting anbout In the darkness on n eap-
pized bunt or n piece of wreckago, In ite
eimplest  prinelple consists  of  two hell-
mouthed sound recelvors, plaersd one on ench
klilo of w shoet of wmetal or other materinl ex-
tonding sotnn distuiee in front of the recolvers,
A tube from the left-hnnid sound receiver 1y
placed at the left enr of the person operatin
he cophone, wd & tabe Coom the richit-linnd
receiver at the right ear.
