ment fit the erime.”” The result has beon that
the averagoe Justlos of the peace stands in whole-
some dread of Mr. Labouchere's notice, and spite
and prejudies which often masqueraded as
English justios have s more limited scope than

., Tormerly in the petty courts of the country.

More recoently Mr, Labouchers lias under-

"gaken to deal In similar fashion with those

smong the oMolal ropresentatives of the Church
of England who In varlous outrageous ways
saoceed lu dlsgraocing thelr clerlonl oMcos and
in bringing the Church ltself under derlslon
sod disiain. The record of meanness, bigotry,
oruelty, and Intolorance printed week by week
Is appalling and revolting. Probably Mr. La-

" bonohere would say that his object in exposing

the weaknessos and offences of many of the
slargy of the Churoh of the Btate was more
to cure the abuses specified than to arouse
& meneral popular revolt against religion
and the Established Ohurch. Bomething In the
nature of the latter effech, howeaver, s belng
produced, and, as Mr. Labonohers ls a strong
advocate of disestablishment, he probably does
not regret the general inflnence of his crusade,
Almost any unprejudioed observer w!ll grans
that Mr. Labouchere's attack is amply josti-

‘fled. The olerey of the Church of England are

inferior as a class to the membera of any other
profession in England. The men of bralns
among them are far fewer {n number, propor-
tionately to the men of brains in ths pulpis of
the United Statea, or the men of bralns in the

'mon-conformiat churches of thia conntry.

Thia, indeed, {s no longer a controversial atate.
ment. England boasta that her civil service
system s far purer and superior to that of the
United Btatea; that eapacity duly demon-
strated and certified s the only open sesame to
publio oMes. Perhapa, But capacity isthe last
detall taken Into consideration In the assign-
ment of & " living" of the Church of England.
There Ia only one other polnt that Isof such
trifting consequence, and that is the wishea of
the congregation over which a clergyman {s sont
to presids, It happens as often as not, there-
fore, that the newly appointed vicar of a parish
plunges at once into s sharply conteatsd politl.
cal campalgn with his own parishloners, Take,
for inatance, s typleal case which I happen to
bave knowledge of In the sontheast district of
London. The ground landlord of aimost the
ent're parish ls the Ilaberdashers' Company of
London, one of the old surviving trades compa-
nies which control still the local government of
the clty.

The " living " of the parish In question wasin
the gift of the company, and after much schem-
ing it was obtalned by the present wicar. Ro-
liglon s Lis trade, llke that of many other time-
servers (n the Eoglish Church, and he s far from
being In sympathy with [t. A large majority of
the churchgoers didn't llke him, either spiritn-
ally or intellectually, nor did they approve of
Lils management of parish affalra. Bou did that
disturb the vicar? Not a bit. It merely made
it necessary to take a few simple measures for
keeping the mnajority under. Tl vicnr dealres
to have the vestry In symuathy with him. The
vestrymen are slected by the congrogation. So
when the time came the vicar, whnse aathority
in abwolute In the matter, called a parinh meoting
for the cholce nf yestrymen to meet at 8 o'clock
in the morning. Moreover, be sent notice of the
mesting only to his few friendsin the parish.
They met and chose a vestry to the vicar's
Iiking. The next year the anme thing hapoened,
only the meeting was summoned for 10:40 at
night, and the majority of the narlah accept tho
sitoation as something so hopeless that it s not
sven worth while to vroteat.

If the spiritual Interests of England wers In
no worse or less competent handa than theso
wae shonld hear nothing of the protests which
Mr. Labonchere s chronifoling in his parsons'
plilory. When a rector of the Church of Eng-
land, for Initance, prosecutes s lady member of
his parish in the pollee court becuuse she robbed
him of his perquisite of hay from the parish
graveyard by cutting the grass on her sister's
grave, even the gorge of long suffering membera
of tho Established Church rises a little,

Burlal seanduls, by Lhe way, are very common,
eepecially In country pariahes. Thua, last week
Canon Houghton, vicar of Hlackley, oMelated
st & tuneral in the parish church and nlso at
the interment intho cemutery haif A mile awny.
It mo happoned that a lndy who boad been unable
to attend tha clhiurch gorvice Joined the mourn-
ars at the grave, This, It seems, was in violation
of one of tho vicar's arbitrary rules, which for-
bids anybody belng admitted to the comotery
who had not attended the whole service. Hather
than suffer his preclous rule to be Infringed,
this arrogant clerla peremptorily refused to go
oo with the service at the grave unless the lady
withilrew. Bhe natnrally, out of respoot for the
feelings of the bereaved family, left the ceme-
tery.

Thesa and many other things, week by week
and almont day by day, are preparing the way
for the abolitlon of the Chorch of Fngiand as
the State religlon,

It is both astonishing and amusing to note
what great significance attnches to trifles In the
present strained condition of European polltl-
cal relatlons, Two entertalning Instunces of
this iave oceurrcd this week, On lust Monday
a #olemn despatch from Constantinople ap-
penred Jn oo Londun newspaper setting forth
that on the provious day, when the Hritish Am-
basendor's yocht Inmogeno roturned from s short
trip, It was found that the buoy to which the
bunt was usunlly moored hud been appropriated

by the German ship Lorelel, The Cap-
tatn of  the German boat  apologlzed
for belug there, but explained that or-

dors from the Germun Embassy compelled
him to remnin, Now this was very serlous In
the view of all on board the lmwogens, This
partloular buoy had leen used Ly the British
for twoenty vears, und to he deprived of 1t nnd
by n German, became o matter of gravestim-
‘port. Bothe alplomatie machinery was put at
work, It was first Aiscovered that the Turklsh
authorities had, for reasons best known to
themeelven, nasigued thin buoy at this particular
time to the German lwat, There were pleoty of
other buovs, and thers was no necessity for n
ehange, though 1t was declded the actlon must
be simply o pleco of Impudont annoyanes to tho
Britl=h Ambassudor on the part of the Turklah
authorities,

Ste 'utllp Currie was willlng to Ignore that
partof it, for the Turk 1en't supposed to koow
any better thinsn to Lie nasty In such aggravating
ways toward the people he hintes, hut dares not
openly uilront, lut the netlon of the Oerman
Embinssy, In lending lself 1o thint sort of thing,
and In becoming the Instrorment of o putty insule
Ao Great Hreitudn, could not be lgnored,  In th
opinion of the Britlsh Ambassador it wos n vory
sorlous matler, 1t wins o cnse for nrbiteation,
and the representatives of three great Kuropean
powers  [tussin, Franes, und Iy woere called
In, When this stage was rescliod the Turks
wore dellghted, They began to bellove that
tholr little plot for upsetting the vaunted * con-
verl of Kurope* lund succesded.

For four days Furope was left Iln suspense
about the outcomwo of this new crials. “Then
oatio Lo welrtome news of one mors triumph of
international arbitration. The three Ambassa-
dors hnd succvedod in heallng the now bresch
between CGireat Hritein and Germany. The Kal-
ser or hils representative bnd backed down, Tho
Lorelol retired and the lmogens remained in
proud and uodisputed possasslon oI Ler original
Luoy,

The secord incldent is of an even uraver cliar-
epber, and It Lns to do with the relaitons of Ger-

many and Franca, There has been & good deal
of talk In both thoss countries recently about
the recall of M., de Mandat de Grancey, the
French naval attaché st the Derlin Embassy.
Notlce of this recall had besn glven m day of
two before Lthe Emuoeror's reception In celebra-
tlon of the twenty-fifth annlversary of the
founding of the German empire, and the al-
thelid was under orders from his Ambassador,
80 It in snid, to leave Berlin withiout attending
this reception, The emperor, howesvar, sent M,
do Mandat de Grancey a personal invitation ,and
Lthe latter appenred In the reception hall vory
much to M, Herbette, the French Ambassa-
dor's, astonlshment. According to the ourrent
version of the inoldent, the Kaiser wentup to M,
dn Mandat de Grancey soon after hils sntranoe
and eald to him, In A volee Intended to be heard
by ail who were near:

“What {s this, Monsleur? You bhave asked to
leave lHerlln without notifying the fact to me,
I am nstonlshed at such a proceeding on your
part. Ilave you, then, any reason to complaln
of your stay hoero¥**

M. de Mandat de Grancey explained that he
had been recalled without mny applioation on
hin pact.

“Yeory well,” replisd the Emperor, “1 ahall
mention this to your Ambassador, and shall
scttle the matter,"

The Emperor then erossed the room to whers
M. Herbotte wan standing and sald to him that
he regarded the recall of M, de Mandatde
Grancey with disfaver, the more 8o that he had
not been conaulted In tho matter, This was ex-
traordinary conduot on the part of the Emperor,
and especially as it was pretty well known that
the French naval attaché was not on cordial
terma with Lis Ambassador. M, ITerbette was
visibly angry, but he replied to ths Emperor
after A moment in & manper both cold and
dignified:

1 thought proper, your Alajesty, to ask for
this recall, as I mean to remain master in my
embassy, as yon are master In your emplire,"

The Emperor turned on his heel withont &
word and did not speak to the French Ambas-
sador agaln that evening. Two days later came
peremplory orderas from Parls for M. de Mandag
de Girancey to report to the Minlster of Marine,
and thenes he was sent to Clerbourg, Lleut,
Buchard, who has bean deslgnated to snceead
bim, has not yet'gone to Herlin, where hila recep-
tion ia regarded as somowhat problemnatical.

Prof. Rdntgen's great discovery 1a not the only
new marvel In photography. Homanlty, Indesds
I8 belng roshed from one novelly to another In
thia branch of sclence with & rapidity which I
bewlidering and which for the moment has
made prople credulous of every wild talo that
galns the dignlty of print. Europe hesltated for
a few days over tho appalling announcement
that Prof, Balvionl had robbed us of all privacy
by providing an Instrument which ensbled the
human eye to plerce every obetacle that might
be opposed to its searching gaze, Ineredulity,
it provesa, in In waln. Like military sclence,
which, when a new gun or projectile la invented,
promptly turns to providing a more efMcient
armor plate, so soclety at large must now search
fur the priceless defence of privacy —a material
that Is absolutely Impervious to Rontgen rays.

But thore Is uothing sinleter about the discov-
ery to which I wish to eall attention. It isa re-
port from the Berlin Photographic Club that
photography In natural colora (s & fully accom-
plished fact. Rumors about the system used by
Dir. Selle uf Brandenburg have already been
circulnted, in fact the process ls not new in
Idea, but It was only this weok that the full re-
sults were axhibited and explalned. Dr, Selle
basos hia process on the three primary colors of
Helmholz, that {s three colora which, comblned
together, must vroduce a pure white. The pri-
mary colors which he uses ara crimson. pale
yellow, and a pecullar bine-geeen. He takes
three photographs of an object, tha first with
oll except the red rays cut off, the second under
yellow lgnt, and the third with bluoe-creen.,
These photographle positives are taken upon
exceadingly thin fiims, which are stalned each
with Its anlline color. The three fllms are
pasted over each othor and the result s an ex-
act reproduction of the colors of nature In the
original object,

The results which Dr, Selle exhibited are sald
to bo wonderful. Ilark red rones, pliotographed
from naturs, had sven the rich peculiur violet
hiue which the artist with brush and palette de-
epairs of reproducing. Photograplis of butter-
flies and of peacock feathers nstonished the spec-
tators moat of all, Photographs of palutings
wid of bulldings and landscapes were equally
true to nature, Dr, Selle hns not yet succoeded
eatisfactorily with human portraits, though
thot, of course, is his ultimate ambition, The
difeuity is totake the thres photographs in
succesalon soqnickly that the expres lon shall
not change In the mean time, It ls neceesary,
of courss, to change the plate in the camera
twive without the slightest movement on the
part of the object to be photographed, This
diffleulty, however, is only n mechanical one,
and It ought to bo surmounted before loug.

The English law of libel, or the Judielal intor-
pretation of It I4 a stronge thing. A flrm of
puhlishers In London wnd two or three eminent
legnl experta have recently been struggling
with the problem whetlier a sheet of bisnk
paper with n man's oame at tho top of {tls
libullous. Oploluns were divided, and, in order
to be on the safe shie, the publishers have ns-
sumod the afirmative answer to bo correct.
The polnt nrose in this way:

Btuart Cumberland, the thonght reader, s
just bringing out a book entitled ** What I
Think of South Afriea, The author discusses
protty much everything of interest in that very
obirusive section of the globe, until there
comes a chapter about the man wlho, after all,
embodies the wholo of South Africain nis own
personality. The chapter is entitled * What [
Think About Cecll Rhodes,” and It consistssim-
ply of ablank leaf, The publishers had retalned
the right to reject anything in thie manuseript
which they might conslder libellous, and, soma
doubt arlsing in their minds, they submittod
thie question to two firms of solicliors who make
a specialty of 1ol Iaw, One helidl that the blank
aliegt was perfectly innocent, tho othier declared
that It was undoubtedly libellous,

Thisa year miarks Lhe proctioal dlsappenrance,
ununoticed and unmourned, of what only » lit-
tle time ngo wns a much observed nnnlversary,
8t Valentine's Day no longer exisis, s fur na
England ls concerned. The hideoua penny
monstrosition wers the Iast to disappear, and
they have scarcely been seen In the shops this
yenr, The report of tho Post Ofllee Department
noltlea Lthe question of the romplete Innocuona
deasuetule into which the popular observance of
the festival bas fallen. The [I'ost OMco em-
ployees say that the mails on Feb. 14 wers no

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YHE BILTER OLOUD.

How completely Mr. J. P. Morgan's master-
[ul personality has dominated the Treasury
Department, was again shown, on Wednesday,
Inthe award to lils syndieats, at {ts own price, of
thoe 84,500,000 and upward of tbe so-callod
“detaulted" new Government bonda, By all the
rnles of Inw, thess bonids ahould have baen sold
for the account of the purohissers, after due no-
tico to them, on the best terms attalnable, and
If the sals resulted In a loss to the Govern-
ment, prococdings should have besn taken
to make them pay (. Tho assertion that
the Morgan syndieate was  “entitled" 0

the bLonds, under thelr bid for $100,-
000,000, fs without foundation, No bidder

pecame entitled to anything by virtue of his
uld, The Treasury clreninr of Jan, 3 not only
dil not promise to award the bonda to the high-
sat bldders, but it dlstinetly resarved the power
to reloct any or all of thelr bids, It waa
only when the allotments wore made to them,
that they acquired uny rights, and the allot-
tients closed tho bargaln on both sldes, The
protence that the Morgan syndicate bld re-
mained open, and that under [t the syodicate
could, at any time after it was made, have been
vompelled to take and pay for bonds in excess of
ita allotment, is absurd, Equally abaurd is the
¢laim that the contrast made by the first allot-
nent of the defanlted bonds pas nbrogated by
the mere default in making the first payment
on them. The Secrotary of the Treasury falled
to stiptilate that such should be the psoalty of &
default, and his mction in refusing to scospt
payment for the bonds after the day fixed for it
was an exercise of purely arblirary power
which, in the case of private cltizens, a court of
equity would have restrained. The upshot of
the mattor is, that the Administration has sucs
cumbed to Mr. Morgan's demands in & most
cowardly fashlon, and has mode n present to
his syndieate of over $280,000 which should
have gone Into the natlonal Treasury.,

Now that the disgraceful eplsode of this bond
Issue, with all the blundering mismanagrment
attending It, has, avparently, been closed, tho
pubile iuey more profitably, If not more Agrooa-
bly, ocoupy Iteelf with consldering the poanible
future of our whole financial system. That no
leglslation, bad or good, lsto be expected from
thie present Congress, 1a pretty certain, The
Housgo of Represenintives and the Sennte are in
d!rect antagonism to each othor, and even If
they wer= to agToe npon any mensire the Presls
dent would probably veto It The Sennte de-
mands the free coluage of 'lver at the ratlo of
10 to 1, and the House refusos It by a vote of two
to one. The House, in turn, demands an Incrense
of revenue from duties on fwported goods aud
the Henite will not grant It. As to referming
otir bunking nnvl currency laws, the Jlouse com-
mittee on the sublect 149 6till engnged in p dis-
cusston which will result In nothing more than
thoreport of a bill which will be as summurily
suppressed as Mr. Carlisle's was, & year ngo,

This legisintive inaction, however, doea not
binder natural causes from continulng thelr
work, and sooner or later they will bring about
n successfol solution of our difMcultics. T'he
vote of the Honeo of Representatives on the
Senate’'s free aiiver colonge bill demonstrates
n gnin for the cause of sonnd wmoney among
the people, which Ia very encouraging. Nut
only wns the majority agaluat fresrllver Inrgo,
bLiut It was larger than that by which, In 1803,
a slmilar measure was refected when offered by
Mr. Bland, as a substitote for the repeal of the
Sherman act. Morsover, the speeches agninet
the silver standard show that the wago earners
and savings bank depositors have at last mude
thelr Influence felt with their representatives In
the popular branch of Congress, and that they
aro determined to prevent, if they can, the
adoption of & measure which, they well under.
stand, would rob them of half their earniugs
and of Lalf thelr accumulated snvings.

Tha speeches of the silverite Itepresentatives
shuw that ther, too, begin to recoguize the
etruggle for the sllver standard as one exciu-
plvely for the bonefit of miuo owners and agri-
culturists agalnst coltizens engaged in com-
mercial and manofacturing pursults, They
cannot  dispute the overwhelming proof
that under the present gold standard the
wagrs of labor are not only higher,
measured In dollars and centa, than they
ever wero before in the history of the country,
but that theso dollars and cents buy more of the
necessaries of life than they did, so that labor is
doubly bepefited. Therefore, they fall back
upon the low prices of wheat and cotton and
deacnnt upon the woful plight of the cultivators
of thesoll, This is virtunlly ralsing a sectional
fssue betweon the South and the West on one
shile, and the North and the Enst oo tlhe other,
and some of tho more Impetuons silverites
plainly avow that they Intend, In the comning
Prestdential campaiyn, to do it formally.

A= evidence that uoder our presont monetary
system manufacturing industry is unfalrly
benetited ant the expenseof agriculture, the Hon.
Patrick Walsh, in an address dellvered at Au-
guatn, Gicorgia, Iast December, adduced thess
sintistics;

“The tolal value of the merhanical and manufas
tured produvtavl the United Stalos (0 1870 wns 84.-
#42,000.000 ; the tolal value of the agriculturel prod-
urts of the Unided Btates 1o 1570 wan FL 447,000,000,
In 1550 tho valne of the manufocturcd products was
S350, 00,000, the value of the agricultural prodocts
wos ¥, 212,000,000, I 100 the value of the mechants
enl and manufactured products was §U,030,000,000;

800,000,000 for the value of all of our mineral prod-
wots wiwl you huve a grand total of §3,720,000,000
far the products of the labor of 8,000,000 of people
engag;d In tho lndustries enumeratod, an agalnat tha
BRERICRAtG products, amouoting to  BR08%.0060,000,
prodice | hy 8,007,000 people rngaged in mechanical
and manifacturing Industiries.™

These statistics are not sirictly correck, sincs
they revkon the value of manufactured products
many times over, ln thelr sucecisive slages of
mlyancemont, but conveding thelr corractness,
all thint they prove is that manufacturing In a
more officient modes of employing buruan Inbor
than agrieulinre and mining.  Yet, becauso
6,000,000 hands engaged in musnufacturlng can
produece §0,000.000,000 worth of goods, while
1,000,000 baods engaged in sgriculture and
mining can turn out & product worth less thao
$4.000,000,000, Mr. Walah proceeds to argue,
thine *the South and West hinvo evorything to
galn by tho remonetization of silver," and ho
still more Hlogleally asserts that the measure
would be *tho greatest Lisssing to this conn-
try'" Thialsn fair sample of the present line
of reasoning of the mlvocates of sliver. They
desire to ralse the prices of agricultural and
mineral produots, and thus, at one blow, to la-
creane the earniuge of farmers, plantera, and
miners, while they reduco those of artisans, It
ls n good thing to hayve their purposs thus
plaiuly statod, for the mere statement of it In-
slres its dofeat,

Anothier valuable result which thoe alow bot
sure working of natural forceais bringlng nbout,
in the dissipation of the bugbesr that in the
flulds of industry Lhis cotintey will suffer from
the competition of those in which the silver
standard previdle, It bas Leen repeated aver
wnd over, that, since the Indian rupes. the
Clhiltiese tael, amd the Jupanese yen will pay for
thio same amount of labor nuw ns they did
when silver wons worth twice as much, com-
parcd with gold, ws It s now, that, o thoso
conntries, whiont can bo profltably grown nnd
sold, and minnatactared gowts prodoced at hinlf
the prive It costs us, 'The silvocates of the gold
stanidard binve all wlong Insisted thint this dis-
adyvautago would be ooly wwmporary, and that
wagon in Tudla, Chips, sud Jopan would eventu-
ally riso (o mest the deprecisted standard by
which thoy nre moessured. Thoey nave had o
woit o long while for the fulfilment of
their theory, but it has begun 10 come st last,
Iu Japon, workmen apd employees of all kinds
are wtriking successfully for Lighor wages, The
price of wheat in India bos risen in conpany
with thut of wheat In London, and the exports
of it ure less Lhan they were ten yoars ngo; whille
there wro slgns of Hko changes in Chine.  In
Mexloo, which lins boen deploted us tho paradise
of lnbor unider the sllver standard, thie discoy-
ery has beon made that the conditlon of the
laborer there ls dally bscomlng more and more
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wretehed, and that his pay must be Incrensed
1t be 1a to continus to live.

A simllar refutation of sllverits mophistry s
taking place In regard to the courss of the
prices of commodities In this country. Our
oxports of breadstuffs Iast monih were of
the valua of 14,084,002, against §0,422,577
in January, 150061 thoss of mineral olls

An a consequence of this rire in agricultural
commodities the burden of debt upon farmers
sod plansers, which hns horetoforo been a
prominent toplo of allvorlie declamation, has
beon aporeciably lightened. Excepting In re-
glona aMicted with drought, the eropa of late
years have besn good enough to enable the
farmorand planter to pay his exponses and have
something left over. The number and amount
of farm mortgage foreclosures have diminished,
the price of land, especially in the Indian corn
belt. hiaa risen, and the lower ratea of Interesk
upon borrowed money have appreciably lessened
that charge upon earnings,

Here at Lthe East the continusd inoreass in the
nomber and average amount of savings bank
deposits furnishes an unanswoerable argumont
against tho noossslty of free sliver coinage, The
sliverites having been forced to admit that
thelr purposs Is to raise tho prices of avery com-
modity consumed by the workingman, all the
compensation they offer himis rellef from the
depression In trade which they say is caused by
adherance to gold. Blnoe, now, the worklngman
prospors and 18 gutting rich with the carrency
na It ls, the effort to make him bellove Lhat Lo Is
a viotim to the greed of money lendors hiaa little
success. He himself Is & lender of money Ina
small way, and will not attack his own partners.

Thus, the sliver cloud, which has for so many
yoars darkenod the flnanolal sky, is beginning
to break. Nothing Is nesded to dissipate it
antirely but a courageous deciarallon by one of
the great political parties not only against froe
sliver colnare, but against its specious twin de-
lusion, bimetalllsm, International or of any
other kind, With the fear of silver out of the
way, not only will our home capitallsts tuke
heart and embark In enlerprises from which
they are now deterred, but those of Enrope will
renew the luvesting here of their now unems-
ployed oapitul, from which, In time past, the
country has derived so much benefit, It re-
mains to be seen whether our political lenders
ate awalke to the algns of the thmes, and will
